LOCAL VENDOR PREFERENCE GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. LOCAL VENDORS

A) Local Vendor Preference (applicable to RFQ Process only)

The following provisions are applicable only to the County’s acquisition of materials, equipment or supplies through the RFQ process when the funding source does not require an exemption to the Local Vendor Preference.

THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PARAGRAPH ARE APPLICABLE, NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISIONS OF THIS RFQ TO THE CONTRARY

If the apparent low bidder is not a local vendor, any local vendor who submitted a bid which was within five percent (5%) of the lowest responsive  bid as determined by the purchasing agent shall have the option of submitting a new bid within forty-eight hours (not including weekends and holidays) of County’s delivery of notification. Such new bids must be in an amount less than or equal to the lowest responsive bid as determined by the purchasing agent.  If the purchasing agent receives any new bids from local vendors who have the option of submitting new bids within said forty-eight hour period, it shall award the contract to the local vendor submitting the lowest responsible bid. If no new bids are received, the contract shall be awarded to the original low bidder as announced by the purchasing agent.

B) Local Vendor Defined

“Local Vendor” shall mean any business which:

1. Has its headquarters, distribution point or locally-owned franchise located in or having a street address within the County for at least six (6) months immediately prior to the issuance of the request for competitive bids by the purchasing agent; and

2. Holds any required business license by a jurisdiction located in Fresno County; and

3. Employs at least one (1) full-time or two (2) part-time employees whose primary residence is located within Fresno County, or if the business has no employees, shall be at least fifty percent (50%) owned by one or more persons whose primary residence(s) is located within Fresno County.

Local Vendor Preference

The County of Fresno Local Vendor Preference is applicable to this Request for Quotation.  Refer to the General Conditions section for details.

Qualified Vendors that desire consideration as a Fresno County Local Vendor under this RFQ must complete the “Statement of Local Vendor Certification” contained herein and submit it as a part of their quotation.  Late submittals of the “Statement of Local Vendor Certification” will not be considered.  Submission of this statement will qualify the vendor for treatment as a local vendor for purposes of this RFQ only.  The statement made under this RFQ shall not qualify the vendor as a local vendor under any other RFQ.

Local Vendor Certification:

Any vendor claiming to be a local vendor, as defined under the General Conditions section of this RFQ, shall so certify in writing to the purchasing agent. The purchasing agent shall not be required to verify the accuracy or any such certifications, and shall have sole discretion to determine if a vendor meets the definition of “local vendor.”

Any person or business falsely claiming to be a local vendor under this section shall be ineligible to transact any business with the County for a period of not less than three (3) months and not more twenty-four (24) months as determined in the sole discretion of the purchasing agent. The purchasing agent shall also have the right to terminate all or any part of any contract entered into with such person or business.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

It is the intent of the following specifications to describe the Light Tower required for use at the American Avenue Disposal Site.  The Light Tower shall not be less than the following specifications, but may exceed them.

1. One (1) set of shop repair manuals covering Light Tower.

2. One (1) set of parts manuals covering Light Tower, all components and one (1) set of operators manuals covering the Light Tower.

3. The Light Tower and all components shall be new and of the latest model and shall not have been used in demonstrations or other service.
_____
4. The Light Tower shall be equipped with an engine oil pressure gauge, hour meter, in conjunction with other gauges and/or indicators.  These gauges will be the same brand as other gauges installed on Light Tower by manufacturer.

5. The oil and fuel filter shall be a standard full-flow spin-on type.

6. The air intake system shall be protected by a heavy duty, low restriction, two stage dry type air cleaner with a replaceable element.  It shall have an automatic dust ejector and a restriction gauge.

8. The engine starting battery shall have a minimum of 750 c.c.a. rating.

The three (3) hours shall be considered during operating hours of the Disposal Site (Monday – Friday 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Saturday 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Sunday 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. excluding New Years, Thanksgiving and Christmas).  A facility with extensive repair experience in Light tower equipment shall be identified.  A minimum of two (2) employees of this facility shall be Certified by the manufacturer as qualified to trouble shoot and repair the specific Light Tower to be supplied. (Identify this facility.)  __________

13. The Bidder shall guarantee to maintain an adequate stock of all regular and special parts within the State of California to meet the continuing service and repair needs of the unit furnished.  Delivery of any replacement part(s) shall be within twenty-four (24) hours of request.  All parts shall be the same or equal to the original.

14. During the bid evaluation process, upon request by the County, the Bidder shall make available to the County, within two (2) days of request, the same model of the Light Tower that the vendor is bidding, for evaluation verification of compliance through field performance tests.  These tests may be for one (1) or two  (2) days and will be at the American Avenue Landfill Site at 18950 West American Avenue, Kerman, California.  Equipment operators will be provided by the County, and all costs for transport and operation shall be borne by the Bidder.   The County will provide fuel and lubricants.

16. If the Bidder fails to abide with the warranty provisions after the award of the contract, the Bidder may be required to settle any and all of the County’s warranty claims against him/her as a condition of future bidding.

Bidder shall guarantee to complete necessary repairs (excluding routine maintenance) of the Light Tower within a period of two (2) days (excluding New Years, Thanksgiving, and Christmas) after receipt of notification that the Light Tower is in need of repair.  All travel time, mileage, overtime, and environmental fees will be the responsibility of the Bidder.  If Light Tower needs to be taken to Bidder’s facility for problems deemed such that it cannot be repaired in the field, some time frame will be negotiable between the Resources Division staff of the Department of Public Works and Planning and the Bidder.  For facility repairs, at no time will the Light Tower be out of service more than three (3) working days from the time the Light Tower arrives at Bidder’s facility or five (5) working days for the most severe of problems.  During the warranty period, all costs incurred in the Light Tower’s transportation from the landfill site to Bidder’s facility and to landfill site after repairs are made will be the Bidder’s responsibility.
