I understand that the cost of chemicals is not to be included in the bid, but will the commercial applicator be responsible for purchasing and then billing the County or grower for the cost of materials?  Also it mentions at one point that the applicator is responsible for permits, does that mean that the applicator will have to pull County permits for each property he treats, or will the County agent provide those?  
Thank you, and one more question.  How many gallons of water per acre will be required?
