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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno, Department of Agriculture is soliciting bids to establish an annual agreement for treatments of citrus orchards infested with Asian Citrus Psyllids.  These treatments would be by a nuisance abatement order issued by the Department. 

The Department is soliciting a per acre quote for ground application and/or aerial application to apply treatments for the Department of Agriculture. Because of the nature and timing of controlling Asian Citrus Psyllid, pesticides will vary. The County does not want bidder(s) to consider the costs of pesticides within this Request for Quotation. 

The terms of the agreement are to include being “on-call”, and on an “as-needed” basis. The County cannot guarantee a minimum number of treatments. When the abatement order is finalized the applicator should be prepared to apply immediately.

The awarded vendor shall provide all vehicles, personnel, labor, materials, equipment, permits, fees, insurance, taxes, mileage, etc. to perform these services. All bidder(s) are required to quote a rate per acre, based on the requirements stated.

The treatment will be performed under the direct supervision of the Department of Agriculture, where a County Inspector will accompany the applicator at all locations, and will observe and resolve any on-site issues etc.
