Note: the reference to “bids” in the following paragraphs applies to RFP's and RFQ's

GENERAL CONDITIONS

By submitting a bid the bidder agrees to the following conditions.  These conditions will apply to all subsequent purchases based on this bid.

1. BID PREPARATION:  

A) All prices and notations must be typed or written in ink.  No erasures permitted.  Errors may be crossed out, initialed and corrections printed in ink by person signing bid.

B) Brand Names: Brand names and numbers when given are for reference. Equal items will be considered, provided the offer clearly describes the article and how it differs from that specified.  In the absence of such information it shall be understood the offering is exactly as specified.

C) State brand or make of each item.  If bidding on other than specified, state make, model and brand being bid and attach supporting literature/specifications to the bid.

6. AWARDS:

A) Subject to the local preference provisions referenced in Paragraph 7 below and more thoroughly set forth in the General Requirements section of this RFP/RFQ, award(s) will be made to the most responsive responsible bidder.  The evaluation will include such things as life-cycle cost, availability, delivery costs and whose product and/or service is deemed to be in the best interest of the County. The County shall be the sole judge in making such determination.

7. LOCAL VENDORS:

A) Local Vendor Preference (applicable to RFQ Process only)

The following provisions are applicable only to the County’s acquisition of materials, equipment or supplies through the RFQ process when the funding source does not require an exemption to the Local Vendor Preference.

THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PARAGRAPH ARE APPLICABLE, NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISIONS OF THIS RFQ TO THE CONTRARY

If the apparent low bidder is not a local vendor, any local vendor who submitted a bid which was within five percent (5%) of the lowest responsive  bid as determined by the purchasing agent shall have the option of submitting a new bid within forty-eight (48) hours (not including weekends and holidays) of County’s delivery of notification. Such new bids must be in an amount less than or equal to the lowest responsive bid as determined by the purchasing agent.  If the purchasing agent receives any new bids from local vendors who have the option of submitting new bids within said forty-eight (48) hour period, it shall award the contract to the local vendor submitting the lowest responsible bid. If no new bids are received, the contract shall be awarded to the original low bidder as announced by the purchasing agent.

B) Local Vendor Defined

“Local Vendor” shall mean any business which:

1. Has its headquarters, distribution point or locally-owned franchise located in or having a street address within the County for at least six (6) months immediately prior to the issuance of the request for competitive bids by the purchasing agent; and

2. Holds any required business license by a jurisdiction located in Fresno County; and

3. Employs at least one (1) full-time or two (2) part-time employees whose primary residence is located within Fresno County, or if the business has no employees, shall be at least fifty percent (50%) owned by one or more persons whose primary residence(s) is located within Fresno County.

8. TIE BIDS:

All other factors being equal, the contract shall be awarded to the Fresno County vendor or, if neither or both are Fresno County vendors, it may be awarded by the flip of a coin in the presence of witnesses or the entire bid may be rejected and re-bid. If the General Requirements of this RFP/RFQ state that they are applicable, the provisions of the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference shall take priority over this paragraph.

9. PATENT INDEMNITY:

10. SAMPLES:

16. YEAR COMPLIANCE WARRANTY:

19. APPEALS:

Hamilton Avenue, Fresno, California 93702-4599. Appeals should address only areas regarding RFP contradictions, procurement errors, quotation rating discrepancies, legality of procurement context, conflict of interest, and inappropriate or unfair competitive procurement grievance regarding the RFP/RFQ process.

Purchasing will provide a written response to the complainant within seven (7) working days unless the complainant is notified more time is required.

RIGHT TO REJECT BIDS:  The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive informalities or irregularities in bids.

FIRM QUOTATION:  All quotations shall remain firm for at least ninety (90) days.
NON‑FUNDING CLAUSE: Funds provided for equipment supplied under the terms of this bid are contingent on the approval of the appropriating government agency. Should sufficient funds not be allocated, the equipment or the amount of equipment to be supplied may be modified or terminated at any time. 

TAXES:  The quoted amount must include all applicable taxes. If taxes are not specifically identified in the quotation it will be assumed that they are included in the total quoted.

SALES TAX:  Fresno County pays California State Sales Tax in the amount of 8.975% regardless of vendor's place of doing business.

MINOR DEVIATIONS:  The County reserves the right to negotiate minor deviations from the prescribed terms, conditions and requirements with the selected vendor.

QUOTATION REJECTION:  Failure to respond to all questions or not to supply the requested information could result in rejection of your quotation.

AMERINET:  The County of Fresno is a member of the Amerinet Group Purchasing Organization.

BIDDERS’ LIABILITIES:  County of Fresno will not be held liable for any cost incurred by vendors in responding to the RFQ.

PRICE RESPONSIBILITY:  The selected vendor will be required to assume full responsibility for all equipment and services offered in the quotation, whether or not they are provided directly.  Further, the County of Fresno will consider the selected vendor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the contract.  The contractor may not subcontract or transfer the contract, or any right or obligation arising out of the contract, without first having obtained the express written consent of the County.

CONFIDENTIALITY:  Bidders shall not disclose information about the County's business or business practices and safeguard confidential data which vendor staff may have access to in the course of system implementation.

NEWS RELEASE:  Vendors shall not issue any news releases or otherwise release information to any third party about this RFQ or the vendor's quotation without prior written approval from the County of Fresno.

BACKGROUND REVIEW: The County reserves the right to conduct a background inquiry of each proposer/bidder which may include collection of appropriate criminal history information, contractual and business associations and practices, employment histories and reputation in the business community. By submitting a quotation/bid to the County, the vendor consents to such an inquiry and agrees to make available to the County such books and records the County deems necessary to conduct the inquiry.

EXCEPTIONS: Identify with explanation, any terms, conditions, specifications or stipulations of the RFQ with which you CAN NOT or WILL NOT comply. Exceptions to items contained in the SPECIFICATIONS / REQUIREMENTS Section of this RFQ shall be stated in the bidder’s response to that section.  All other exceptions shall be stated under a separate section of the bidder’s response to this RFQ.  Such section shall be entitled “EXCEPTIONS”.

ADDENDA: In the event that it becomes necessary to revise any part of this RFQ, addenda will be provided to all agencies and organizations that receive the basic RFQ.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST:  The County shall not Contract with, and shall reject any bid or quotation submitted by the persons or entities specified below, unless the Board of Supervisors finds that special circumstances exist which justify the approval of such contract:

1. Employees of the County or public agencies for which the Board of Supervisors is the governing body.

2. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which employees described in Subsection (1) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

3. Persons who, within the immediately preceding twelve (12) months, came within the provisions of Subsection (1), and who were employees in positions of substantial responsibility in the area of service to be performed by the contract, or participated in any way in developing the Contract or its service specifications.

4. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which the former employees described in Subsection (3) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

No County employee whose position in the County enables him to influence the selection of a contractor for this RFQ, or any competing RFQ, and no spouse or economic dependent of such employee, shall be employees in any capacity by a bidder, or have any other direct or indirect financial interest in the selection of a contractor.

INVOICING:  All invoices are to be delivered in duplicate to the ordering department.  Each invoice shall reference the Purchase Order/Contract number.  The Contractor shall obtain the “Invoice to” address when receiving the order.

PAYMENT: The bidder agrees to provide equipment and other requirements as stated in this Request for Quotation.  The County of Fresno agrees to pay bidder at the terms and conditions stated in the Request for Quotation.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by Contractor under any ensuing Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that CONTRACTOR, including any and all of Contractor’s officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an independent contractor, and shall act in an independent capacity and not as an officer, agent, servant, employee, joint venturer, partner, or associate of the COUNTY.  Furthermore, County shall have no right to control or supervise or direct the manner or method by which Contractor shall perform its work and function.  However, County shall retain the right to administer this Agreement so as to verify that Contractor is performing its obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof.  Contractor and County shall comply with all applicable provisions of law and the rules and regulations, if any, of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over matters the subject thereof.

Because of its status as an independent contractor, Contractor shall have absolutely no right to employment rights and benefits available to County employees. Contractor shall be solely liable and responsible for providing to, or on behalf of, its employees all legally‑required employee benefits.  In addition, Contractor shall be solely responsible and save County harmless from all matters relating to payment of Contractor's employees, including compliance with Social Security, withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.  It is acknowledged that during the term of the Agreement, Contractor may be providing services to others unrelated to the County or to the Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:  Contractor agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless and at County's request, defend the County, its officers, agents and employees, from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to County in connection with the performance, or failure to perform, by Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement and from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by the performance, or failure to perform, of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement.

INSURANCE: 
Without limiting the COUNTY's right to obtain indemnification from CONTRACTOR or any third parties, CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect, the following insurance policies or a program of self-insurance, including but not limited to, an insurance pooling arrangement or Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) throughout the term of the Agreement:

A. Commercial General Liability

Within thirty (30) days from the date CONTRACTOR executes this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall provide certificates of insurance and endorsement as stated above for all of the foregoing policies, as required herein, to the County of Fresno, Purchasing Supervisor, stating that such insurance coverage have been obtained and are in full force; that the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees will not be responsible for any premiums on the policies; that such Commercial General Liability insurance names the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned; that such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by COUNTY, its officers, agents and employees, shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under CONTRACTOR's policies herein; and that this insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance, written notice given to COUNTY.
In the event CONTRACTOR fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, the COUNTY may, in addition to other remedies it may have, suspend or terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of such event.

All policies shall be with admitted insurers licensed to do business in the State of California.  Insurance purchased shall be purchased from companies possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of A FSC VII or better.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION:  The ensuing Purchase Order/Contract shall be governed by the laws of the state of California.

Any claim which cannot be amicably settled without court action will be litigated in the U. S. District Court for the Eastern District of California in Fresno, CA or in a state court for Fresno County.

TERMINATION:  The County reserves the right to terminate any resulting Purchase Order/Contract upon written notice.

DEFAULT: In case of default by the selected bidder, the County may procure the equipment and or services from another source and may recover the loss occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the selected bidder, or by any other legal means available to the County.

ASSIGNMENTS:  The ensuing Purchase Order/Contract will provide that the vendor may not assign any payment or portions of payments without prior written consent of the County of Fresno.

ASSURANCES:  Any contract awarded under this RFQ must be carried out in full compliance with The Civil Rights Act of 1964, The Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, their subsequent amendments, and any and all other laws protecting the rights of individuals and agencies. All parts and components of the system offered and delivered must conform to the manufacturer’s standard production or be off-shelf available hardware production item.

DELIVERY:

a. “Caravan” or “In-tow” delivery from points of manufacture or assembly will not be accepted.

b. Delivery shall be made to the County of Fresno Public Works, American Avenue Disposal Site, 18950 W. American Ave., Kerman, CA 93630, serviced and operable with a minimum ¼ tank of fuel and shall be given a minimum of twenty-four (24) hours notice of the Contractor’s intent to deliver the vehicle/unit(s).

c. Delivery times are limited to 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  No holidays or weekends.

PRE‑DELIVERY AND INSPECTION: Prior to delivery, each vehicle shall be completely inspected and serviced by the delivering dealer and/or the manufacturer's pre‑delivery service center.

Bidder shall warrant and guarantee to County that Bidder shall, in a good and workmanlike manner, make and complete all necessary repairs (excluding routine maintenance) of the Dozer within a period of three (3) calendar days (excluding New Years Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day) following receipt of notification by the County’s Director of the Department of the Public Works and Planning, or his/her designee (the “County’s Director”) that the Dozer is in need of repair.  All such repairs shall be made so that the Dozer properly functions and may be used in accordance with all manufacturer’s specifications, instructions, and warranty requirements and all governmental laws and regulations; THE BIDDER SHALL USE ITS BEST EFFORTS TO TIMELY COMPLETE REPAIRS TO THE EQUIPMENT (the “Repair Warranty”).

All cost and expenses incurred by the Bidder in connection with performing the Repair Warranty, including, but not limited to, labor, labor overtime, parts, taxes, fees and charges, travel time, mileage, environmental fees, and transportation of the Dozer to and from the Site, shall be the sole responsibility of the Bidder.

If the Dozer needs to be taken to Bidder’s facility for problems mutually deemed by the Bidder and County’s Director such that the Dozer cannot be properly repaired at the County’s landfill site, a deadline for completion of such repair(s) will be negotiated and agreed upon by and between the County’s Director and the Bidder, provided however, that such deadline shall not alter the Repair Warranty.  For such repairs to the Dozer made at Bidder’s facility, at no time shall the Dozer be out of service at the County landfill site for more than five (5) County working days, or for more than ten (10) working days for the most severe problems, as reasonably determined by County’s Director. Notwithstanding anything else stated to the contrary in this Request for Quotation, the Bidder’s failure to successfully complete the repairs to the Dozer within the three (3) calendar day deadline under the Repair Warranty (the “Three (3) Day Deadline”) shall not reduce, alter or eliminate Bidder’s obligation under the Repair Warranty to successfully complete such repairs according to said Repair Warranty.  The Bidder shall agree that delays in the Bidder’s performance of the Repair Warranty will adversely affect both parties and will cause unrecoverable damage to County. Notwithstanding anything else stated to the contrary in this Request for Quotation, the Bidder’s failure to successfully complete the repairs to the Tractor within the Three - (3) calendar days deadline under the Repair Warranty (the “Three - (3) Day Deadline”) shall not reduce, alter or eliminate Bidder’s obligation under the Repair Warranty to successfully complete such repairs according to said Repair Warranty.  The Bidder shall agree that delays in the Bidder’s performance of the Repair Warranty will adversely affect both parties and will cause unrecoverable damage to County.  County proposes that the Bidder pay liquidated damages in the event of delays due to the Bidder’s failure to timely complete repairs under the Three - (3) Day Deadlines.  Bidder shall agree that the payment of such liquidated damages is useful. The Bidder shall acknowledge and agree that Bidder has carefully examined the nature of the Tractor and Repair Warranty.  The Bidder shall agree that the Three - (3) Day Deadline provided adequate time for completion of repairs required to be performed under the Repair Warranty and represents the outer limit of time for performance, and that delays beyond that date will result in significant damage to the County.

Accordingly, the Bidder shall agree to pay as liquidated damages, and not as penalty, One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) per hour for each nine- (9) hour County work day following the Three - (3) Day Deadline that the Bidder fails to successfully complete its obligations under the Repair Warranty.  Liquidated damages arising under this Section 14.8 may only be waived upon the express written consent of the County’s Board of Supervisors.  Notwithstanding anything else stated to the contrary in this Request for Quotation, the County may, at its sole discretion and option, deduct and set-off the amount of liquidated damages owed to the County under this Section 14.8 from any payments otherwise then due from the County to the Bidder.
In lieu of paying liquidated damages, the Bidder shall have the option of providing to the County at the landfill site, and at no cost or expense to the County, a temporary substitute Tractor which is similar in type, size, design and functional capability to and is similarly equipped as the Tractor being repaired (the “Temporary Substitute Equipment”), provided that such Temporary Substitute Equipment is in a working condition which is satisfactory to the County Director.  Such Temporary Substitute Equipment shall be provided to the County at the landfill site no later than the end of the Three- (3) Day Deadline.
	

	
	

	14.9. To assure fulfillment of paragraph 14.8, the successful Bidder shall deposit a cash performance bond in the amount of $30,000 with the County, to be held during the course of the warranty period.  Bond shall be A.M. Best, Inc. rated B+ FSC VIII or better.  An equivalent surety instrument may be offered in place of the specified performance bond.  Such alternative offer will be subject to County’s approval.  The vendor will be required to provide the specified performance bond should the County not approve the alternate surety. 
	

	14.10. Prior to delivery, the Tractor shall be completely serviced. The crankcase, transmission, and differential shall be filled with the correct lubricant as recommended by the manufacturer.
	

	14.11. Delivery shall be included in the bid price.  Delivery shall be made to the American Avenue Landfill site, located at 18950 West American Avenue, Kerman, California, near the City of Kerman.
	

	14.12. The County may, at its own option, inspect the Tractor at the Vendor's place of business prior to delivery.  Notice for inspection shall be given to the County at least 24 hours prior to delivery.
	

	14.13. Upon delivery of the Tractor by the apparent successful Bidder, the County shall have seven (7) days for final evaluation and verification of compliance with these Specifications.
	

	14.14. The successful Bidder shall deliver the Tractor within 120 calendar days from receipt of County Purchase Order.  In the event the successful Bidder fails to deliver the new Tractor by the indicated date, liquidated damages shall be paid to the County in the amount of $1,000 per day starting with 121st day and ending with delivery and acceptance of the Tractor to the County.  The Bidder shall have the option in lieu of paying liquidated damages, of providing at the working site and at no cost to the County, a replacement machine of similar type and size and similarly equipped and in satisfactory working condition, for use by the County until the Tractor is delivered.
	


LIFE CYCLE COST-MAINTENANCE

The cost of maintenance will be considered when determining award. The vendor is instructed to state maintenance costs for the equipment offered. The determination of the total cost of maintenance shall be computed under the following set of assumptions, conditions and requirements.

1) Five Year / 7,500 hour time period (whichever occurs first).

2) Three hundred (300) hours per month (estimated usage).

3) Maintenance items shall include all service items recommended in the Manufacturer’s Service manual for the equipment offered (except as noted below).

Exclude: 

a) Inspection items

b) Test items

c) Check items

d) Daily grease points

4) Maintenance intervals shall be as recommended in the Manufacturer’s Service Manual.  Such maintenance intervals shall be those specified by the manufacturer relative to the products identified by the bidder on the “Lubricants & OEM FILTERS” and “FLUID SAMPLING, FUEL, & ENGINE OIL & FILTER” forms.  (Note: The County of Fresno’s cost analysis will consider the cost of replacing the engine oil and filter and all air filters a minimum of every 250 hours, even if longer time intervals for replacing these items are identified in the Manufacturer’s Service Manual.)

5) Labor to be charged at the County of Fresno-American Avenue Disposal Site Contract Prices.

6) Filters to be charged at County of Fresno-American Avenue Disposal Site Contract Prices.

7) Lubricants to be charged at County of Fresno-American Avenue Disposal Site Contract Prices. 

8) Labor hours charged per task shall be as stated in the Manufacturer’s Flat Rate Manual.

The Total life cycle maintenance cost for the five (5) year / 7,500 hour period shall be indicated on the Quotation Schedule included with the vendor’s response to this RFQ. Additionally, the vendor shall complete and submit with his/her quotation the “TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY” schedule provided with this RFQ. The vendor shall also submit as a part of his/her quotation a section entitled “DETAIL TO: TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY”

TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY
The “TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY” will indicate the total cost of manufacturer recommended maintenance services at the conclusion of each 250 hour interval throughout the requested five (5) year / 7,500 hour warranty period.  Three thousand six hundred (3,600) hours of equipment operation per year will be assumed. The vendor will include all services at the recommended month or hours, as per the Manufacturer’s Service Manual with the exception of those excluded items stated above. A single total cost will be stated for each 250 hour interval.

Submit on the attached “TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY” schedule.

DETAIL TO: TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY

The Vendor shall submit as a part of his/her quotation a section entitled “DETAIL TO: TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY”.

This section shall individually list all maintenance service items which comprise the total maintenance cost for each two-hundred and fifty (250) hour interval stated on the “TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY” schedule. The vendor shall explain in detail, each service listed in each interval and the number of times performed. He/she shall state the cost of each service and indicate how that cost was determined (e.g. hours of labor x hourly rate plus cost of lubricants, filters etc. when applicable).

This section shall be formatted so that it presents each service interval (250 hours) separately. The total cost for each interval shall match the total cost stated on the “TRACTOR LIFE CYCLE MAINTENANCE COST SUMMARY” schedule for 250 hour interval.

The computation of maintenance costs shall include sales tax at the rate of 7.975%. Sales tax shall be shown as a separate item.

1) The section(s) of the Manufacturer’s Service Manual which details the recommended Maintenance Service Schedule for the equipment offered.  Such maintenance intervals shall be those specified by the manufacturer relative to the products identified by the bidder on the “Lubricants & OEM FILTERS” and “FLUID SAMPLING, FUEL, & ENGINE OIL & FILTER” forms.

2) The section(s) of the Manufacturer’s Flat Rate Manual which states the estimated hours to perform the listed maintenance services for the equipment offered.

LUBRICANTS & OEM FILTERS

The bidder is to provide OEM product information for the equipment being offered. The items listed below and attached are considered by County staff to be products used in recurring maintenance. The vendor shall provide OEM product information for the listed items. He/she shall also include all other chargeable products used in recurring maintenance that are not listed.
