INMATE COVERALLS 501X OR EQUAL 

1. Fabric - 7 ½ oz. Twill, 65% polyester/35% combed cotton.  Must be industrial laundry finish fabric. Maximum shrinkage 3%.

2. Thread - same color as the fabric.

3. Coverall raglan short sleeves.

4. BI SWING ACTION BACK

5. All seams 3 needle felled.

6. Coverall to be joined at waist both front and back with 3-needle fell seam.

7. One pocket over left breast double needle stitched and bartacked.

8. Six snap front to be size 24 ligne solid brass nickel guaranteed not to rust.  Snaps to be the Universal SX Snap System.  (Stainless steel snaps and grippers not acceptable).

9. Crotch to be 3 needle lock stitched and have 2 bartacks. (chain stitching in crotch IS NOT ACCEPTABLE)

10. Lapel to extend to raglan sleeve seam and be bartacked where collar, lapel, and raglan seam meet.

11. Labels to be woven polyester 2 ½” x 1 ¼” color coded by size.

12. All 3 needle seams shall be cleanly finished and have no raw or frayed edges.

13. Color: bright red, charcoal grey, navy blue, dark green, yellow & orange
