· The County may wish to acquire some equipment or large systems through a lease agreement rather than purchasing the items out-right.  When an RFB is sent out to the vendor, the RFB will state whether or not the equipment is to be leased.  Currently, the County is using Dell Financial Services for leasing equipment.  However; in the future, the County may have several leasing agreements available for leasing types of equipment. 

· The RFP Attachment B contains several worksheets of products that are commonly used by ITSD or the Sheriff’s Office.   The parts listed on those lists are only included so that the bidders can see a sample of the types of items that will be included on RFB’s.   These lists of parts are not exclusive.   If the vendor’s normal product line is not included on the worksheets, the vendor can add another list of parts that they would like to sell to the County.  The request to list a part or model and the price is intended to see if the prices provided by the vendor are within industry standards.    If the vendor deals in a wide variety of small parts, then just provide a price for one or two standard/common items within a product line.  There is no need to include prices on all the items that the vendor carries. 

· Since so many RFB’s are sent out for all types of products and prices, generally, only the bidder winning the bid will be notified.  If a bidder is especially interested in a particular bid, the bidder can call or e-mail for a review of the bid.
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
