The system supports the development of standard data rectangles based on predefined views that can be exported to common third party products such as Microsoft Excel and Microsoft access. 
Question:  Would you please provide more information on what you mean by “standard data rectangles”.
Answer: A data rectangle is actually a “region” of data. Imagine a two-dimensional data table for traffic tickets. The first three columns contain registration information, the next five columns contain ticket information, and the last three columns contain driver information. The registration columns could be considered a region (or a data rectangle if you wanted to limit the number of rows), as could the ticket and driver columns.  If you wanted information on the first 10 drivers, you could export the region for driver information (1st 10 rows) to Excel or whatever. Of course, all of this assumes that the database has been designed to facilitate this.
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
