4) The awarded vendor shall furnish a hard copy of each annual report to 
a) California Department of Fish and Game.

b) County of Fresno – Special Districts Department . Additionally an electronic copy of the report should be sent to the above (a) and (b).

5) Award Vendor will work directly with the Department of Fish and Game, and copy the County on all correspondence between them and Fish and Game. 
6) Monitoring shall be done as specified by Fish and Game. Information taken directly from Fish and Game and provided in Live Oak Associates report should take precedence over prior reports and correspondence.

7) Monitoring shall be carried out for a period of five (5) years. Should Fish and Game revise or extend the monitoring period beyond five (5) years, the County would seek to extend or renew it’s Agreement with the awarded vendor in order to satisfy the requirements of the California Department of Fish and Game.

8) There are nine (9) lots which contain some amount of wetlands area to be avoided, these are located on private properties (Lot No’s 28,27,4,5,11,12,13,14 and 16). Because these wetlands are on private property and no easements were designated for their access, visual inspection would be necessary at fence line, or via access granted by the property owner, through a written request issued by the County. The following should be considered:

a) Open fencing and some easements allow for some visual inspection at a distance. Correspondence from Fish and Game, and the Live Oak report does not detail the level of visual inspection required.

b) Letters could be sent to the nine (9) property owners requesting access, and the awarded consultant could proceed in those instances that access is granted.

c) Awarded consultant, in completing the work for the first year could communicate with the Department of Fish and Game, in order to have these inspections better defined. If additional unanticipated work becomes necessary, County could amend the Agreement with the awarded consultant, to include these inspections.

d) A summary of the visual inspection, monitoring success and evaluations should be provided to the Department of Fish and Game as part of the first year annual report, with a request for clarification and guidance in regards to the additional visual inspections on private property.

9) Outlot “A” has already been provided with a 15-foot access easement that has been inspected and walked by County Staff. It is unpaved, unobstructed and accessible. (See photo’s enclosed.)
