· Due to budget cuts, the annual expenditure on any resulting Prescription Drug contract is expected to be approximately $712,244 instead of the 1.2 million dollars quoted in the RFP.

· The current County prescription drug contract is with a PBM who has approximately 150 pharmacies in the region.

· The current vendor does not provide I.D. Cards for County patients.  Any vendor selected for the Agreement may at their own discretion choose to issue I.D. cards.  

· The RFP does not require a vendor to open an in-house pharmacy at any of the County clinics.

· The Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) does not have a drug formulary.  The Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) will require a formulary. 

· Currently the majority of Prescription Assistance Program (PAP) drugs are received at the Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) main outpatient facility.  Clients are first interviewed for PAP eligibility and paperwork is sent to the Drug companies.  During the time their eligibility for PAP is being determined, DBH provides sample medication to the clients.  Contractor shall not be required to store and dispense the PAP meds after they are received.

· The inpatient DBH facility does require 24/7 round the clock deliveries by the vendor when needed but the Department calls for very few deliveries after office hours.

· The current ratio of meds being dispensed is approximately 80% for outpatient and 20% for inpatients.

· Resulting contract will be for patients who are not Medi-Cal eligible.  Contractor shall bill Medi-Cal for clients who are discovered to have Medi-Cal approved retroactively.  This will also require the Contractor to back bill Medi-Cal or any other third party insurance when such eligibility is discovered retroactively and provide the County credit for any invoices already paid.

· The County shall re determine eligibility for County-pay medications after approximately 90 days (One script and two refills).

· The contracted vendor shall work with the County Departments to reconcile invoices monthly and resolve all payment issues prior to 90 days after first invoice date.

· DBH works closely with their contracted pharmacy consultant to insure the Department meets all regulatory requirements.  

· The County shall work with the contractor to have a preauthorization methodology in place when the contract becomes effective.  The contractor shall provide training to County staff on how to do preauthorizations. 
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
