2. Reference the “SPECIFICATIONS/REQUIREMENTS-PRODUCTS AND SERVICES” section of the original RFQ document (pages 14 through 24).
The following is added to subsection “A. INTENT” (page 15)

It is the intent of the following specifications to describe a dispatch console that is acceptable to the County of Fresno. The ”Bramic Marathon Series” Console has been found to be acceptable, and is therefore being used as an aide to identify what is considered acceptable. Identifying the Bramic product as acceptable does not exclude other manufacturers’ console products from consideration.
