· All chairs and tables will be required to support a 250 pound concentrated load. 

· For those tables and chairs that have been specified with casters, the casters shall be outfitted with rubber wheels for use on a hard surface floor.  For those that are not available with rubber wheels, they shall be supplied with glides.
· Bidder(s) to include the manufacturer’s warranty information as part of their response.  (This in addition to the product literature already required to be submitted with the bid.)
· All the tables supplied are to include hardware that allows them to be easily connected to and disconnected from one another in either direction in order to facilitate a variety of room setups. 

The product literature provided by the vendor proposing the HON Perpetual Nesting Chair and the available information on the HON website does not indicate the chair’s availability with a non-upholstered back.  Therefore, the approval of that product is only with an upholstered back.
UNACCEPTABLE ALTERNATES
Two chairs were submitted for consideration as substitutions for the Get Set chair.  They were rejected primarily because the seat or back was constructed of an open weave fabric mesh.  The sub-committee determined the open weave fabric mesh will not sufficiently resist the normal wear and tear the chairs in this facility are anticipated to receive.

Attached are updated drawings for the free standing furniture layout.  The drawings compliment the bid package so the bidders understand how the items are to fit together and the hardware necessary for complete installation.  All seats and adjacent tables to be installed in the lobby shall be secured together as a group so they cannot be individually moved.

Additionally, the Request for Quotation contains items that should be clarified, added or removed.
1. The successful bidder(s) will provide and install those items which they are awarded in accordance with the attached drawings.
1.1. As anticipated, on the grand opening of the facility (February 24th), the Lobby will be the location for the gathering; as such, the ‘permanent’ installation of the Lobby Free Standing Furniture should be delayed until that afternoon.  However, it is intended the chairs will be used for the grand opening and arranged theater style in the Lobby space.

2. Under “INSTALLATION” on page 11 of the RFQ, remove: ”current uniform building code.” and insert: “current adopted building codes in force in the jurisdiction when the building permit is obtained.”

3. Bidders shall submit with their response, standard colors, finishes, fabric types, etc.

3.1. Bidders should identify any of those standard selections that are in stock and/or more readily available for delivery. 

3.1.1. County will attempt to use them if they work within the building’s color scheme.

3.2. Vendors should be prepared to provide actual samples of the standard selections within 3 days of award.  This will allow the County to make timely decisions and place the order quickly.
