The following includes changes and clarifications to the Service Requirements for Request for Quotation No. 490-4798.  Bidders shall consider this newly provided information when preparing their responses to this RFQ.

The information is provided in a question and response format.  Questions are identified by the letter “Q;” responses are identified by the letter “R.”

1.  Q: Is the current provider of these services outsourcing collection services to a subcontractor in the rural/metro areas?

R:
Group I – Probation:  No.  Collections are done by Probation in the metro area.  The rural Fresno County collection sites are actual Quest laboratories-- not outsourced or subcontracted and are located at the following addresses:
Kerman: 177 South Madera, Kerman, CA  93630—559-846-7353

Coalinga: 1165 Phelps Avenue, Suite #107, Coalinga, CA  93210—559-934-1531

Sanger: 2570 Jensen Avenue, Suite #101, Sanger, CA  93657--559-876-649
Group II – Department of Social Services:  No.  All collections, metro and rural, are done by Quest labs, not outsourced or subcontracted.
2.  Q: Please list all current outsourced or subcontracted collection sites, if applicable.
R:
Group I – Probation:  Throughout the state, Quest Diagnostics has a listing on their website, www.Questdiagnostics.com of subcontracted labs. Within Fresno County the labs used by Fresno County Probation (Group I) and the Department of Social Services (Group II) are actual Quest Diagnostics lab sites.  Also available by phone inquiry at (800) 377-8448.
3.  Q: On Page 15 of the RFQ, Item #16 under Group I – Probation’s Required Services, are the cut off levels listed for screening or confirmation? 
R:
The cutoff levels listed are for both screening and confirmation. Confirmations should be automatically run on the drugs listed in the RFQ only when the screening indicates the results are above the cutoff threshold levels. Those results that fall under the screening cutoff levels will be reported as negative results and no automatic confirmation shall be completed.  This is true too for the cut off levels provided for Group II – Department of Social Services (Page 17, Item #10).
4.  Q: Please clarify Item #15, on Page 14 of Group I – Probation’s Required Services.  What does the County mean when asking for re-testing based on changes in Bidder’s Staff or unavailability of original testing personnel--Why would this be grounds for re-testing? 
R:
As stated in the RFQ, retesting is rare and none were requested during the past year. Apparently, at some time in the past, there was a chain of custody question and the lab procedures only allowed for the original tester of the specimen to retest the sample.  The Probation Department, therefore, wanted it stated that if such circumstances should occur again that there would be no charge to the County for the retest.  However, if on the rare occasion Probation requests a retest not due to changes in bidder’s staff/lab policy/procedure, then Probation would expect to pay the regular qualitative rate.
5.  Q: Given that collections are a fraction of the Group I (Probation) total specimens, will the County allow the bidder to provide pricing as a separate line item on the pricing page? 
R:
As stated in Addendum One, response to Question #13, the answer is no.  The Probation Department currently pays the same price for qualitative and quantitative testing regardless of whether it is in the metro, rural, or state-wide area and regardless of the collector.  We desire the pricing to remain the same.
6.  Q: Item #22 on page 15 (Group I - Probation) references the vendor identifying the cost differential for after hours collection, but the pricing page does not reflect an area to provide this pricing.
R:
After further discussion regarding this item, the Probation Department is deleting Item #22 on page 15 from its list of Service Requirements.
7.  Q: The County of Fresno indicated that the selected vendor is estimated to perform approximately 4,410 collections out of the 80,000 tests for Group I.  Please state how many estimated collections the selected vendor is to perform for Groups II and III versus the number of collections to be handled by County of Fresno collectors.
R:
Group II – DSS does not perform any of their own collections.  Therefore, the vendor will perform all collections as estimated in the RFQ.
Group III A. DBH – In-patient:  Vendor handles 100% of collections.  Out-patient/Metro: Estimated monthly average of 110 collections to be performed by the vendor vs. monthly average of 25 performed by the County.
Group III B. DPH - Jail Medical Services reports a majority of the collections will be performed by County staff; however, it is estimated there will be 150-200 STAT collections/year performed by the vendor.  The Specialty and Chest Clinics report most of the collections will be handled by County staff; however approximately 50/year (between the two) would be performed by the vendor.
8.  Q: Would it be acceptable for bidders to add additional line items for pricing to the provided Quotation Schedules (i.e., Collection site pricing)?
R:
The vendor may add additional pricing/price lists in addition to what has been requested in the RFQ.  With regard to collection site pricing, the Groups provide the following responses:

Group I – Probation:  No.  See response to Question #5 above.
Group II – DSS:  No.
Group III – DBH:  No.
Group III – DPH:  No.  Pricing is to reflect an all inclusive total cost to us without any hidden/additional fees.
9.  Q: Is the Toxicology Screening for Group III required to be performed at a SAMHSA certified laboratory with Chain of Custody or in a clinical laboratory, as Non-Chain of Custody?
R:
Yes, the toxicology screening for Group III requires it be performed at a SAMHSA certified laboratory for preservation of Chain of Custody.  Therefore, please add SAMHSA Certification to the previously mentioned requirements of CLIA Certification and a California Clinical Laboratory License.  Copies of all three documents are to be attached to the vendor’s Response to RFQ for Group III bids.
This Addendum Number Two shall also include the following changes and additional information:
10. Delete the previous Group I – Probation Quotation Schedule (Pages 31 and 32) and replace it with the Revised Quotation Schedule available both here: 490-4798 Revised Group I Quotation Schedule.doc and on the County website: http://www2.co.fresno.ca.us/0440/Bidshome2.asp.  The Revised Group I Probation Quotation Schedule deletes the previous Item #1 on Page 31 regarding “depository of after hours samples (no longer applicable),” and the previous Item #4 (now #3) on Page 31 has been revised to take out the words “in case of emergency.”  The Revised Schedule also includes lines on Page 32 for any different pricing for testing the hallucinogenic drugs LSD and Mescaline or a test for Barbiturates as mentioned in Item #17 on page 15 of the RFQ.  
11. Delete the previous Group II – Department of Social Services Quotation Schedule (Pages 33 and 34) and replace it with the Revised Quotation Schedule available both here: 490-4798 Revised Group II Quotation Schedule.doc and on the County website: http://www2.co.fresno.ca.us/0440/Bidshome2.asp.  The Revised Group II – DSS Quotation Schedule was revised to take out the words “in case of emergency,” in Item #2 on Page 33.  Page 34 now includes lines for any different pricing for testing the hallucinogenic drugs LSD and Mescaline or a test for Barbiturates as mentioned in Item #11 on page 18 of the RFQ.
12. Group III-B. Department of Public Health.  Delete the previous Quotation Schedule (Pages 42 and 43) provided in the RFQ and the Addendum One Quotation Schedule and replace it with the Revised Quotation Schedule available both here: 490-4798 2nd Revision Group III Quotation Schedule.doc and on the County website: http://www2.co.fresno.ca.us/0440/Bidshome2.asp.  Some tests that were added in Addendum One have been deleted and some usage estimates have been corrected.
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
