GENERAL CONDITIONS

By submitting a bid the bidder agrees to the following conditions.  These conditions will apply to all subsequent purchases based on this bid.

1. BID PREPARATION:

Further, the County of Fresno will consider the selected vendor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the contract.  The contractor may not subcontract or transfer the contract, or any right or obligation arising out of the contract, without first having obtained the express written consent of the County.

CONFIDENTIALITY:  Bidders shall not disclose information about the County's business or business practices and safeguard confidential data which vendor staff may have access to in the course of system implementation.

NEWS RELEASE:  Vendors shall not issue any news releases or otherwise release information to any third party about this RFQ or the vendor's quotation without prior written approval from the County of Fresno.

BACKGROUND REVIEW: The County reserves the right to conduct a background inquiry of each proposer/bidder which may include collection of appropriate criminal history information, contractual and business associations and practices, employment histories and reputation in the business community. By submitting a quotation/bid to the County, the vendor consents to such an inquiry and agrees to make available to the County such books and records the County deems necessary to conduct the inquiry.

EXCEPTIONS: Identify with explanation, any terms, conditions, specifications or stipulations of the RFQ with which you CAN NOT or WILL NOT comply. 

ADDENDA: In the event that it becomes necessary to revise any part of this RFQ, addenda will be provided to all agencies and organizations that receive the basic RFQ.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST:  The County shall not contract with, and shall reject any bid or quotation submitted by the persons or entities specified below, unless the Board of Supervisors finds that special circumstances exist which justify the approval of such contract:

1. Employees of the County or public agencies for which the Board of Supervisors is the governing body.

2. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which employees described in Subsection (1) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

3. Persons who, within the immediately preceding twelve (12) months, came within the provisions of Subsection (1), and who were employees in positions of substantial responsibility in the area of service to be performed by the contract, or participated in any way in developing the contract or its service specifications.

4. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which the former employees described in Subsection (3) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

5. No County employee whose position in the County enables him to influence the selection of a contractor for this RFQ, or any competing RFQ, and no spouse or economic dependent of such employee, shall be employees in any capacity by a bidder, or have any other direct or indirect financial interest in the selection of a contractor.

INVOICING:  All invoices are to be delivered in duplicate to the ordering department.  Each invoice shall reference the purchase order or contract number. The Contractor shall obtain the “Invoice to” address when receiving the order.

PAYMENT: The bidder agrees to provide equipment and other requirements as stated in this Request for Quotation.  The County of Fresno agrees to pay bidder at the terms and conditions stated in the Payment Structure Section, within the “Specifications and Requirement” section of the RFQ.
PAYMENT TERMS:  Payment terms are Net 45 days unless otherwise quoted. The payment period shall be computed from the date that County makes final acceptance of the equipment or from date of receipt of invoice, whichever is latest. Invoices must be submitted as stated in the Purchase Order or Contract.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by Contractor under any ensuing Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that contractor, including any and all of Contractor’s officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an independent contractor, and shall act in an independent capacity and not as an officer, agent, servant, employee, joint venturer, partner, or associate of the County. Furthermore, County shall have no right to control or supervise or direct the manner or method by which Contractor shall perform its work and function. However, County shall retain the right to administer this Agreement so as to verify that Contractor is performing its obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof. Contractor and County shall comply with all applicable provisions of law and the rules and regulations, if any, of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over matters the subject thereof.

Because of its status as an independent contractor, Contractor shall have absolutely no right to employment rights and benefits available to County employees. Contractor shall be solely liable and responsible for providing to, or on behalf of, its employees all legally‑required employee benefits.  In addition, Contractor shall be solely responsible and save County harmless from all matters relating to payment of Contractor's employees, including compliance with Social Security, withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.  It is acknowledged that during the term of the Agreement, Contractor may be providing services to others unrelated to the County or to the Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:  Contractor agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless and at County's request, defend the County, its officers, agents and employees, from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to County in connection with the performance, or failure to perform, by Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement and from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by the performance, or failure to perform, of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement.

INSURANCE: 

Without limiting the COUNTY's right to obtain indemnification from CONTRACTOR or any third parties, CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect, the following insurance policies or a program of self-insurance, including but not limited to, an insurance pooling arrangement or Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) throughout the term of the Agreement:

A. Commercial General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and an annual aggregate of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000). This policy shall be issued on a per occurrence basis. County may require specific coverages including completed operations, products liability, contractual liability, Explosion-Collapse-Underground, fire legal liability or any other liability insurance deemed necessary because of the nature of this contract.

B. Automobile Liability
Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with limits for bodily injury of not less than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000.00) per person, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) per accident and for property damages of not less than Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00), or such coverage with a combined single limit of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00).  Coverage should include owned and non-owned vehicles used in connection with this Agreement.

C. Professional Liability
If CONTRACTOR employs licensed professional staff, (e.g., Ph.D., R.N., L.C.S.W., M.F.C.C.) in providing services, Professional Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000.00) annual aggregate.

D. Worker's Compensation
A policy of Worker's Compensation insurance as may be required by the California Labor Code.

Contractor shall obtain endorsements to the Commercial General Liability insurance naming the County of Fresno, its officers, agents, and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned.  Such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under contractor's policies herein.  This insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance written notice given to County.

Within thirty (30) days from the date contractor executes this Agreement, contractor shall provide certificates of insurance and endorsement as stated above for all of the foregoing policies, as required herein, to the County of Fresno Purchasing, Purchasing Supervisor, 4525 E. Hamilton Avenue, Fresno, CA 93702, stating that such insurance coverage have been obtained and are in full force; that the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees will not be responsible for any premiums on the policies; that such Commercial General Liability insurance names the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned; that such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees, shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under contractor's policies herein; and that this insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance, written notice given to County.

In the event contractor fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, the County may, in addition to other remedies it may have, suspend or terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of such event.

All policies shall be with admitted insurers licensed to do business in the State of California. Insurance purchased shall be purchased from companies possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of A FSC VII or better.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION:  The ensuing contract shall be governed by the laws of the state of California.

Any claim which cannot be amicably settled without court action will be litigated in the U. S. District Court for the Eastern District of California in Fresno, CA or in a state court for Fresno County.

TERMINATION:  The County reserves the right to terminate any resulting contract upon written notice.

DEFAULT: In case of default by the selected bidder, the County may procure the services from another source and may recover the loss occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the selected bidder, or by any other legal means available to the County.

ASSIGNMENTS:  The ensuing proposed contract will provide that the vendor may not assign any payment or portions of payments without prior written consent of the County of Fresno.

ASSURANCES:  Any contract awarded under this RFQ must be carried out in full compliance with The Civil Rights Act of 1964, The Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, their subsequent amendments, and any and all other laws protecting the rights of individuals and agencies.  The County of Fresno has a zero tolerance for discrimination, implied or expressed, and wants to ensure that policy continues under this RFQ. The contractor must also guarantee that services, or workmanship, provided will be performed in compliance with all applicable local, state, or federal laws and regulations pertinent to the types of services, or project, of the nature required under this RFQ. In addition, the contractor may be required to provide evidence substantiating that their employees have the necessary skills and training to perform the required services or work.

F.O.B. DESTINATION:  Bid to be quoted F.O.B. Destination and, where applicable, shall include any and all installation and adjustment fees.  Bidder is responsible for said installation and adjustments to the satisfaction of the Department.  Delay in delivery and/or installation will be considered a breach of contract. In case of default by vendor, the County may procure the articles or service from another source and may recover the cost difference and related expenses occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the vendor or by proceeding against performance bond of the vendor, if any, or by suit against the vendor. The prices paid by the County shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

INSTALLATION:  All installation, if required, shall be in accordance with the Manufacturer’s specifications and comply with the current uniform building code.

LITERATURE: Bidders shall submit literature, which fully describes units on which they are bidding, not later than the opening date of this bid. Any and all literature submitted must be stamped with bidder's name and address. 

TRAINING:  If required, successful bidder will arrange training for an operator selected from the staff of the County of Fresno. This training is to cover basic theory, proper operations and maintenance of the unit being installed. All cost of class instruction to be borne by the bidder.
COMPLETE INSTRUCTIONS MANUAL:  Supply manual covering instrumentation, complete instructions for installation, operation, maintenance, testing, and a list of spare parts, including manufacturer's part numbers and wiring diagrams/schematics shall be supplied. Delivery will not be considered complete until such manuals are received by County.

REPAIRS WHILE UNDER WARRANTY:  All shipping charges, mileage, charges for servicemen, parts, and labor required shall be included under warranty.

SAFETY/EQUIPMENT STANDARDS:  Equipment must be furnished with all protection devices in accordance with the requirements of CALIFORNIA-OSHA.

The Local Vendor and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Preferences apply to this RFQ.

Whenever the Purchasing Agent purchases supplies, materials and/or equipment for the County through the use of competitive bids, the Purchasing Agent, in evaluating the price or bid for such supplies, materials and/or equipment shall determine if each bidder is a Fresno County Local Vendor (FCLV) and/or a Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE).  Bidders that are either an FCLV or a California State Certified DVBE may be granted a preference when determining the award of a bid.  FCLV and DVBE, for the purposes of this section, are defined below.
A. Fresno County Local Vendor (FCLV)
1. The vendor has its headquarters, distribution point or locally-owned franchise located in or having a street address within the County for at least six (6) months immediately prior to the issuance of the request for competitive bids by the Purchasing Agent; and
2. The vendor holds any required business license by a jurisdiction located in Fresno County; and
3. The vendor employs at least one (1) full-time or two (2) part-time employees whose primary residence is located within Fresno County, or if the business has no employees, shall be at least fifty percent (50%) owned by one or more persons whose primary residence(s) is located within Fresno County.
B. Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE)

A vendor must be certified by the State of California as a Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) as of the close of the competitive bid process in which they are participating.  State certification as a DVBE is issued by the California Department of General Services.

Other Conditions
1. Any vendor claiming to be a FCLV as defined above, or a DVBE shall so certify in writing to the Purchasing Agent.  The Purchasing Agent shall not be required to verify the accuracy of any such certifications, and shall have sole discretion to determine if a vendor meets the definition of a FCLV.

2. Any person or business falsely claiming to be a FCLV or DVBE under this section shall be ineligible to transact any business with the County for a period of not less than three (3) months and not more twenty-four (24) months as determined at the sole discretion of the Purchasing Agent.  The Purchasing Agent shall also have the right to terminate all or any part of any contract entered into with such person or business.
3. In the event that the Purchasing Agent rejects a vendor’s claim that they are a FCLV and/or a DVBE, and as such declares them to be ineligible, such vendor shall be entitled to a public hearing before the Board of Supervisors and a five (5) day notice of the time and place thereof.
4. This section shall not apply to contracts required by state or federal statutes or regulations to be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder or otherwise exempted from local preference.
Preferences
FCLVs and DVBEs that submit a bid within five percent (5%) of the lowest responsive and responsible bid will, under certain specified circumstances, qualify to submit a new bid within two County business days of County’s notification.  Such new bids must be in an amount less than or equal to the lowest responsive and responsible bid previously determined by the Purchasing Agent.  If the Purchasing Agent receives new bids from qualifying FCLVs and/or DVBEs, he shall award the contract to the FCLV or DVBE  that submits the lowest responsive and responsible bid.  If no new bids are received, the contract shall be awarded to the original low bidder as announced by the Purchasing Agent. The lowest responsive and responsible bid shall be solely determined by the Purchasing Agent.
The Purchasing Agent will consider the following four categories of bidder relative to the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference and the Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Preference.
Vendor Preference Categories

1) FCLV – Fresno County Local Vendor as defined above.
2) DVBE – Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise as defined above; a DVBE is not also a FCLV unless specifically designated as such. 
3) FCLV & DVBE – A vendor that is both a Fresno County Local Vendor and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise as defined above.
4) VNP – Vendor No Preference; A vendor that is neither a Fresno County Local Vendor nor a Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise.
The following table identifies the various combinations of vendor preference categories that could be received in response to an RFQ.  It also indicates when a vendor qualifies for a re-bid under either the FCLV or DVBE Preference.
The first column of the table identifies the Vendor Preference Category of the bidder that the Purchasing Agent has determined to be the lowest cost, responsive and responsible bidder.  Each vendor preference category is shown in the columns to the right.  The table indicates when a vendor category qualifies for a re-bid relative to the low bid category in the first column (read left to right).

Applying the Preferences
In determining the award of a Request for Quotation (RFQ), the Purchasing Agent will first identify the lowest cost responsive and responsible bidder, and award will be made to that vendor when such vendor is both a FCLV and a DVBE.

If the lowest such bidder is not an FCLV, it will be determined if the Local Vendor Preference and/or the DVBE Preference are applicable to other bidders. The preferences will then apply to bids submitted by FCLVs and DVBEs that are within 5% of the designated low bid. The vendors submitting bids that are within the 5% will be granted an opportunity to submit a new bid.  It must be stressed that in the event of a tie between a FCLV and a DVBE that is not a FCLV, the FCLV shall take precedence in award of the contract. This condition is necessary to remain consistent with Fresno County Charter Section 12 (h), which specifically calls for a preference to local vendors.
When the lowest responsive and responsible bidder is a FCLV, other bidders who are both FCLVs and DVBEs will have the opportunity to re-bid.  

When the lowest responsive and responsible bid is from a non-local DVBE, all FCLVs will be offered a re-bid opportunity.

SPECIFICATIONS/REQUIREMENTS
The following pages state the specifications and requirements for the equipment covered under this Request for Quotation. Bidders are instructed to indicate their compliance or non-compliance with specification.

Compliance is to be noted by marking “YES” on the line provided to the right of the specification. Non-compliance is to be indicated by marking “NO” on the line. When the specification includes a size or dimensions, the bidder shall also indicate the size or dimensions of that item for the equipment they are quoting. Exceptions may be explained on a separate page entitled “EXCEPTIONS”. Each exception must appropriately reference the specification by Page Number, Name and Item Number. Any omission of a response will be considered as a non-comply and be evaluated as such. The bidder’s response to County specifications must be submitted as a part of his/her quotation.
NOTE:  Merely attaching pre-printed product literature, specifications, etc., does not satisfy the above requirement. As such, it will not exempt the bidder from responding as instructed.

Overall Requirement

The County will be initiating a project to expand the American Avenue Disposal Site (AADS) landfill gas collection and control system to Phase III.  Waste was first placed in Phase III Module 1 on April 1, 2008; therefore control measures for the Phase III Module 1 area must be operational by April 1, 2013 to meet the regulatory requirements.  The project will involve installation of high density polyethylene (HDPE) conveyance pipe, landfill gas extraction wells, a landfill gas flare and associated appurtenances.  Construction for this project is scheduled to occur from Late June 2012 to April 1, 2013.  The County of Fresno, Department of Public Works and Planning (County) intends to purchase one (1) Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package for AADS located at 18950 West American Avenue, Kerman, CA, approximately five miles southwest of the City of Kerman, California in the County of Fresno.
The complete Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package shall be designed, manufactured, and supplied by one Manufacturer as a pre-packaged, pre-plumbed, pre-wired, and factory pre-tested system. In areas where installation requires connections to piping systems or wiring systems, the Manufacturer shall provide flanged connections and terminal/junction boxes, along with detailed plans for any connections that are required by the County’s construction contractor. The intent is to have a pre-assembled package delivered to the job site with only minor work to be done by the County’s construction contractor for assembly.
Design Criteria and Performance Requirements

The landfill gas (LFG) stream is characterized by the following parameters:

· Flow Rate: 3,900 SCFM Standard Cubic Feet Per Minute (SCFM) (maximum); blower skid to be sized for 3,300 SCFM and Flare Stack sized for 3,900 SCFM

· Typical Composition: 30% to 50% CH4 (remainder CO2, air, volatiles, and inert gases) 

· Typical Temperature: 100F 

· Moisture Content: saturated

Site conditions are characterized by the following:

	Gas Flare
	

	Each component of the gas flare shall come pre-assembled, pre-mounted, and pre-wired to the extent possible.
	

	Enclosed Flare Stack
	

	Each component of the enclosed flare stack shall come pre-assembled, pre-mounted, and pre-wired to the extent possible, and shall include, one (1) carbon steel enclosed flare stack with exact dimensions of 11’ diameter by 60’ tall. The flare must be able to combust a maximum of 3,900 SCFM at typical methane concentrations from 30% to 50% with a turn down ratio of 10:1. The flare shall include, but not be limited to, an interior appropriately insulated for this application and operating temperatures. Additionally, the design criteria for the gas flare and items attached to the gas flare shall meet the requirements of the design criteria and site conditions as specified. The gas flare shall have components that are compatible to the landfill gas handling system and control station, and include a propane pilot gas system, inlet flame arrestor, burner flame detector, purge blower, valves, ignition panel, sampling ports, burners, view ports, thermocouples (minimum three), exterior stack corrosion protection (painted and grey/silver in color), lifting lugs, manual and automatic louvers, and a LFG condensate injection system. The stack shall also be equipped with an access ladder, platform, and a stainless steel rain cap to protect the refractory and flare shell interface.
	

	Condensate Injection
	

	A condensate injection system (injection guns) shall be pre-mounted in the flare enclosure and consist of a series of injection guns that have the capability to destruct condensate at a maximum flow rate depending on the gas flows, with a total minimum design capacity of 5 gallons per minute, and come with all necessary provisions (piping, valves, instrumentation, etc.) to connect to the condensate injection pumps on the Landfill Gas Handling System and the controls.
	

	Landfill Gas Handling System (Skid Mounted)
	

	Each component of the landfill gas handling system shall come pre-assembled, pre-mounted, and pre-wired on the skid. The blower skid shall be manufactured of heavy-duty structural steel and completely painted, and have dimensions of no more than 10 ft wide by 40 ft long.
	

	Blowers/Motors
	

	The blowers shall deliver sufficient pressure to service the enclosed gas flare, including all system parasitic restrictions, throughout its full design capacity. Three (3) 1,650 SCFM landfill gas blowers/motors shall be furnished and mounted on the skid. Each blower shall be a multi-stage centrifugal device, with internal protective coating and a totally enclosed, fan-cooled electric motor. The blower motors shall be designed for direct-coupled variable frequency drive (VFD) controlled applications. Each blower shall be capable of exerting 10” water column (w.c.) discharge pressure and have a suction capacity of -40” w.c. inlet vacuum at 1,650 SCFM. The blowers shall be operated such that two blowers are on-line to provide 3,300 SCFM gas flow and one on standby, alternating among all three blowers at a user defined frequency via the control panel touch screen. Each of the landfill gas blower/motors shall be furnished by one Manufacturer with an appropriately sized horsepower (480 V, 3 phase, 60 hertz), and totally-enclosed, fan-cooled (TEFC) enclosure squirrel cage induction motor with a 1.15 minimum service factor and shall be factory-mounted with each landfill gas blower. Under the design conditions, the blowers shall be capable of operating with a turn-down ratio of 3:1 to 5:1 without surging or other negative impacts to the blower motor. The inlet and outlet on the blowers shall come with manual butterfly valves for isolation, expansion joints on each inlet and outlet, and check valves on the outlet.

Each blower shall be furnished with a vibration sensor, mounted on or near the driven end bearing housing assembly of each blower and shall develop an output of 4-20 mADC representative of in/sec vibrations from the blower. The programmable logic controller (PLC) Supervisory Control System shall accept this signal, and shall process the signal for touch screen display as well as adjustable alarm and shutdown levels.

All piping shall be supported to preclude the possibility of exerting undue forces and movements on each blower’s flanges. Suitable flexible connectors shall be furnished for each blower to isolate such blower from the piping system. Each unit shall be mounted flat and level on the skid and all associated piping and wiring components are to be within the skid boundaries. The blowers shall be placed in-line within the skid and manifolded together.

All three (3) blowers shall be identical and manufactured by one blower manufacturer in the United States. Blower manufacturers shall have a minimum five (5) year’s experience in the design and manufacture of this type of equipment and shall have a minimum of twenty-five (25) similar blowers operating in the United States. The blowers shall be Houston Service Industries (HSI), Gardner Denver, or County approved equal.
	

	Gas Analyzer
	

	Provide one (1) gas analyzer device. The device shall utilize, as required, dual wavelength, non-dispersive infrared absorption detection to determine an accurate total percent volume of methane in the landfill gas handling system. The methane analyzer unit must be field configurable with a 4-20 mADC output signal that includes a digital readout, complete calibration setup, safety condensate trap, safety filter, and a sample gas pump and flow meter. The gas analyzer shall be a LandTec FAU-TDL tri-gas system analyzer, or County approved equal. The analyzer shall come pre-assembled, pre-mounted and pre-wired on the skid.
	

	Moisture Separation Vessel (Knock-Out Pot)
	

	The System shall come furnished with one (1) 304 stainless steel (SST) moisture separation vessel (knock-out pot) properly sized to remove moisture from a landfill gas flow of 3,300 SCFM. The unit shall come with flanged inlet and outlet connections, drain connection with valve, flanged lid for accessibility and maintenance, demister element (SST mesh pad), a differential pressure gauge around the demister element, level gauge, and two (2) 1” national pipe threaded (NPT) connections with plugs for optional addition of level switches.

	The System shall come furnished with two (2) electric centrifugal pumps with one being used as 100% backup. Each pump shall be rated at least 10% above the required pressure for the condensate injection nozzles and at least 20% greater than the flow rate required for 100% condensate injection into the flare. All pump surfaces in contact with condensate shall be 316 SST. Associated piping shall be stainless steel and rated for the intended purpose. The condensate injection system will be interfaced with the existing system (and existing condensate storage tank) for gravity delivery of condensate to the injection system. The County’s construction contractor will install the yard plumbing and connection to the existing system (and existing tank).

	Piping/Gaskets/Flanges
	

	All piping shall be 304 SST Schedule 10S (minimum) and sized for the 3,300 SCFM design flow. Gaskets shall be a synthetic fiber type with an NBR binder, Donex 660 or County approved equal for stainless steel piping. All stainless steel flanges shall be 150# raised-face, slip-on (RFSO), and come fully assembled, mounted, and supported from the outlet of the moisture separator to the skid edge. Stainless steel tubing with manual valves from blower drains and the moisture separate shall be manifolded together and run to skid edge.
	

	Valves
	

	Valves shall be supplied for appropriate control and operation of the landfill gas handling system. Valves 8” and larger shall be provided with gear operators. Valves 6” and smaller shall be provided with lever handle operators.
	

	Gauges and Instrumentation
	

	Dwyer Capsuhelic, or County approved equal, manual read-out pressure gauges shall be provided, and shall be selected in appropriate ranges and/or scales by the Manufacturer. Where analog transmitters/transducers are required for installation on the system process piping or in the control panel(s) for compliant control, such transmitters/transducers shall be provided and installed by the Manufacturer as 2-wire, 4-20 mADC devices.

Pressure, vacuum, and differential pressure transmitters/transducers shall be provided as ITT/Barton, Rosemount, or County approved equal.  For temperature signals, thermocouple type sensing devices selected for the appropriate temperature ranges shall be used, with the thermocouple Electric Magnetic Field (EMF) signals processed in the PLC Supervisory Control System. A flow meter shall be provided to be installed by the County’s construction contractor between the blower skid and flare stack, and shall be thermal mass flow type with stainless steel probes for 1” NPT mounting or County approved equal.
	

	Control Station
	

	Each component of the control system shall come pre-assembled, pre-mounted, and pre-wired on the landfill gas handling system skid to the extent possible. The control panel and all associated equipment shall be compliant with all applicable electrical codes based on its proximity to landfill gas (explosion gas) sources and applicable classification. The control panel shall be protected from weather by the inclusion of a pre-fabricated steel hood that will limit the control panel’s exposure to the elements. It shall have an overhang of at least 2’ on all sides and include a light assembly that will provide adequate lighting for visibility of the panel components at night.

	The control panel shall be a weather-proof, stainless steel (NEMA 4X) enclosure sized appropriately for all System equipment plus extra space for future SCADA equipment, and shall be 45” wide by 65” tall by 16” deep (and satisfy all applicable electrical code).  The panel shall come furnished with a swing out interior panel and lockable cover door.  The interior panel shall contain a 6” Human/Machine Interface (HMI) color touch screen compatible with the supplied PLC and VFDs.   The cover door shall be equipped with an emergency stop (e-stop) and a mechanism that will mechanically lock in the open position. The cover door shall contain only the e-stop; all manual switches, indicator lights and touch screen shall be mounted on the interior panel door. The control panel shall bear the official UL label confirming UL classification as a “Flare Control Panel.” All wires and components must be individually numbered or labeled and match submittal electrical drawings.  The control panel shall include at a minimum, but not be limited to, a motor control center for all the motors, motor starters, fixtures, controls and devices included with the Gas Flare System, a voltage transformer for the 120V components, disconnects, main and branch circuit protectors and any other protection and/or control devices required for complete operation of the Gas Flare System based on a single electrical service supply 480V, 3 phase, 60 Hz.  The required service amperage for the Gas Flare System shall be specified.

	PLC Supervisory Control System
	

	The PLC based control system, which receives all of the signals from the various safeties, control, and monitoring systems from the flare and landfill gas handling system must automatically control all of the various components of the Gas Flare System. The PLC Supervisory Control System shall be furnished with a communication system such that the PLC Supervisory Control System can be contacted remotely (by Ethernet).  The remote interface connection shall have all the monitoring and decision making ability of the on-site color touch screen digital interface. One licensed copy of the appropriate software, for interface, shall be provided to the County as a part of this scope of work and supply. The PLC shall be an Allen Bradley SLC 505 series, or County approved equal.  The PLC Supervisory Control System shall be capable of recording multiple channels for operating data acquisition, and have a built-in algorithm to continuously average stack temperature, condensate flow rate, and gas flow rate.
	

	Recorder using a digital chart recorder (six channel Yokogawa or County approved equal) or chart recorder utilizing a thumb drive or via Ethernet to SCADA with a redundant recording of values at the HMI via thumb drive to log:

· Flare temperature (minimum accuracy of +/- 1 percent of the temperature being measured expressed in degrees Fahrenheit or +/- 0.5 degrees Fahrenheit whichever is greater) recorded at least every 15 minutes;

	Flame Safeguard Controller:  A burner control with a 5 min purge timer. Device shall include an ultra violet signal amplifier module and shall display flame signal strength at the control panel.
	

	Flare Temperature Controller:  Flare temperature control shall be directed by the inherent analog control capabilities of the PLC Supervisory Control System, with capabilities of proportional, integral, and derivative (PID) control.  Controller shall drive damper actuator motors via a 4-20 mADC signal, and shall include operator adjustable set-point control for operational set point.  Logic in the PLC controller shall include auto start louver position signal and automatic switch over capabilities to control to an adjustable set-point flare temperature setting.  Temperature control system shall be capable of controlling the gas flare temperature to within +/- 50⁰F of set point.

	Engineering Submittals
	

	The Manufacturer shall provide to the County within thirty (30) calendar days of receipt of the NOTICE TO PROCEED, two (2) sets of Engineering Submittals that include all design data, shop drawings, P&ID and other pertinent design information for the County’s review and approval. The Manufacturer shall also provide with the submittal a list of all equipment and devices that will not be provided with the System, and also all equipment and devices that will not come pre-assembled, pre-mounted, or pre-wired which will require the County’s construction contractor to install when the system is assembled at the site. The Manufacturer shall not begin manufacturing of the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package until the County has provided written approval of the Engineering Submittals to the Manufacturer.
	

	Delivery
	

	The Manufacturer shall provide to the County notifications and ensure delivery of the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package as follows:

a. The Manufacturer shall supply and deliver to the project site a complete Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package as specified in strict accordance with these Specifications no later than one-hundred and twenty (120) calendar days from receipt of approval of the Manufacturer’s Engineering Submittals from the County.

b. The Manufacturer shall notify the County in writing when the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package is one month away from being completed and delivered.

c. The Manufacturer shall not ship the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package until written approval is obtained from the County.

d. The Manufacturer shall coordinate with the County and shall make arrangements to deliver the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package to the project site located at:

e. The Manufacturer shall provide unloading procedures detailing the equipment to be utilized to enable safe and proper unloading of the equipment.

f. The County reserves the right to reschedule delay delivery up to 50 calendar days beyond the 120 calendar day period, if deemed necessary by the County, of the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package at no additional cost to the County.
	

	Operations and Maintenance Manual
	

	The Manufacturer shall provide three (3) bound paper copies of the Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Manual upon delivery of the System. The manuals shall be organized in a professional manner with numbered section tabs and a table of contents. One tab shall be reserved to insert the final System “as-builts” upon their completion. Final “as-builts” shall be provided within 14 days of successful completion of system commissioning, along with one (1) soft copy (on CD) of the complete manual also professionally organized and electronically bookmarked. The manual shall provide a detailed description of the System in the front section, and also include, at a minimum,  illustrations, photos, list of all equipment and suppliers, and “as built” drawings and figures. The operating instructions shall be in a separate section from the installation, start-up, and equipment adjustment services.
	

	Testing, Start-up/Commissioning and Gas Flare System
Operation Training
	

	The Manufacturer shall provide testing and commissioning services to ensure successful installation of the System:
	

	Factory Test:  The Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package., including all controls shall be tested at the Manufacturer's plant before shipment to the County. Complete test reports are to be made available to the County by the Manufacturer, prior to shipment via e-mail, which indicates all system controls are operating correctly.
	

	Start-up/Commissioning:  Within two weeks notification from the County, the Manufacturer shall provide to the County, factory-trained Representative(s) to commission the Gas Flare System.  The County (and its construction contractor) will provide all necessary connections as specified to enable operation of the Gas Flare System. This Representative(s) shall be at the project site in person until start-up of the Gas Flare System has been successfully completed.
	

	Gas Flare System Operation Training:  The Manufacturer shall provide to the County, factory-trained Representative(s) to train County in the operation of the Gas Flare System in accordance with the ‘operating instructions’ section of the O&M Manual.  The Manufacturer shall provide a minimum of 4 hours training which will include questions and answers.
	

	Functional and Validation/Source Tests: Upon successful completion of installation and commissioning of the System, a functional test shall be performed by the County for a period of thirty (30) calendar days to determine if the System performs in accordance with the specifications described herein.  The County reserves the right to extend the duration of the functional test, if such test reveals a major deficiency in functionality per the specifications set forth herein, until such major deficiency is corrected to the satisfaction of the County and the System successfully passes the functional test. Upon successful completion of the functional test, a validation/source test will be performed by a third-party contractor on behalf of the County within thirty (30) calendar days of completing the functional test to determine that the System meets and is in compliance with all required emission limits as set forth and as specified within these requirements. The County reserves the right to extend the duration of the validation/source test, if such test reveals that the System does not meet and/or is not in compliance with all required emission limits, until such emission limits are met to the satisfaction of the County and the System successfully passes the validation/source test. The time allowed for the County to complete both the functional and validation/source tests will be for a minimum of sixty (60) calendar days.  If the System does not perform as specified and/or meet all required emission limits, the expense of repairs, modifications, or replacement to bring the System into compliance with the specifications and emission limits shall be the sole responsibility of the Manufacturer.
	

	Final Acceptance
	

	The System must successfully pass all the tests specified to achieve System Acceptance. Upon receipt, approval, Acceptance, and/or successful completion of all a) County Engineer approval of Engineering submittals, b) complete test reports of factory test, delivery of the System and submittal of “as built” Operations and Maintenance Manuals, and c) System Commissioning, System tests and System Operation Training the County will deem the System as “Final Acceptance.”  The County will provide written notification of Final Acceptance of the System to the Manufacturer allowing for final payment.
	

	Payment Structure
	

	The County will make progress payments to the Manufacturer upon successful completion of certain milestones or tasks. Each progress payment, as specified below, shall be a percentage amount of the total purchase price. The County shall retain thirty percent (30%) of the total purchase amount to ensure successful completion of the System. The County shall release the thirty percent (30%) withhold amount upon Final Acceptance of the Gas Flare and Blower Skid Package.
