The information is provided in a question and response format.  Questions are identified by the letter “Q”; responses are identified by the letter “R”.

1.  Q: Does the “utility” single band radio with the capability to handle 3 to 5 channels, need to possess the ability of analog selective calling?  (example: MDC 1200)

R:
The utility radio was intended to be a “bare bones” radio intended for use by the crafts such as Facilities Maintenance and Park and Roads.  As such, selective calling would not be required for the utility radio.

2.  Q: 9.2 Vendor Certification and Technical Compliancy

Number C

Comply with the FCC (12.5 KHz) Narrow Banding Requirements, Project 25 Phase 1 (January 2013)

I believe in order to check the Standard box I would need to ship you a radio that arrives ready to operate both analog and digital (CAI) in the conventional mode.

This radio would be more expensive than an analog conventional radio capable of upgrading to digital (CAI) at a later date,
Or,
I can check the Optional box and deliver you a radio that arrives ready to operate analog, conventional and is upgradeable to also operate digital (CAI) conventional for additional dollars to be indicated in the cost proposal.  The initial price of this radio would be lower than the one above.

As a vendor I am unsure (from a weighted evaluation perspective) if:
I am perceived better if I check Standard and the price of my radio is higher (because it includes digital),

Or,

I am perceived better if I check Optional and the initial price of my radio is lower (because it only includes analog although it is capable of digital (CAI))?

R:
Both solutions described are acceptable and would be ranked equally.  In each case, the vendor must fully describe the options available, with appropriate pricing for all options, in addition to providing a functional unit which can be evaluated for operational quality and ergonomics, etc.
