COUNTY OF FRESNO PURCHASING

STANDARD INSTRUCTIONS AND CONDITIONS FOR
REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS (RFP'S) AND REQUESTS FOR QUOTATIONS (RFQ'S)

Note: the reference to “bids” in the following paragraphs applies to RFP's and RFQ's

GENERAL CONDITIONS

By submitting a bid the bidder agrees to the following conditions.  These conditions will apply to all subsequent purchases based on this bid.

1. BID PREPARATION:  

A) All prices and notations must be typed or written in ink.  No erasures permitted.  Errors may be crossed out, initialed and corrections printed in ink by person signing bid.

B) Brand Names: Brand names and numbers when given are for reference. Equal items will be considered, provided the offer clearly describes the article and how it differs from that specified.  In the absence of such information it shall be understood the offering is exactly as specified.

C) State brand or make of each item.  If bidding on other than specified, state make, model and brand being bid and attach supporting literature/specifications to the bid.

D) Bid on each item separately.  Prices should be stated in units specified herein.  All applicable charges must be quoted; charges on invoice not quoted herein will be disallowed.

E) Time of delivery is a part of the consideration and must be stated in definite terms and must be adhered to.  F.O.B. Point shall be destination or freight charges must be stated.

F) All bids must be dated and signed with the firm’s name and by an authorized officer or employee.

G) Unless otherwise noted, prices shall be firm for 120 days after closing date of bid.

2. SUBMITTING BIDS:

A) Each bid must be submitted on forms provided in a sealed envelope with bid number and closing date and time on the outside of the envelope/package.

B) Interpretation: Should any discrepancies or omissions be found in the bid specifications or doubt as to their meaning, the bidder shall notify the Buyer in writing at once.  The County shall not be held responsible for verbal interpretations.  Questions regarding the bid must be received by Purchasing at least 5 working days before bid opening.  All addenda issued shall be in writing, duly issued by Purchasing and incorporated into the contract.

C) ISSUING AGENT/AUTHORIZED CONTACT: This RFQ has been issued by County of Fresno Purchasing. Purchasing shall be the vendor’s sole point of contact with regard to the RFQ, its content, and all issues concerning it.

All communication regarding this RFQ shall be directed to an authorized representative of County Purchasing. The specific buyer managing this RFQ is identified on the cover page, along with his or her telephone number, and he or she should be the primary point of contact for discussions or information pertaining to the RFQ. 7. LOCAL VENDORS

THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PARAGRAPH ARE APPLICABLE, NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISIONS OF THIS RFQ TO THE CONTRARY

If the apparent low bidder is not a local vendor, any local vendor who submitted a bid which was within five percent (5%) of the lowest responsive  bid as determined by the purchasing agent shall have the option of submitting a new bid within forty-eight hours (not including weekends and holidays) of County’s delivery of notification. 8. TIE BIDS:

If the General Requirements of this RFQ state that they are applicable, the provisions of the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference shall take priority over this paragraph.

9. PATENT INDEMNITY:

The vendor shall hold the County, its officers, agents and employees, harmless from liability of any nature or kind, including costs and expenses, for infringement or use of any copyrighted or uncopyrighted composition, secret process, patented or unpatented invention, article or appliance furnished or used in connection with this bid.

10. SAMPLES:

Samples, when required, must be furnished and delivered free and, if not destroyed by tests, will upon written request (within 30 days of bid closing date) be returned at the bidder's expense. In the absence of such notification, County shall have the right to dispose of the samples in whatever manner it deems appropriate.

11. RIGHTS AND REMEDIES OF COUNTY FOR DEFAULT:

A) In case of default by vendor, the County may procure the articles or service from another source and may recover the cost difference and related expenses occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the vendor or by proceeding against performance bond of the vendor, if any, or by suit against the vendor. The prices paid by the County shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

B) Articles or services, which upon delivery inspection do not meet specifications, will be rejected and the vendor will be considered in default. Vendor shall reimburse County for expenses related to delivery of non-specified goods or services.

C) Regardless of F.O.B. point, vendor agrees to bear all risks of loss, injury or destruction to goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery and such loss, injury or destruction shall not release vendor from any obligation hereunder.

12. DISCOUNTS:

Terms of less than 15 days for cash payment will be considered as net in evaluating this bid. A discount for payment within fifteen (15) days or more will be considered in determining the award of bid. Discount period will commence either the later of delivery or receipt of invoice by the County. Standard terms are Net Forty-five (45) days.

13. SPECIAL CONDITIONS IN BID SCHEDULE SUPERSEDE GENERAL CONDITIONS.

The “General Conditions” provisions of this RFP/RFQ shall be superseded if in conflict with any other section of this bid, to the extent of any such conflict.

14. SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:

With the invoice or within twenty-five (25) days of delivery, the seller must provide to the County a Material Safety Data Sheet for each product, which contains any substance on “The List of 800 Hazardous Substances”, published by the State Director of Industrial Relations. (See Hazardous Substances Information and Training Act. California State Labor Code Sections 6360 through 6399.7.)

15. RECYCLED PRODUCTS/MATERIALS:

16. YEAR COMPLIANCE WARRANTY

SALES TAX: Fresno County pays California State Sales Tax in the amount of 7.975% regardless of vendor's place of doing business.

MINOR DEVIATIONS:  The County reserves the right to negotiate minor deviations from the prescribed terms, conditions and requirements with the selected vendor.

QUOTATION REJECTION: Failure to respond to all questions or not to supply the requested information could result in rejection of your quotation.

AMERINET:  The County of Fresno is a member of the Amerinet Group Purchasing Organization.

BIDDERS’ LIABILITIES:  County of Fresno will not be held liable for any cost incurred by vendors in responding to the RFQ.

PRICE RESPONSIBILITY:  The selected vendor will be required to assume full responsibility for all equipment and services offered in the quotation, whether or not they are provided directly.  Further, the County of Fresno will consider the selected vendor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the contract.  The contractor may not subcontract or transfer the contract, or any right or obligation arising out of the contract, without first having obtained the express written consent of the County.

CONFIDENTIALITY:  Bidders shall not disclose information about the County's business or business practices and safeguard confidential data which vendor staff may have access to in the course of system implementation.

Persons who, within the immediately preceding twelve (12) months, came within the provisions of Subsection (1), and who were employees in positions of substantial responsibility in the area of service to be performed by the contract, or participated in any way in developing the contract or its service specifications.

4. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which the former employees described in Subsection (3) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

5. No County employee whose position in the County enables him to influence the selection of a contractor for this RFQ, or any competing RFQ, and no spouse or economic dependent of such employee, shall be employees in any capacity by a bidder, or have any other direct or indirect financial interest in the selection of a contractor.

Payment will be withheld until complete delivery is made by the Vendor and such delivery is accepted by County as being complete and satisfactory.

Partial payment may or may not be acceptable to the County of Fresno. Should partial payment be made by the County of Fresno, a percentage of the agreement amount shall be held until all terms and conditions of the Request for Quotations are satisfied. 

PAYMENT TERMS:  Payment terms are Net 45 days unless otherwise quoted. The payment period shall be computed from the date that County makes final acceptance of the equipment or from date of receipt of invoice, whichever is latest. Invoices must be submitted as stated in the Purchase Order or Contract.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by Contractor under any ensuing Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that contractor, including any and all of Contractor’s officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an independent contractor, and shall act in an independent capacity and not as an officer, agent, servant, employee, joint venturer, partner, or associate of the County. Furthermore, County shall have no right to control or supervise or direct the manner or method by which Contractor shall perform its work and function. However, County shall retain the right to administer this Agreement so as to verify that Contractor is performing its obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof. Contractor and County shall comply with all applicable provisions of law and the rules and regulations, if any, of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over matters the subject thereof.

Because of its status as an independent contractor, Contractor shall have absolutely no right to employment rights and benefits available to County employees. Contractor shall be solely liable and responsible for providing to, or on behalf of, its employees all legally‑required employee benefits.  In addition, Contractor shall be solely responsible and save County harmless from all matters relating to payment of Contractor's employees, including compliance with Social Security, withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.  It is acknowledged that during the term of the Agreement, Contractor may be providing services to others unrelated to the County or to the Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:  Contractor agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless and at County's request, defend the County, its officers, agents and employees, from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to County in connection with the performance, or failure to perform, by Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement and from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by the performance, or failure to perform, of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement.

INSURANCE:

Within Thirty (30) days from the date contractor executes this Agreement, contractor shall provide certificates of insurance and endorsement as stated above for all of the foregoing policies, as required herein, to the County of Fresno, stating that such insurance coverage have been obtained and are in full force; that the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees will not be responsible for any premiums on the policies; that such Commercial General Liability insurance names the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned; that such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees, shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under contractor's policies herein; and that this insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance, written notice given to County.

In the event contractor fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, the County may, in addition to other remedies it may have, suspend or terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of such event.

All policies shall be with admitted insurers licensed to do business in the State of California. Insurance purchased shall be purchased from companies possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of A FSC VII or better.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION:  The ensuing contract shall be governed by the laws of the state of California.

Any claim which cannot be amicably settled without court action will be litigated in the U. S. District Court for the Eastern District of California in Fresno, CA or in a state court for Fresno County.

TERMINATION:  The County reserves the right to terminate any resulting contract upon written notice.

DEFAULT: In case of default by the selected bidder, the County may procure the services from another source and may recover the loss occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the selected bidder, or by any other legal means available to the County.

ASSIGNMENTS:  The ensuing proposed contract will provide that the vendor may not assign any payment or portions of payments without prior written consent of the County of Fresno.

ASSURANCES:  Any contract awarded under this RFQ must be carried out in full compliance with The Civil Rights Act of 1964, The Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, their subsequent amendments, and any and all other laws protecting the rights of individuals and agencies.  The County of Fresno has a zero tolerance for discrimination, implied or expressed, and wants to ensure that policy continues under this RFQ. The contractor must also guarantee that services, or workmanship, provided will be performed in compliance with all applicable local, state, or federal laws and regulations pertinent to the types of services, or project, of the nature required under this RFQ. In addition, the contractor may be required to provide evidence substantiating that their employees have the necessary skills and training to perform the required services or work.

Bidder is responsible for said installation and adjustments to the satisfaction of the Department.  Delay in delivery and/or installation will be considered a breach of contract. In case of default by vendor, the County may procure the articles or service from another source and may recover the cost difference and related expenses occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the vendor or by proceeding against performance bond of the vendor, if any, or by suit against the vendor. The prices paid by the County shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

INSTALLATION:  All installation, if required, shall be in accordance with the Manufacturer’s specifications and comply with the current uniform building code.

Compression testing machine for use with California Test Method (CTM) 301, “Method for Determining the Resistance “R” Value for Treated and Untreated Bases, Subbases, and Basement Soils by the Stabilometer” and CTM 366, “Method of Test for Stabilometer Value”.  The specifications for the compression machine are as follows:

General

1.1 Satisfy the requirements in CTM 301 (March 2000), CTM 366 (January 2000), ASTM D2844-01, ASTM 1590-92 (Reapproved 2000) and ASTM E4-03.

Load Frame

2.1 The load frame shall have a capacity of 60,000 lbf (300 kN).
2.2 The horizontal distance between the load frame columns shall be at least 14 inches

Loading System

3.1 The loading system shall provide a stroke of at least 6 inches
3.2 The machine shall be capable of testing speeds from 0.04 in/min to 0.5 in/min
3.3 The loading system shall include a strain gauge load cell for measurement of load that is independent of hydraulic pressure, oil temperature, actuator seal friction, and actuator seal wear.  Systems that use pressure transducers are not acceptable.

6.3 The software shall be capable of alerting the operator to take Stabilometer readings at multiple pre-established load level (i.e. 500lb, 1000lb,, 2000lb, 3000lb, 4000lb, 5000lb, and 6000lb) while controlling the loading system at a user selectable speed or load rate.  The alert can be auditory or visual.

6.4 The software shall be capable of holding a load (i.e. 1000lb) until the operator commands the system to unload.  

6.5 While a sample is being initially loaded, the software shall also allow the operator to stop the loading and then continue the test without aborting the test.

6.6 The software shall include the following test methods to automate the annual verification/calibration of the test system.

Test Fixtures

7.1 A hardened spherically seated upper compression plates with mounting hardware for attachment to the adjustable crosshead shall be provided.  The compression platen shall be not less than 6 inches in diameter.  The compression platen shall be easily locked parallel to the base plate in less than one minute.

7.2 A hardened lower wear plate shall be provided at least 12 inches in diameter.  Centering circles shall be scribed into this plate to assist operators in locating test fixtures of the axial centerline of the test frame.

7.3 The vertical distance between the compression platen and lower wear plate shall be not less than 

7.4 A soil exudation fixture shall be provided in accordance with CTM 301 (March 2000).  The soil exudation fixture shall be integrated into the test controller so that it stops the test when the exudation criteria in CTM 301 (March 2000) are reached.  The pressure at which these criteria are reached shall be recorded and displayed by the test system along with which exudation contacts were activated.

7.5 A stabilometer shall be provided with the system in accordance with CTM 301 (March 2000).  This stabilometer shall be integrated into the test controller so that in order to complete the operator need only place the specimen in the stabilometer and turn the displacement handle as required by the test procedure for both the CTM 301 (March 2000) and CTM 366 (January 2000) test procedures.  This will require both load and position transducers be installed in the stabilometer.

7.6 A platform shall be provided in front of the test frame that is flush with the lower wear plate to permit the stabilometer to be slid into the test frame without lifting.  The platform shall be at least 10 inches deep and 16 inches wide.

7.7 A fixture shall be attached to the load frame to permit levering of samples into the stabilometer similar to that shown in CTM 366 (January 2000).  The fixture shall have ¾” holes drilled at 1” to 1-½” intervals from a height of 12” to 20 inches above the lower wear platen.

9.9 The electronics shall include self-test diagnostics with an external display for hardware and communication status.

9.10 The frame, electronics, and software provided shall be an industry standard product. The vendor shall provide a past history of adding new software features, regular bug fixes, support of new Windows platforms, and support of new architecture.  Custom software or hardware made to meet the above specifications is not acceptable.

9.11 All items supplied by the vendor shall carry a one year warranty against defects in material of workmanship.
