The following questions were raised at the bidder’s conference held on March 15, 2005.

1. What percentage of the consumer charts need to be reviewed at the Apollo Residential facility?

There is no requirement to review consumer charts at the Apollo Residential facility.  Please refer to other service requirements for the Apollo in the RFP.

2. What percentage of the consumer charts need to be reviewed at the Psychiatric Assessment and Center for Treatment (PACT)? 

There is no requirement to review consumer charts at the PACT facility.  Contractor will be required to conduct on-site inspections of the site, including medication Sample Room, to verify compliance with all State and Federal requirements. 

3. How often are consumer charts checked in the Psychiatric Health Facility (PHF)?

Ten percent (10%) of all consumer charts will be reviewed once every month at the PHF.

4. Please provide a copy of last inspection report from the State Board of Pharmacy.

A copy of the State Inspection Report for the Intensive Services is attached.

5. Travel

Mileage reimbursement will be paid for travel to all clinic sites that are not located at the University Medical Center campus.  Mileage will be calculated based on 4411 E. Kings Canyon Road as the starting point.

The payment for consultant services will start at the time the vendor departs Fresno for the rural sites.  The mileage reimbursement and consultant fees will not be paid for the return trip if the vendor does not return to Fresno after completing the review and inspection of the rural clinic.

6. Patient Assistance Program

The Department receives medication for qualifying consumers from the Drug companies through the Patients Assistance Program (PAP).  The Contractor will review and inspect the PAP program and procedures and verify that the Department is meeting all State and Federal requirements.

7. Invoice

Contractor will invoice the County monthly, listing the date, start and finish time for the review and inspection of each Program/Clinic site.  Travel time will be listed separately and claims for mileage reimbursement will include date and site traveled to, total miles traveled and will include the starting and ending odometer reading.
