Page 27 – Proposal Content Requirements - Cost Proposal  

· The County anticipates that the total project cost of the development of the LHMP would not exceed $150,000.  Bidders are reminded to include sufficient detail and itemize costs when completing the Cost Proposal Forms.  Bidders are reminded to include a price methodology which should relate to the items of the cost proposal.  Bidders are encouraged to identify any advantages or disadvantages to any items detailed in the cost proposal.  

· In addition, Bidder’s shall submit an all inclusive hourly billing rate of providing service to local jurisdictions in developing an annex to the LHMP for consideration by the County in the event grant funds are available.  Please provide sufficient detail of rate. (Note: This cost shall not be included in the total project cost of the development of the LHMP.)
· The County is unable to provide a List of Jurisdictions and Districts, not available on the County of Fresno Website.
· Award criteria items are each weighted differently. The County of Fresno does not give out the criteria weight for the Proposal as the Proposal will be evaluated in a multi-stage selection process.

Misc. Questions and Answers
· How does the County want the Proposer’s to address this issue of Development Trends?  Would you accept a proposal that suggested a modified version of what the RFP requests?

A Request for Proposal is used when the County can not precisely state how its requirements are to be satisfied.  Bidders are advised to address all items specified in the Scope of Work identified on pages 19-22, however bidders may offer alternatives and options, include any advantages and disadvantages and all associated costs.

· The RFP cites response requirements that are loosely related but not required for developing a local mitigation plan that is DMA compliant.  The response requirements are not required under FEMA’s mitigation planning guidance either.  Coordination of resources is peripherally related to DMA-compliant Mitigation plans.  Having a list of identified resources is not often a component of DMA-compliant Mitigation plans.  (The RFP seeks a recommended system for identifying resources, not an actual listing of resources).How does the County want to Proposer to address these Response issues?  Is the County flexible to the extent that the Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee discuss and differentiate between Response Plans and Capabilities and Mitigation Plans and Capabilities?

A list of local resources and a system to track them would be a useful and positive addition to the plan.  It is not expected that a County-wide list of resources would ever be a complete list but Contractor and Steering Committee could determine the detail needed.
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
