· Reference Page 36, 36. WEED ABATEMENT- OPERATION. Add the following:

36.02 Weed abatement in fine graded non-planted areas shall be kept completely weed free at all times.  Weed abatement in those areas shall be accomplished by use of post and pre-emergent and/or soil sterilant chemicals.  Disking shall not be allowed in these areas.  Note:  The areas around the Water Treatment Plant are not accurately identified on the available plans.  The area to be keep weed free are all those areas inside the fenced area of the entire plant, including around structures and tanks, ponding and settling basins, and an area 8 feet outside the perimeter fence.

36.03 Weed abatement in areas that are planted with trees but do not have ground cover or other plant material planted around or underneath shall be kept weed free a minimum of 8 feet on either side of the planted trees at all times.  Weed abatement in these areas shall be accomplished by use of post and pre-emergent chemical and/or manual means.

36.04 Weed abatement in areas adjacent to fences shall be kept weed free a minimum of 8 feet on either side of the fence at all times.  Weed abatement in these areas shall be accomplished by use of post and pre-emergent and/or soil sterilant chemicals.  No vegetative growth shall be allowed to grow into chain link fencing.
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Q. The bond on 3 years will be quite a large up front cost to whoever gets the contract. We have found in the past that sureties are more willing to bond year to year.

A. Yes, performance bonds may be renewed yearly.

Q. On Prevailing Wage for this job we are using Labor Code part 7, Chapter 1, Article 2, Sections 1770, 1773 and 1773.1 for Commercial Building, Highway, Heavy Construction and Dredging Projects. This sheet calls for Landscape Assistant Journeyman to be paid $21.10 an hour. The hourly cost Landscape Tradesman I and II respectively are $14.80 & $17.00 an hour. Are these correct wages?
A. Using Labor Code Part 7, Chapter 1, article 2, sections 1770, 1773 and 1773.1, the job title would be Landscape Maintenance Laborer. The published document says $5.75 per hour, plus $0.11 per hour vacation. The rate for “more complex” work under the same craft is $7.00 per hour, plus $0.19 per hour vacation and $0.19 holiday. The last update of this section expired on April 1, 2000. I called the Office of Industrial Relations and inquired about an update. No update has been published. But, the basic rate is now minimum wage, $6.75, plus the $0.11 vacation, to total $6.86 per hour. The rate for the same craft, doing “more complex” work remains the same.
Q. It is my understanding that moving contract personnel in & out of lockdown is quite time consuming. We would like to understand the process of getting equipment and personnel through that process.
A. Going through the sallyports will be a 1 to 2 minute process at most. It will only require the contractor’s personnel to identify themselves, and the gate will be electronically opened. Because of the pre-screening and security clearance, it’s only a matter of the person identifying themselves. No checking of tools or metal detectors, etc.

Q. Also, there appears to be a scale problem with the drawing with 1” = 100’, the site drawing comes out to roughly 33 acres? Page 10 calls for a 220 acre facility with 128 acres developed.

A.  The drawings provided to the contractor are ½ scale. We did this for ease of handling. The original drawings that are scaled to 1” = 100’ were 30” x 42”. The set provided by me to the bidders is 15” x 21”. The 128 acres includes the undeveloped land that needs to be disked.
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
