SEWAGE TREATMENT PLANTS
SLUDGE PUMPING AND REMOVAL FOR
COUNTY SERVICE AREAS AND WATERWORKS DISTRICTS

Successful bidder shall provide all labor, material, equipment, transportation, taxes, etc., to perform sewage sludge pumping and removal at sewage treatment plants located in County Service Area No. 1 (Tamarack), County Service Area No. 31-B (Shaver Lake), County Service Area No. 34-A (Brighton Crest), County Service Area No. 44-A (Friant), County Service Area No. 44-D (Monte Verdi), County Service Area No. 47 (Quail Lake), Waterworks District No. 38 (Sky Harbour), Waterworks District No. 40 (Shaver Springs) and the Juvenile Justice Campus. Maps showing the locations of the Districts in the County and the boundary of each district are attached.  Prospective bidders should assess road and terrain conditions in the foothill and mountain areas.

Some mountain areas (CSA No. 1 CSA No. 31-B and WWD40) typically experience snowfall during the months of November through April each year.  Therefore, the successful bidder for the areas specified in GROUP I-A must be equipped with a 4x4 truck capable of entering the roads under such weather conditions.  Severe weather conditions may also require the attachment of tire chains. Pricing for snowfall/winter road conditions (GROUP I-A) are to be priced separate from normal road conditions (see page 19A)
Trucks dispatched to sewage plants shall be empty. There are no truck size restrictions; however trucks must have a minimum capacity of 3,000 gallons. The certified total capacity of the truck’s tank must be clearly stated on the exterior of the tank.
