INTRODUCTION

The Special Districts Section and American Avenue Disposal Site of the Resources Division of the Planning & Resource Management Department of Fresno County is soliciting bids for maintenance service for twelve (12) generators located in the Shaver Lake Area (Waterworks Districts 41S and 41W and County Service Area 31B), the Brighton Crest Subdivision (County Service Area 34A), the Quail Lake Subdivision (County Service Area 47) and the Monte Verdi Subdivision (Friant Area – County Service Area 44D).
