OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno on behalf of the Auditor-Controller/Treasurer-Tax Collector Department is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to provide the following:

1. Summary of RFP

· The County of Fresno is issuing an RFP for banking, custody, and lockbox services as our current banking service contract is expiring and it is in the County’s best interest to put custody and lockbox service out for bid.

· Bidders may bid on any or all of the services in response to this RFP. The County has the option to award full or partial services based on what is in our best interest and the rating criteria.

· The County is looking for a 3 year contract with 2 one year optional extensions for any and all services.

2. Background information on the County of Fresno

· The County of Fresno is headed by five elected County Supervisors. It has an area spanning 6000 miles, fifteen incorporated cities, and approximately 920,000 residents. County operations include 23 departments and 7,100 employees all of which are paid by either direct deposit or by pay card.

· Currently we have 13 total accounts with 2 service banks and 1 custody account. Of those accounts we have 4 ZBA’s and a total average collected balance of $13 million during slow months and $27 million during peak months.

· In March 2010 we will be converting to the State of California sponsored EBT card to issue welfare payments. Once that conversion is complete we will no longer issue monthly welfare checks. However, other checks for assistance will still be issued.

3. Minimum Bank qualification

· The banking corporation or custody agent must be authorized to do business in the State of California.

· The financial institution must have a Federal or State of California charter branch with banking facilities located within close proximity of the County of Fresno’s Auditor-Controller/Treasurer-Tax Collector Department (2281 Tulare Street Fresno, CA 93721).
· A qualified institution must be a member and insured by the Federal Reserve System and insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC).

· A branch of the qualified institution must be maintained within close proximity to the County of Fresno’s Auditor-Controller/Treasurer-Tax Collector Department during the duration of the contract and be a qualified depository for public funds.

· The financial institution must have a Satisfactory CRA rating in accordance California Government Code 53635.2.
