PROP 36 PROPOSAL CLARIFICATIONS:

· Level I individual counseling sessions – On page 22, the required number of individual counseling sessions required is two.
· Geographic areas to be served are defined as follows:
The East Side of Fresno County is defined as the unincorporated areas in and around the incorporated cities of Sanger, Reedley, Selma, Parlier, Kingsburg, Orange Cove, Auberry and Shaver

The West Side of Fresno County is defined as the unincorporated areas in and around the incorporated cities of Kerman, Mendota, Huron, Coalinga, and Firebaugh

· Successful bidders for Prop 36 services will be reimbursed on a cost reimbursement basis.  Successful bidders for non Prop 36 services will be reimbursed using the fee for service method
· During FY 2004-05, there were 215 Prop 36 referrals on the Eastside of Fresno County and 68 Prop 36 referrals on the Westside of Fresno County
