FOOD SERVICE AT JUVENILE JUSTICE CAMPUS

 ref title  \* MERGEFORMAT FOOD SERVICE AT JUVENILE JUSTICE CAMPUS
The County of Fresno is seeking a qualified Contractor to provide food services to the Probation Department’s Juvenile Justice Campus (JJC) located at American Avenue at Highway 99.  It is the intent of the County to execute an agreement with a Contractor by late 2005 or early 2006, 120-150 days prior to actual food service delivery to the JJC.  This will allow Contractor to secure appropriate resources to commence with JJC food service preparation and delivery.  Opening of the JJC is scheduled for no later that mid 2006, at which time the Contractor will be required to commence with meal service delivery to four [4] different delivery sites for 360 juveniles, three hot meals per day, as well as approximately 175 daily enhanced meals [upgraded menu from juveniles] for Probation staff in Units of the JJC.  The occupancy of the JJC is scheduled to increase annually as follows:

360 juveniles in January 2007

420 juveniles in January of 2008

480 juveniles in January of 2009  

The successful Contractor must, at a minimum, comply with the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, Corrections Standards Authority, as specified in the 2003 Title XV, Article 9 guidelines and regulations.  Contractor will be required to prepare pre-portioned, temperature-appropriate meals at Contractor’s kitchen facilities and deliver to 3 separate locations at the JJC where JJC staff will carry out food distribution to living Units.  It is desired by County that meal service by Contractor be prepared/delivered in individual reusable consumer trays with disposable tray inserts.
