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The County of Fresno is determining interest among potential applicants to a Request for Proposal (RFP) for child safety restraint classes.  The RFP will be released in [January] 2006.  The current Agreement will expire on March 31, 2006, and the County will execute a new three-year Agreement with the vendor selected as a result of this competitive bid process.

The Department of Community Health provides child safety restraint classes for three groups of individuals:

1) Violators of Vehicle Code 27360 or 27360.5 pertaining to the proper usage of child passenger restraints;

2) Economically disadvantaged individuals who qualify for the Child Health and Disability Prevention low-cost car seat program;

3) Low-income pregnant women in Maternal, Child and Adolescent Health case management programs.

These classes provide education about the importance of child passenger restraints, including demonstrating the correct way to secure a child passenger restraint.  Courses must be offered frequently enough to adequately meet the needs of the community and the court. Classes will be in English and/or Spanish, Hmong is optional. Approximately 750 individuals receive this training each year.  At the completion of each course, students receive a child passenger restraint and a copy of the manufacturer’s instructions for the restraint.
Minimum requirements to qualify for this RFP include:

· At least two years’ experience as a Child Passenger Safety Technician;

· Valid Child Passenger Safety Technician Certification;

· At least two years of teaching child passenger safety in a classroom situation;

· A prepared course outline which includes at least two hours of teaching content.
