SPECIFICATIONS

Adolescent Family Life Program/Adolescent Sibling Pregnancy Prevention Program Services

(AFLP/ASPPP)

The County is in need of a qualified vendor capable of providing contracted Adolescent Family Life Program (AFLP) and Adolescent Sibling Pregnancy Prevention Program (ASPPP) services that are directed toward preventing adolescent pregnancy, promoting positive birth outcomes, and improving the economic, health and social well being of mothers and children.  Interested vendors should review the Policies and Procedures of the State Department of Health Services/Maternal, Child and Adolescent Health-AFLP Program (www.mch.dhs.ca.gov/administration/localhealthadmin.htm) and the attached Scope of Work for specific requirements.  This contract will be a fee-for-service agreement based on the established State rate for the months of service (MOS) required for Fresno County.  MOS is defined as the total allocated number of slots available for eligible clients in the AFLP Program multiplied by 12 months.  It is anticipated that a minimum of 320 teens will receive services from the contractor in FY 2006-07 for a total of 3840 MOS.  The term of the agreement and services to be provided are contingent on the availability of State and Federal funds.  

TERM – Commencing July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

INSURANCE

CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect, the following insurance policies throughout the term of the agreement:
General Liability and Bodily Injury Insurance in the amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence/Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) annual aggregate; 

Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with limits for bodily injury of not less    than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) per person, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) per accident and for property damages of not less than Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000), or such coverage with a combined single limit of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000). Coverage should include owned and non-owned vehicles used in connection with this Agreement. 

Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with the California Labor Code.
SCOPE OF WORK

The AFLP and ASPPP contracted agency shall work toward achieving the following goals and accomplishing the following objectives:
GOAL 1: Define, coordinate and integrate systems of care that support and assist pregnant and parenting adolescents and their children, and for siblings of pregnant and parenting adolescents that support and assist in the prevention of pregnancy, reduction of related risk behaviors and promotion of healthy lifestyles.

Objective 1:  AFLP/ASPPP contracted agency will establish and/or actively participate in local collaboratives designed to establish, sustain, and enhance comprehensive systems of care for children, adolescents and their families that include adolescent pregnancy prevention, youth development and family strengthening.

Objective 2:  In accordance with the AFLP and ASPPP Standards, the AFLP/ASPPP contracted agency will collaborate with a network of local service providers that serve the health, social, and educational needs of youth ages 11 through 18 to advocate for appropriate and necessary community services, and to assure that appropriate and necessary community services are available to clients.
GOAL 2:  Enhance the health, educational achievement, economic, personal and societal integration and independence of pregnant and parenting adolescents through case management, and siblings of pregnant and/or parenting adolescents through case management that enables them to avoid an early and unplanned pregnancy.

Objective 1:  In accordance with AFLP and ASPPP Standards, the AFLP/ASPPP contracted agency will provide the Months of Service (MOS) as specified under “Performance Requirements” to eligible adolescents and their children who are not enrolled in Cal-Learn.  

Major Functions, Tasks, and Activities:  The AFLP/ASPPP contracted agency will conduct activities necessary to assure that appropriate and eligible clients are referred to the program as space is available.  The agency will maintain policies and criteria for program admission that incorporates risk factors in addition to standardized eligibility criteria.   AFLP/ASPPP clients and their children will be assigned a primary case manager who will provide comprehensive case management services tailored to the clients’ specific needs and priorities.  Case management includes but is not limited to intake; completion of the Comprehensive Baseline Assessment elements; ongoing assessment of clients needs, priorities, and resources; annual comprehensive assessment (at a minimum); development, implementation, monitoring, and revision of the Individual Service Plan (ISP) with the client at least quarterly as needed; advocacy on behalf of client; monthly client contact; and quarterly client contact in the home.  The contracted agency will utilize the State supported MIS Data (currently “Lodestar”) to track client count and calculate months of service.  The agency will collect and input data elements contained in the State supported MIS Data each month to ensure that all current activity is reflected in the data sent to MCAH or designee.

Objective 2:  The AFLP/ASPPP agency will maintain and utilize an updated program Standards Implementation Document (SID) that incorporates the AFLP Standards and Maternal Child and Adolescent Health Branch Policies and Procedures.  In accordance with ASPPP standards, the ASPPP agency will develop case management interventions consistent with client needs.  Interventions must address the adverse impact of teen pregnancy on health and future personal growth and well being.

Objective 3:  The AFLP/ASPPP agency will maintain sufficient staff to administer the program and provide case management services in accordance with AFLP/ASPPP Standards and Maternal Child and Adolescent Health (MCAH) Branch Policies and Procedures.  The major functions, tasks, and activities will include maintaining an updated personnel list, including name, position, and total Full-Time-Equivalent (FTE) percent for each staff member on the AFLP and ASPPP budget.  The agency will maintain a case manager ratio of no more than 40 clients per FTE case manager at any time. 

Objective 4:  The AFLP/ASPPP agency will maintain qualified staff to administer the program and provide case management services in accordance with AFLP/ASPPP Standards and MCH Branch Policies and Procedures.  The major functions, tasks, and activities will include the agency maintaining written policies that include, at a minimum, a program specific duty statement for each position listed on the AFLP budget; procedures for orientation of staff to AFLP/ASPPP standards, and provision for job-related training and technical assistance (TA).

GOAL 3:  Promote implementation of the State MCH 5 Year Plan and attainment of its goals and objectives as specified in the California MCH Priorities.

Objective 1:  Promote primary and preventive health care utilization by pregnant and parenting adolescents and their children, and siblings.  The major functions, tasks, and activities include case managers assuring that the elements of the Comprehensive Baseline Assessment are completed, and client needs are reassessed annually.  The AFLP agency will collect State specified adolescent health data.
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
