Addendum to RFP 952-4348

Changes to Scope of Work

1. 
Provide a safe and drug-free facility with age appropriate toys, furniture, and activities, to provide TSV services for parents and children.

2.
Provide licensed staff with a thorough knowledge and understanding of child development. The staff shall have experience working with children who have been victims of child abuse and neglect.

3.
Provide therapeutic intervention as needed during TSV. These interventions shall include, but not be limited to: appropriate parenting skills, discipline techniques, address child’s behavior and affect. The therapist shall address issues to strengthen the parent/child relationship.

4.
Provide a licensed therapist to supervise all visits. Parents utilizing the therapeutic visitation center are responsible for engaging and meeting the needs of their child during the visit. The child’s substitute care provider will provide the child’s needed supplies (such as food, formula, diapers, extra clothes, medication and health care equipment). For all children with special health care needs, the substitute care provider must remain at the visitation facility for the duration of the visit.

5.
The supervising therapist of the TSV will be responsible for documenting each visit and providing a monthly summary report to all social workers assigned to the case and to the primary treating clinician. The monthly report will be due the first week of the month or upon request. The report may be submitted via email. This documentation will include the date and time of the visit, the participants, description of the parent’s interaction with their child, positive interaction and any concerns observed during each visit, and how receptive the parents were to improve their skills through the therapist’s intervention.

Provide a final report to the social worker and primary treating clinician two weeks prior to any court hearing. The social worker assigned to the case will inform the supervising therapist of upcoming court hearings at least two weeks prior to the report being due. This shall include an overall summary of the therapist’s observation and any recommendations, including further therapeutic intervention, based on the needs and skills of the parent’s interaction with their child. The therapist may also recommend increasing or decreasing the visitation based on the needs of the family, observations, and consultation with the assigned social worker and primary treating clinician.

12.
Serve 60 families with approximately 1200 hours of visit sessions.  Visits can include siblings (more than one child during the visit).
