CLARIFICATION REGARDING THE BUDGET/COST PROPOSAL:

1. Does the County reserve a standard percentage of the administrative fee for the County to claim against?

No, the County reserves a small portion of the total Maximum Reimbursable Amount of the CalWORKs contracts (C2AP & C3AP) to claim costs for county staff and the annual program audit.  The amount is based upon actual costs from the previous fiscal year.  The County does not claim any administrative costs to the Alternative Payment Provider contract (CAPP).

2. Is there a cap on the administrative fee allowed to the contractor?  
The administrative fees claimed by the County and the Contractor combined must not exceed the total administrative fees allowed by the CDE’s Funding Terms and Conditions for each contract.  For the purpose of developing the proposal, assume that the entire estimated Maximum Reimbursable Amounts will be available to the Contractor.  To ensure that the expenditures remain within the Maximum Reimbursable Amount of the CDE contracts, the funding amounts and the Contractor’s maximum administrative fee may be negotiated during the County contract development process. 

3. Should the Cost Proposal detail costs for both the administrative fee and direct payments to child care providers?
The Cost Proposal should provide the detailed costs that make up the administrative fee charged for providing the requested services.   

In addition to the Cost Proposal, Contractors should also provide a separate budget showing projected monthly costs for child care payments, administrative fees, and fiscal year totals for each contract based on the estimated revenues, enrollments and referrals stated in the Scope of Work.
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
