Addendum to RFP Number 953-4456

Ryan White HIV/AIDS Service

The following items in the Ryan White HIV/AIDS RFP require clarification:

· Page 3 – Overview should read (changes have been bolded):

OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno, on behalf of the Fresno County Department of Community Health (DCH), is seeking applications from private or public agencies that are qualified and experienced in providing care to individuals with HIV/AIDS.  

In 1990, the U.S. Congress enacted legislation to provide increased funding for the direct care of individuals with HIV (Human Immunodeficiency Virus), Under Title II of Ryan White Comprehensive AIDS Resource Emergency Act (CARE) of 1990 and as reauthorized in December 2006, funding was made available to states and local entities.  The County of Fresno Department of Community Health is the designated coordinating body for CARE funding and serves as the administrative agency for funds. The 2007 year is a significant one for California’s Care Services Program (CSP).  A new three-year contract period began on April 1, 2007.  The recent reauthorized CSP legislation by the U.S. Congress resulted in some major policy changes and a new name: the Ryan White Program (RWP), Part B. 
The RWP, Part B provides emergency assistance to localities that are disproportionately affected by the HIV epidemic.  RWP, Part B makes financial assistance available to states and other public or private nonprofit entities to provide for the development, organization, coordination and operation of more effective and cost efficient systems for the delivery of essential services to individuals and families with HIV disease.

In November of 2006, the Fresno County Community Planning Working Council, an organization comprised government and non-government agencies, consumers, and concerned citizens,  identified funding priorities based on specific needs within Fresno County. The County is now seeking proposals from private or public agencies that are experienced in providing RWP, Part B to individuals with HIV.  Prospective bidders must be willing to work closely with personnel from the County of Fresno.

Award of contracts for said services is contingent upon the County of Fresno Department of Community Health receipt of RWP funds. Submission of a proposal for funding does not guarantee an award for funds requested ($195,305 available for the current contract period).  The County reserves the right to revise or modify the scope of services, or reduce prospective awards based on the availability of funds and the number of bidders.  Award of a contract for direct HIV RWP, Part B services under RWP will be for a maximum 6 months (from October 1, 2007- March 31, 2008) with the possibility of two additional twelve month terms.  It is expected that contractors will provide direct HIV services during the entire contract term.  Contract renewals are contingent upon successful completion of the Scope of Work as outlined in the first funding period and Fresno County DCH receipt of future RWP, Part B funds.  Funding during the first year does not guarantee successful bidders of future funding. 

The enclosed Scope of Work contains nine service categories.  The service categories include Medical Case Management, Ambulatory/Outpatient Care, Oral Health Care, Substance Abuse Outpatient Care, Food Bank/Home Delivered Meals, Home Health Care, Psychosocial Support Services, Health Insurance Assistance, and Emergency Financial Assistance for medications.

Bidders must complete a separate response to the questions posed in the Elements of Service Delivery (located in the Scope of Work) as well as a separate Cost Proposal for each service category where a bid response is being issued. Bids may be submitted in one binder with separate chapters for each service category.

· Pages 19-23 Scope of Work  should read (changes have been bolded):


SCOPE OF WORK

The County of Fresno, on behalf of the Fresno County Department of Community Health (DCH), is requesting proposals for the nine service categories listed below.  The service categories will be funded with RWP Part B funds, of which 15% of the RWP Part B funded services must be tracked for Women, Infants and Children infected with HIV/AIDS.  RWP Part B funds may be used for the delivery of services as outlined in the service categories.  It is expected that contractors will participate in Fresno County’s HIV local implementation group known as the Community Planning Working Council.

RWP Part B funds cannot be used to purchase or improve any building or other facility; for items or services that have already been paid for, or can reasonably be expected to be paid for by another source; to pay for automobile parts, repairs or maintenance; to make cash payments to people receiving services under this Act and to pay for pets, cars or other supplies. 

In addition, RWP Part B funds may not comprise more than 60 percent of any bidding organization’s total budget.

Partner Counseling and Referral Services (PCRS) must be included in all service categories.  PCRS offers people living with HIV support in partner disclosure and notification. This may include elicitation of partner information and coordination with anonymous third-party notification. Partner notification services locate these individuals based on information provided by the patient and provide counseling and education about the exposure as well as services to prevent infection or, if infected, linkages to care.  The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) issues guidance on conducting PCRS and provides funding to state, local, and community-based organizations to ensure that PCRS is a high-priority and that service are offered to all HIV-infected persons.  

Please prepare a separate response for each service category you wish to bid on.  Do not combine service categories into one proposal for your response to this RFP.  For each service category, address the “Elements of Service Delivery” and “Cost Proposal” as discussed below.  Bid may be submitted in one binder with separate chapters for each service category.

Elements of Service Delivery

The bidder must identify which of the service categories it is intending to address.  For each service category identified, the bidder must address the following areas: 

a) Provide evidence that demonstrates your agency’s capacity to fulfill contract requirements.

b) Provide an overview of your agency’s management structure and details on how your agency oversees daily program operations. 

c) Provide an extensive description of your current scope of services not supported through RWP Part B funding.  Please list sources and amount of funding from all resources other than RWP Part B.

d) Provide a fully developed description of the proposed scope of work intended to be funded through RWP Part B funds.

e) Explain how services not supported by RWP Part B funds will be enhanced by RWP Part B supported services.

f) Briefly document and justify your agency’s need for these funds.  Provide verification that the proposed service is not a duplication of effort already provided within the County.

g) Provide information on the professional background for all staff including education, post-graduate opportunities and professional experience.

h) Provide proof of licensure and any other relevant certifications available.

i) RWP Part B funds should be used as a payer of last resort. Describe how you ensure clients use any and all available third party payer funds prior to using RWP Part B monies.  

j) Describe the population your agency intends to serve with the requested funds.  Do you plan to serve low-income disadvantaged and/or high-risk persons?  If yes, describe how these communities will be made aware of your program and the services you provide.

k) Indicate if and how your funding request will serve women, infants, children and youth infected with HIV/AIDS.  Please include the number of infected women, infants, children and youth you propose to serve; what percentage of your clients will be infected women, infants, children and youth; and the projected dollar amount to be spent on infected women, infants, children and youth.

l) Describe how your agency will provide contracted services in a culturally appropriate manner.

Program Plan

For each major activity within each service category for which you are requesting Ryan White funding, provide the following justification:

a) What is the goal achieved through this activity?  Each goal statement should be reasonable and client-centered and reflect upon the client’s ongoing participation in primary care medical services. 

b) What are the primary objectives utilized to achieve the goal?  Each objective should be time specific and measurable.


c) What are the activities that are to be completed by staff in order to complete each stated objective?

d) How will each objective be evaluated?  Evaluation should not be limited to process evaluation.  To the best of one’s ability, the bidder must identify the outcome to the client as a result of the service provision.  The bidder must demonstrate the ability to systematically evaluate and report on the difference the intervention or service had upon the client and the client’s ability to remain linked to primary medical care services.

The bidder should describe the plan and mechanisms that will be used for data collection and evaluation and provide, if possible, examples of data collection tools expected to be used within the program. 

Service Categories

Submitted proposals must be 100% of the available funding amount in each service category.  

Category # 1- Health Care
Outpatient and Ambulatory Health Services        Total Funding Available $25,849
Provision of professional, diagnostic and therapeutic services rendered by a physician, physician’s assistant, clinical nurse specialist or nurse practitioner in an outpatient setting. This includes diagnostic testing, early intervention and risk assessment, preventive care and screening, practitioner examination, medical history taking, diagnosis and treatment of common physical and mental conditions, prescribing and managing medication therapy, education and counseling on health and nutritional issues, well-baby care, continuing care and management of chronic conditions, and referral to and provision of specialty care.

Primary medical RWP Part B for the treatment of HIV infection includes the provision of RWP Part B that is consistent with the California State Department of Health Service’s Health Service Guidelines.  Such RWP Part B must include access to antiretroviral and other drug therapies, including prophylaxis and treatment of opportunistic infections and combination antiretroviral therapies.

A program of financial assistance for eligible individuals with HIV disease to maintain health insurance or receive medical benefits under a health insurance program, including risk pools, premium payments, co-pays and deductibles.

Home Health Care




    Total Funding Available $22,977
Home Health Care is the provision of services provided by a homemaker, home health aide, personal care giver, or attendant caretaker.  This definition also includes non-medical, non-nursing assistance with cooking and cleaning activities to help disabled clients remain in their homes. 

Category #4 - Health Care Service
          
Medical Case Management
(MCM)


   Total Funding Available $83,291     
A range of client-centered services that increases client access to, and retention of medical care.  Ensures timely and coordinated access to medically appropriate levels of health and support services through ongoing assessment of the client’s and other family members needs and personal support systems.  Also includes inpatient case management services that prevent unnecessary hospitalization or that expedite discharge, as medically appropriate, from inpatient facilities.  MCM is not limited to services given by a specific type of provider or given setting or location.  Key activities include initial assessment of the service needs; development of a comprehensive, individualized service plan; coordination of the services required to implement the plan; as well as client monitoring to assess the efficacy of the plan; and periodic re-evaluation and revision of the plan as necessary.  May include client-specific advocacy and/or review of utilization of services. 

Category #5 - Support Services 

Psychosocial Support Services
Total Funding Available $14,361

Individual and/or group counseling activities, including alternative services (e.g. visualization, massage, art, music and play), child abuse and neglect counseling, HIV support groups, pastoral care, recreational outings, care giver support  and bereavement counseling.  

Category # 6- Support Services 

Food Bank/Home Delivered Meals       
Total Funding Available $14,361
This service is for provision of actual food, meals, or nutritional supplements.  (Note: Food vouchers will be provided by DCH, please avoid duplication of services.)

Category #7 - Support Service 

Substance Abuse Outpatient Care
Total Funding Available $11,489

The provision of medical or other treatment and/or counseling to address substance abuse problems (i.e., alcohol and/or legal and illegal drugs) provided in an outpatient setting rendered by a physician or under the supervision of a physician, or by other qualified personnel.

Oral Health Care                                

    Total Funding Available $17,233


Services include diagnostic, preventive and therapeutic services provided by general dental practitioners, dental specialists, dental hygienists and auxiliaries and other trained primary care providers.


Category #9 - Support Service 

Emergency Financial Assistance


                 Total Funding Available $2,872
The provision of short-term* payment for medications assistance when other resources are not available.  These short-term payment must be RWP Part B fully tracked to assure limited amounts, limited use, and for limited time periods.  

(Note: Short-term is defined as 30 calendar days)
