This is information to provide further clarification: 

· The staffing pattern delineated in the National ACT model standards is recommended, however the County realizes that the amount of funding available in this RFP will require creativity on the part of the selected bidder(s) to provide services with the highest fidelity to the ACT model standards.  In general, ACT teams require adequate numbers of staff members with sufficient individual competence to carry out the array of services and to establish quality supportive relationships with clients.  In addition, the selected bidder(s) will be expected to generate other revenue to offset program costs, i.e., Medi-Cal, EPSDT, etc.  This additional revenue should be used to support staffing costs. 
· The MAYSI-2 screening tool will be completed by the BHC team, which will be made available upon referral to the ACT program. 
· It is not anticipated that youths enrolled in the Functional Family Therapy program will be enrolled in the ACT program simultaneously.

· ACT program services will not be provided to youth or their families while the youth are incarcerated, however, upon release the ACT provider can move into the home and begin delivering services and bill for appropriate services.  Also, ACT program services will not be provided to youth that are hospitalized; or admitted/enrolled in the County DCFS’ Children’s Crisis Assessment, Intervention and Resolution (CCAIR), Adolescent Day Treatment Program, or Expansion Day Treatment Program. 
· Although the description of the ACT program in this RFP resembles WRAP Services, it is not.  ACT will be just one component that the BHC can utilize in the holistic approach to family treatment.  
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
