2. The current vendor has approximately 110 clients opened within their program.  Approximately 52% men, 48% women. 

3. The initial term of the Agreement would be October 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009 (9 months), with an option to renew for two additional twelve (12) month periods.

5. The Fresno County Department of Behavioral Health’s Outpatient Services programs can refer clients to the successful bidder. 

6. For a description of outreach services, please see pg. 19 of the RFP.  Currently, department staff that is funded by PATH grant funds go to the Poverello House to conduct outreach and linkage services.  Starting October 1, 2008, the successful bidder would perform these types of services. 

7. Start up costs can be negotiated with a preferred range of 10-15% of the maximum annual contract award.

8. Services targeting the metropolitan area are encouraged.  

9. Please see pages 21 – 22 of the RFP, item 16 (a) through (f) for a description of supportive housing. 

10. All participants in the program are not required to be referred to the successful 

bidder from the Department of Behavioral Health (department) nor is it required 

that they are approved by the department.  It is anticipated that the

Department of Behavioral Health would have the ability to send referrals to the 

successful bidder. 

11. All staff selections are the responsibility of the successful bidder.  Through the contract monitoring process, the County would reserve the right to work with the successful bidder to ensure staffing is in compliance with the terms of the Agreement and this RFP.

12.  An example of a methodology for calculating a direct service productivity rate is:

 # of billable hours divided by # of hours worked.

For a general example, if an employee is able to bill 6 hours per day during a five day work week their total billable hours equals 30 hours.  30 hours divided by 40 hours (8 hours per day times 5 days a week) indicates that the employee’s productivity rate is 75%. 

13. The maximum amount of annual funding available for the service contract is $500,000.  If the successful bidder builds in revenue into their cost proposal, the revenue projected within the cost proposal would be used to offset the gross cost of the contract.  For example, if the successful bidder shows $500,000 in expenses to operate the program and builds in $100,000 of revenue through Medi-cal billing, the gross contract amount would be $600,000 with the revenues projected paying for expenses over the funding cap. If the successful bidder fails to generate sufficient revenues as identified within their budget proposal, the COUNTY shall not be obligated to pay the difference between the estimated amount and the actual amount generated. 

14. Funding and workload targets would be prorated for the nine (9) month initial term of the contract.  Second year term (full 12 months) of the contract would require the successful bidder to serve 30 clients on going, and the same for the third year of the Agreement.  Please see SCOPE OF WORK, Program Service Description, item 4, “Specific services as it relates to mental health”.  
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
