Clarification

1. Page 3 Paragraph 2-Program funding will require monthly invoicing to reflect actual expenditures for services delivered by the 10th of each month.  Monthly invoice should be sent to DCFS Administration and include monthly activity report.  Payment on invoice is contingent upon receipt of both the invoice and activity reports together.  Invoices should include balance of Agreement for upcoming month.  

2. Page 3 Paragraph 3-The term “Clients” is changed from “Clients” to “children and families”.
3. Page 3 first paragraph 1st  and page 5, 1st  correct the following website: to (http://www.sdsu-spi.org./spi_archives/docs/EXECSUM4.pdf) and attachment of Home Visiting Model will be available via Purchasing Website.

4. Page 25 Cost Proposal:

a. Population: Replace Term “Clients” with “Children and Families”.
b. Home Visits: Replaced statement to read: The number of  annual visits annually and other services shall be reflected in outcomes presented by Contractor.
c. Supervision: One dedicated supervisor for every 5 FTE.  Example:  5 fulltime home visitors / 1 fulltime supervisor,  5 part-time workers / 50% of supervisor duties related to Home Visiting Program.  It is expected that regardless of number of home visitors use, direct supervision is required.

5. The highest rates of care for children and families come from the following zip codes: 93706, 93702, and 93727.  However families may come from  all areas of Fresno County including  rural areas (Selma, Coalinga, Huron, Orange Cove, Reedley and  Parlier)

6. It is anticipated that 8-12 families will be referred monthly with the goal to end services at six months if feasible.  This will include high risk families.

7. The County will not be billing per Unit of Service.

8. Training requirements will be coordinated together with County staff.

9. Funds for services will come from Non-Title IV E Eligible services that can be covered by Child Welfare allocation as a service plan contracted expenditure.

10. Approximately 15% o children and families will require services lasting over six months and will be handled per situation basis and the home visitor is expected to work with the social worker assigned to the family.

11.  Start up costs is included in contracted amount of $202,000.  

12. The County and the previous contractor will develop a transition plan of moving families at no additional costs to the contract or previous contractor. 

13. Contractor shall have available a home visitor that is fluent in Spanish and able to provide needed services to approximately 15% of Spanish Speaking monolingual children and families including those in rural areas of Fresno County.

14.  As of June 30, 2008, there were 150 families served from Family Maintenance Families for the home visitation programs.
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
