OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno (County), on behalf of the Department of Public Health, is seeking proposals from experienced vendors to perform medical examinations and provide biological/medical monitoring for personnel exposed or potentially exposed to hazardous substances.  The County employs its own Emergency Response Team which provides twenty-four (24) hour on-call emergency hazardous material incident assessments and emergency support services throughout the County.  The Emergency Response Team provides emergency response and consultation, cleanup and control assistance, inspection and enforcement services of a wide variety of hazardous substances.  

There are currently twenty-four (24) staff requiring annual or periodic examinations. The average number of new staff requiring base line testing is four (4) per year.  
The successful Bidder shall perform medical services in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations including but not limited to Occupational Safety and Health Standards 29 CFR Part 1910.134(e).
Contractor will be responsible for providing adequate biological/medical monitoring which encompasses baseline, periodic, and special examinations, and examinations upon leaving the Emergency Response Team.
INSPECTOR BASELINE EXAMINATIONS: Contractor shall provide a baseline examination to all Emergency Response Team, Hazardous Materials Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA) and Solid Waste Program personnel.
PERIODIC EXAMINATIONS: Contractor shall provide annually to all employees who have previously had baseline examinations a periodic examination.

Contractor will be required to provide more frequent examinations when previously diagnosed work-related health problems are found.

Documented environmental data, which indicates occupational exposures to regulated carcinogens and other chemicals, will also establish the need for regular monitoring.
SPECIAL EXAMINATIONS:  When medical history and occupational history information indicates, the Contractor agrees to provide other tests or examinations that may be required by Title 8 of the California Administrative Code, General Industry Safety Orders.

ADDITIONAL OBLIGATIONS:  Contractor’s medical director shall review all medical records and test results and shall, within 30 days of the examination, submit a summary report of County employee’s suitability for continued work activities and certification of ability.  Review and quality control of medical examinations.
EXIT EXAMINATIONS: Employees leaving the Emergency Response Team, CUPA and the Solid Waste Program shall participate in this medical exam.  The exam content will consist of all tests as identified in the baseline exam and any additional tests recommended by the physician.
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
