1. Due to the circumstances surrounding this RFP, the bid closing date will not be extended in order to allow the maximum amount of time for the transition of consumers.
2. The vendor is expected and encouraged to complete all necessary activities to secure the maximum amount of Medi-Cal billing possible.  The 75% staff productivity rate is not mandated, but is the productivity rate acceptable to the County.  This does not include services billable only to MHSA.
3. All MHSA program expenses are reimbursed at cost, including consumer care costs (i.e. housing), operational costs, and personnel costs.  General ledger documentation must be available upon request for invoice processing.
4. There will not be any additional money available for start-up costs.  Those start-up costs that the vendor deems necessary shall be included in the overall budget for FY 2009/2010.
5. There is no maximum or minimum to the number of pages that a RFP response should include.  The vendor shall provide a responsive bid in the most concise manner.  
6. The average cost for medications for the current TAY program has been approximately $7,300 per month for FY 2008/2009 (July 2008 through May 2009).
7. The current vendor has billed for the following Units of Service for FY 2008/2009: 1,056 units for Crisis Intervention, 118,755 units for Linkage/Brokerage, 10,562 units for Medication Support, and 132,649 units for Mental Health Services.

8. The current TAY program has trained some of their staff on the TIP approach and has utilized this approach in their program.
9. The selected vendor will not be responsible for the leases that the current vendor holds, but may have the option of reviewing and assuming the lease or subleasing a portion of  leased space.  If the selected vendor opts to assume a lease, the County will only provide reimbursement for the portion of space that the TAY program will require.  The current TAY budget included the amount of $70,836 for building rent for the TAY program, which was deemed appropriate for the amount of employees and consumers seen.    Rent is to not exceed this amount.
10. There will be some items available from the current vendor that can be used to offset start-up costs for the selected bidder.  The items include, cubicles, workstations, desk chairs, guest seating, a conference table and chairs, a copier, a fax, printers, and computers.  Start-up costs will be negotiated at the time of contract award.  All vendors should reflect some start-up savings in their cost proposals. 
11. The current vendor has collected approximately $23,000 in consumer rent revenue during FY 2008/2009 (July 2008 through May 2009).
12. Vendors can submit budgets that include cost of living increases or other wage and benefit increases that they deem necessary, but vendors should keep in mind the downturn in the economy and the nature of MHSA funds which are dependent of the amount of taxes received.  Forecasts project a downturn of funding/planning estimates, budgets should reflect cost effectiveness and sustainability strategies.  
13. The primary focus and enrollment of the TAY program will be those between the ages of 16 and 24.  However, the vendor shall submit a proposal that addresses the needs of the current consumers which includes those that fall between the ages of 16 and 59.  In addition, it is an expectation that the selected vendor serves consumers that are involved in Behavioral Health Court who might also fall between the ages of 18 and 59.
14. The Department of Behavioral Health Cultural Competency Committee is currently working on a template that will help the County and County providers properly track and report the cultural and linguistic needs of their target population group as well as their current consumers.
15. Although the contract maximum/program capacity is 99 consumers, vendors should address in their response to the RFP the possibility and capability of the capacity going beyond 99 in order to meet the needs of the consumers.  For example, the program may reach capacity but receive a referral for someone that clearly meets the requirements of the program and can avoid the utilization of crisis services if they are enrolled.
16. The program does not need to have a set number of consumers from each age group, instead consumers should be enrolled and stay enrolled based on medical necessity and the severity of their need for services.  Sample of ages served provided in original RFP. 
17. The selected vendor will receive referrals from the County Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) after it has been reviewed by the MHSA FSP Coordinator and deemed appropriate.  DBH may have received the original referral from various sources, including: the TAY program itself, other County departments, Behavioral Health Court, and other community organizations.
18. The RFP states that the last 3 years of audited financials should be ready and available but they do not need to be included in the vendor’s response to the RFP.
19. It is anticipated the new TAY program will start August 11, 2009 and should present a solid transition plan for consumer care and timelines for start up. 
20. The County is meeting with the current vendor and is in the process of developing a transition plan for each individual consumer.  It is anticipated that there will be less than 99 consumers that will transition to the new program.
21. The medical records for the consumers will not be transferred to the new vendor, however a summary will be provided that clearly outlines the consumers’ current status and brief history and will include most recent assessment, plan of care and progress notes. 
22. Vendors may include amounts in their budget for the cost of retrieving copies medical records from the current provider, but those costs will need to be negotiated between providers.
23. The County does not have the expectation that the new vendor will show or have preference towards hiring front line staff from the current provider.  The vendors will meet to discuss all aspects of transitioning consumers and staff (if deemed appropriate) prior to the contract start date.
24. There has been an average of 30 consumers in paid or subsidized housing in the current TAY program.  There are currently 25 consumers in paid or subsidized housing.
25. The current provider has billed the County for their costs associated with consumer housing totaling $180,168.50 for FY 2008/2009 (July 2008 through May 2009).  These costs include rent and rent subsidies, deposits, costs for damage repair, in-patient substance abuse treatment, and various emergency housing costs.
26. The current provider has contracted with a psychiatrist at a 0.2 FT equivalent position.  The amount in the TAY budget for this contracted position for FY 2008/2009 was $80,000.
27. The Medi-Cal amount that should be included in the proposed budget should include the Federal Financial Participation (FFP) portion or Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnostic, and Treatment (EPSDT) portion.  The current Short-Doyle/Maximum Medi-Cal Reimbursement Rates should be used in determining the proposed FFP and EPSTD revenue in the budget proposal.
28. Crisis Intervention billing is acceptable and expected for the TAY program, based on the nature of the program and its consumers.  Crisis intervention can include assessments, case management, medical support, and other supports.  These services are not restricted to a 5150 diagnosis assessment or intervention.

29. Vendors will be required to disclose all criminal history or civil actions, as detailed in Exhibit A of this Addendum.

30. Outcomes:

The following items listed below represent program goals to be achieved by CONTRACTOR.  The program’s success will be based on the number of goals it can achieve, resulting from performance outcomes.  The contractor will utilize a computerized tracking system with which outcome measures and other relevant client data, such as demographics, will be maintained.  Prior to the auto renewal of awarded contract, a Board Briefing Report (BBR) will be submitted that outlines vendors ability to meet the targeted outcomes, BBR to be submitted at least 90 days prior to auto renewal date.

Regarding Crisis Interventions and Recidivism:

Each enrollee will have no more than six (6) key events (specifically incarceration, homelessness, and crisis or inpatient hospitalization admission) during the first six months in the program.  There will be a reduction of key events for enrollees tracked as:

· No more than 3 key events (incarceration, homelessness, and crisis or inpatient hospitalization admission) during months 6-12 of enrollment in program.

· No more than 1 key events (incarceration, homelessness, and crisis or inpatient hospitalization admission) during months 13-18 of enrollment in program.

A. FSP will show 0% days of homelessness after being enrolled in the program, unless consumer declined housing assistance. The Provider will notify MHSA Manager or designee of consumer’s decline and document accordingly. The provider must have clear documentation of efforts to house consumers in appropriate setting.

B. FSP will show a 90% reduction in Consumer’s days in in-patient psychiatric hospitalizations after being enrolled in FSP compared to the year before being enrolled in the FSP.

C. FSP will show a 90 % reduction in Consumer’s days incarcerated after being enrolled in FSP compared to the year before being enrolled in the FSP.

Regarding Linkages and Referrals:

D. Within 90 days of being enrolled in the FSP, 100% of consumers who did not have SSI will have made applications completed to receive SSI.
E. FSP will provide this data to MHSA on a monthly basis by the 10th of each month regarding SSI status.

F. Within six months of being enrolled in the FSP, 100% of consumers will have linkages to and documentation of a Primary Care Physician.

G. No consumers that are enrolled in the FSP will be referred to or placed on conservatorship while enrolled in the FSP.

H. Within 30 days of enrollment, 100% of consumers will have participated in forming their individualized service plan.

I. Within 120 days of enrollment, at least100% of consumers will be provided/linked to job coaching activities.
J. Where appropriate, within 90 days of enrollment, at least 75% of applicable consumers will have been offered the opportunity to participate in Supportive Education and Employment Services.  Within 120 days of enrollment, at least 95% of applicable consumers will have been offered the opportunity to participate in Supportive Education and Employment Services.
31. The current TAY program is being operated at 7475 N. Palm, Suite 107 Fresno, CA 93711. It was previously operated at 83 E. Shaw Ave. Fresno, CA 93710.
32. Bidders are to disclose criminal history and civil judgments as stated in attachment one to this addendum; the “CERTIFICATION” statement must be signed and returned as a part of your proposal.

DISCLOSURE – CRIMINAL HISTORY & CIVIL ACTIONS:

In their proposal, the bidder is required to disclose if any of the following conditions apply to them, their owners, officers, corporate managers and partners (hereinafter collectively referred to as “Bidder”):

· Within the three-year period preceding the proposal, they have been convicted of, or had a civil judgment rendered against them for:

· fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (federal, state, or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction;

· violation of a federal or state antitrust statute;

· embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification, or destruction of records; or

· false statements or receipt of stolen property

· Within a three-year period preceding their proposal, they have had a public transaction (federal, state, or local) terminated for cause or default.

Disclosure of the above information will not automatically eliminate a Bidder  from consideration.  The information will be considered as part of the determination of whether to award the contract and any additional information or explanation that a Bidder elects to submit with the disclosed information will be considered.  If it is later determined that the Bidder failed to disclose required information, any contract awarded to such Bidder may be immediately voided and terminated for material failure to comply with the terms and conditions of the award.

Any Bidder who is awarded a contract must sign an appropriate Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, and Other Responsibility Matters.  Additionally, the Bidder awarded the contract must immediately advise the County in writing if, during the term of the agreement:  (1) Bidder becomes suspended, debarred, excluded or ineligible for participation in federal or state funded programs or from receiving federal funds as listed in the excluded parties list system (http://www/epls/gov); or (2) . any of the above listed conditions become applicable to Bidder.  The Bidder will indemnify, defend and hold the County harmless for any loss or damage resulting from a conviction, debarment, exclusion, ineligibility or other matter listed in the signed Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, and Other Responsibility Matters.

RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS--PRIMARY COVERED TRANSACTIONS

INSTRUCTIONS FOR CERTIFICATION 

1. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective primary participant is providing the certification set out below.

2. The inability of a person to provide the certification required below will not necessarily result in denial of participation in this covered transaction. The prospective participant shall submit an explanation of why it cannot provide the certification set out below. The certification or explanation will be considered in connection with the department or agency's determination whether to enter into this transaction. However, failure of the prospective primary participant to furnish a certification or an explanation shall disqualify such person from participation in this transaction. 

3. The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when the department or agency determined to enter into this transaction. If it is later determined that the prospective primary participant knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to other remedies available to the Federal Government, the department or agency may terminate this transaction for cause or default. 

4. The prospective primary participant shall provide immediate written notice to the department or agency to which this proposal is submitted if at any time the prospective primary participant learns that its certification was erroneous when submitted or has become erroneous by reason of changed circumstances. 

5. The terms covered transaction, debarred, suspended, ineligible, participant, person, primary covered transaction, principal, proposal, and voluntarily excluded, as used in this clause, have the meanings set out in the Definitions and Coverage sections of the rules implementing Executive Order 12549. You may contact the department or agency to which this proposal is being submitted for assistance in obtaining a copy of those regulations. 

6. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require establishment of a system of records in order to render in good faith the certification required by this clause. The knowledge and information of a participant is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings. 

CERTIFICATION STATEMENT
(1) The prospective primary participant certifies to the best of its knowledge and belief, that it, its owners, officers, corporate managers and partners: 

(a) Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded by any Federal department or agency;

(b) Have not within a three-year period preceding this proposal been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving stolen property;

(c) Have not within a three-year period preceding this application/proposal had one or more public transactions (Federal, State or local) terminated for cause or default. 

(2) Where the prospective primary participant is unable to certify to any of the statements in this certification, such prospective participant shall attach an explanation to this proposal.
