1. The Cost proposal shall provide a breakdown of anticipated expenses for services.  The proposal shall include a narrative, line item budget (Exhibit B), and staffing details specific to service delivery.  Budget narrative shall include, at minimum, estimated units of service provided, cost per unit of each services provided and revenue.  
2. Selected bidder will submit a 3 year budget.  For fiscal year 2009-10, the bidder shall create a nine (9) month budget and 12 month budget for each year to follow.

3. Exhibit B is a sample budget, the county will not be providing for CSS non-reoccurring funds which are considered one time start up costs.  Start up funding will not be provided to selected bidder.  Selected bidder will not be reimbursed for expenses incurred prior to execution of the contract for services.  Cost of services will not exceed maximum contract amount.
4. Selected bidder will be required to submit Health Care Financing Administration (HIFCA 1500-C) forms identifying the units of services for both Medi-Cal and non Medi-Cal eligible services.  The selected bidder is to identify Medi-Cal eligible clients from non Medi-Cal eligible clients.  HIFCA 1500C forms allow for the identification of Medi-Cal eligible clients.  In addition, the selected bidder will utilize a color coded system identifying both Medi-Cal (white paper) and non Medi-Cal eligible (green paper) clients. Technical assistance (training) will be provided by the County to assist selected bidder in filling out HIFCA 1500-C forms.
5. The County will not charge the selected bidder for Medi-Cal claims for the purpose of disallowable claims or administration processing fees.  All claims will be submitted to the County no later than the 10th of the following month.  County staff will enter Medi-Cal billing claims to the State.  

6. Approximately 90% of referrals will be Medi-Cal eligible, 25% will be dually diagnosed, and 90% will be involved with either Probation or Child Welfare.
7. The County anticipates a gradual client participation process, the ACT program will receive referrals from Behavioral health court, Juvenile Justice System, Schools, and County programs.  It is the County’s intent to achieve and maintain an ongoing caseload of 100 at any given time.
8. Proposals are to provide details on the planned hours of operation and staff coverage to allow for 24 hours/seven days per week coverage.  Bidders are to provide how staff communication and planning activities will be conducted to provide for 24/7 coverage.
9. The County anticipates less than 1% of clients and their families will require emergency housing, and/or other housing needs.  Bidders are to provide specific type of housing their programs will provide such as emergency voucher for shelter, vouchers for deposits or to prevent eviction.
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
