Youth 14 -17 and 18-21

Introduction

Fresno County Department of Behavioral Health, Substance Abuse Services (SAS) has compiled a Snapshot of what substance abuse treatment youth clients look like over a one-year period: June 2007 through June 2008. We separated the youth into two categories, 14-17 and 18-21, to correspond to high school-age and college-age treatment clients.  

The data comes from the State’s California Outcomes Measurement System (Cal-OMS), a statewide client-based data collection and outcomes measurement system. In Fresno County, 28 different substance abuse treatment providers enter data into Cal-OMS. This data is entered as reported by clients. Between June 2007 to June 2008, SAS had 2060 unique clients between the ages of 14-17, and 998 unique clients between 18-21 years of age in Fresno County’s treatment system of care. The following information was culled from client data gathered upon their admission to substance abuse treatment services.

Executive Summary

Underage substance abuse is a significant problem in Fresno County, and we see the age of initial use continuing to drop. The Snapshot shows the age of first use of the clients’ primary drug for the 14-17 age group: 37% started between the ages of 10-12, and 53% between the ages of 13-15. A surprising 5% reported that their age of first use for their primary drug was between the ages of 7-9. For the 18-21 age group, 19% first used their primary drug between the age of 10-12, while 45% started between 13-15. Similar to the younger cohort, 4% report their age of first use as between 7-9.

Marijuana is the primary drug for the largest portion of youth treatment clients. The primary drug for youth clients in the 14-17 cohort were in the following order: marijuana (50%), alcohol (41%), methamphetamine (6%). For the 18-21 cohort the order is similar, with a notable increase in the use of methamphetamine: marijuana (41%), alcohol (27%), methamphetamine (21%).

Among Fresno County college-age (18-21) youth treatment clients, a slim majority are currently enrolled in school (52%). Not surprisingly, among the high school-age cohort (14-17), 90% are currently enrolled in school. 

There is a correlation between substance abuse and other disabilities, including mental illness. Among the 14-17 cohort, 4% report a visual disability, while 5% report a mental disability. Among the 18-21 cohort, 2% report a visual disability, and 2% report a mental disability. 

However, the numbers increase in answer to a separate question asking if the client has ever received a mental illness diagnosis. In the 14-17 age cohort, 8% report a mental health diagnosis.  Nine percent (9%) of the 18-21 group report a mental health diagnosis. We suspect many more cases of mental illness go undiagnosed for a variety of reasons. Only 3% of the 18-21 cohort is on medication to help address their mental health issues, while 0% of the 14-17 cohort is on medication for this reason.

A significant number of Fresno County youth treatment clients report involvement with the criminal justice system. Among the 14-17 cohort, 46% are on probation (local/state/federal). The 18-21 cohort reveals that 49% are on probation (local/state/federal).

The Snapshot shows that more male youth than females enter treatment for their substance abuse. The 14-17 cohort is 63% male, while the 18-21 cohort is 65% male. 

Among youth clients, the majority are admitted for treatment between the ages of 15-18. The vast majority of both age cohorts are admitted to non-residential, outpatient treatment (14-17: 97%, 18-21: 84%). The only residential program in Fresno County available to those in the 14-17 cohort is housed at the Juvenile Justice campus. Nine percent (9%) of the 18-21 cohort received residential treatment for 31 days or more.

The Snapshot shows that many youth clients who report receiving treatment for substance abuse in the past. In the 14-17 cohort, 15% report between 1-5 prior treatment episodes. Among the 18-21 cohort, 33% report between 1-5 prior treatment episodes.
