1) Bids must include a completed cost proposal worksheet. Bidder may include additional breakdown of costs that more accurately reflect bidder’s cost proposal. Bidder’s cost proposal must include narrative of costs. Scoring will be based on the bidder’s ability to provide deliverables in an efficient manner, as demonstrated through Bidder’s cost proposal.
2) Some technical assistance may be provided by MHSA component coordinators who have conducted community planning processes for their respective MHSA component plans. It should be noted that these community planning processes were much more limited in scope than that of the RFP in hand.
3) A performance bond is not applicable and therefore not required for this RFP.
4) Professional liability insurance is required for all licensed clinical staff working for awardee of contract.
5) Rationale and identification of chart sampling to be included in bid response.
