OVERVIEW
The County of Fresno, through its Department of Behavioral Health, Substance Abuse Services Division (DBH-SAS), is seeking a qualified Medical Director for the Pathways to Recovery program, hereinafter referred to as Pathways.  Services at Pathways are provided by professional staff, including a licensed physician certified in addiction medicine and licensed and unlicensed mental health clinicians, substance abuse specialists and community mental health specialists.  Services include psychosocial assessments, substance abuse assessments, individual and group treatment, medication services, skill development, case management, evening family educational and support groups, treatment groups for domestic violence, grief and loss, victimization, depression and anxiety.  Pathways services are aimed toward facilitating client wellness and recovery, and helping them to work through any barriers in order to ultimately become self-sufficient.

The current vendor contract for these services will expire on October 31, 2009 and the new vendor is expected to begin services November 1, 2009. Services will be provided at a minimum 2 times per week in four hour segments, further detailed in the Scope of Work.
Pathways provides services in three tracks:

Track I:  Substance abuse treatment for pregnant and parenting women.  This is an intensive outpatient substance abuse treatment program that includes three phases beginning with an intensive five day per week program, progressing to three days per week, followed by the final phase that requires one day per week participation. Within Track I each phase lasts approximately three months, with the client completing a total of nine months of treatment. 

Track II:  Mental health services for female and male CalWORKs referrals.  This is a two-phase treatment and supported employment-oriented service that addresses barriers that may interfere with employment, vocational training, or educational goals.

Track III:  Intensive integrated treatment services for female and male participants who have co-occurring mental health and substance abuse disorders.  Client referrals originate from Track I and Track II.

In addition, the Early Intervention Center (The Center) provides therapeutic licensed child care for children ages 0-6 while their mothers utilize the services at Pathways.  The Center offers personalized support for parents and children through education, therapy, and coaching in a safe and serene environment. Pathways’ focus is on helping clients develop the hope, knowledge, and skills necessary to assist them in applying their wellness and recovery plan in all aspects of their lives at home, school, training and/or work.
