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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno on behalf of the Department of Social Services (DSS), is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to provide Employment Readiness Workshops and Job Retention Services for eligible Hmong speaking CalWORKs recipients and other eligible participants who are placed in the 80/20 Subsidized Employment Program. Services are expected to be provided from May 1, 2010 through September 30, 2010 (5-month budget). It is estimated that 200 participants will be eligible to receive services during the contract period. Requested services will augment and/or complement the current delivery of the CalWORKs Employment Services Program to eligible CalWORKs recipients in Fresno County.
Services will be funded by the Emergency Contingency Fund (ECF) through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009.  At the County’s sole discretion, services may be extended should Federal funding be extended through Federal Fiscal Year 2011.
Services received through this procurement process must conform to supporting state and federal legislation and the California Department of Social Services Manual of Policies and Procedures, Eligibility and Assistance Standards, Division 42, Chapter 700 (http://www.cdss.ca.gov/cdssweb/entres/getinfo/pdf/eas6.PDF). Eligible organizations interested in submitting a proposal must adhere to all conditions, instructions, and proposal requirements as contained in the RFP.

All contracts for services will include performance measures, such as workshop completion rate, job retention at 30, 90 and 180 days and other appropriate outcomes, as established by DSS.  Contracts will be closely monitored for performance and providers will be required to report monthly outcomes and expenses.  Please see Attachment A for an example of the contract. Monthly activity and financial reports will be due to DSS by the 10th of each month and reviewed for accuracy.  Reimbursement for monthly expenses may be delayed in the event inaccurate reports are submitted. Please see Attachment B for an example of the financial and activity report. Bidders must review the Proposal Content Requirements Checklist (Attachment C) to ensure all required documents are included in the proposal.  When responding to the RFP, bidders should refer to the Proposal Rating Sheet (Attachment D) evaluation form to ensure the proposal meets the needs of the County.

The services provided are funded in whole or in part by the State of California.  In the event that funding for these services is delayed by the State Controller, County may defer payment to contractors.  The amount of the deferred payment shall not exceed the amount of funding delayed by the State Controller to the County.  The period of time of the deferral by County shall not exceed the period of time of the State Controller’s delay of payment to County plus forty-five (45) days.
