· Fresno County Department of Behavioral Health, Substance Abuse Services (DBH-SAS) is seeking bidder(s) who propose a broad range of possible evidence-based strategies to implement the County’s 2010-2015 Five-Year Strategic Prevention Plan (SPP) for Alcohol and Other Drugs. The SPP is a new plan based on Fresno County’s data-identified problem areas that require new strategies to address effectively. The SPP can be accessed through the following link: http://www.co.fresno.ca.us/uploadedFiles/Departments/Behavioral_Health/PDF/Strategic%20Prevention%20Plan_010410_FINAL.pdf. 

· For each section(s) the bidder(s) respond to, it is required that an individual response and separate binder with all of the RFP requirements be submitted. Each binder is to be clearly marked on the cover with the proposal name, number identification of which section is being responded to, the closing date, the bidder’s name and index tabs separating the required components. Be sure to identify which section is being responded to on the Proposal Identification Sheet and on the box with the binders.

· Agencies applying for any section(s) of the RFP can build on programs they are currently providing if the strategies are evidence-based, proven and aligned with the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP) strategies and the primary activities identified in the Logic Models of the SPP. Bidder(s) must demonstrate in their proposal the effectiveness of proposed evidence-based strategies to achieve each Objective. There is not an approved list of evidence-based programs or strategies; it is up to the bidder to select and include in their proposal appropriate evidence-based strategies. 

· If bidder(s) submit a proposal that builds on current programs and operations, they must clearly identify in the proposal that this funding will not be used for existing services. 

· Proposals will not be evaluated solely on the number of youth and young adults directly served. DBH-SAS is looking for a highly productive program that effectively serves as many youth as possible across Fresno County with quality, evidence-based programming. 

· Although bidder(s) are not required to join the Community Partnership for Substance Abuse Prevention, they are strongly encouraged to do so. In addition, preference will be given to bidder(s) that display effective collaborative relationships with other providers, agencies, communities, families, youth and other interested individuals. · Each bidder will be required to obtain data by conducting pre-tests and post-tests that contain the same wording as the California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS), which can be accessed by clicking here: http://www.wested.org/cs/chks/print/docs/chks_archives.html. The specific years that Fresno County utilized for the baseline data that was used in the SPP, Appendix D, Data Sources Reviewed, can be accessed by clicking this link to the SPP: http://www.co.fresno.ca.us/uploadedFiles/Departments/Behavioral_Health/PDF/Strategic%20Prevention%20Plan_010410_FINAL.pdf. Bidder(s) shall not depend on the CHKS to be administered by school districts; rather, they are expected to use the same wording on surveys they administer to the youth and young adults that receive services through the awarded Agreements.

All proposals that are complete will be accepted and evaluated, with preference given to bidder(s) that comprehensively address the identified target populations most effectively. Although the CHKS has only been administered up to 11th grade, the selected bidder(s) will be required to obtain data for young adults between 18-20 by conducting pre- and post-tests that contain the same wording as the CHKS in order to measure changes.

· The target population for Section IV includes non-traditional students such as those attending alternative, continuation, community day, juvenile court and county community schools, as well as students that are at pre-entry points to enrollment in a non-tradition school, including students with detention, referrals to qualified services, suspension, citations from law enforcement and/or showing a history of school violence.

· The “Long Term Outcomes” identified in the Logic Model for Goal Two (2) at the end of Section III of the Scope of Work include the alcohol and other drug use categories identified in the CHKS, such as alcohol, marijuana, inhalants, cocaine, methamphetamines and ecstasy. The benchmark data used to measure the successful bidder(s) success will be the CHKS data from the 2006-2008 two-year period, which can be accessed through the link above. DBH-SAS expects to see a reduction in use in the specified number of alcohol and other drug use categories within the indicated time period. 

For example, by 6/30/2014, the successful bidder(s) is expected to demonstrate a reduction in 3-5 alcohol and other drug use categories OR a reduction of 3% in a single category. Any reduction will be measured by the successful bidder(s) administering a survey using the same wording as that included in the 2006-2008 CHKS regarding current alcohol and other drug use (past 30 days) to the youth and young adults receiving services. This will demonstrate any changes in the intervening time period and gauge the long term impact of services. 

· A complete proposal includes all of the components of the Proposal Content Requirement section included in the RFP. 
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
