OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno, on behalf of the Department of Behavioral Health, Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) is seeking qualified school organizations who are interested in developing and implementing an Evidence Based Practice/Program (EBP) – school-based prevention and early intervention program for kindergarten through eighth grade (K-8).  The County will develop an Agreement which will allow for qualified and selected School Organizations to participate and be included in a Master Agreement.  If additional MHSA funding becomes available for this project, the Master Agreement will allow for additional school organizations to be added.  When adding additional school organizations to the Master Agreement, the Department will determine which organizations will be selected to the Master Agreement based on scoring of non-selected proposals submitted during this Request for Proposal process.  School organizations must be approved by Department of Behavioral Health Director or designee.
The preference of the County is to award the available funds; approximately $191,062 for six (6) months in FY 2010-11 (January 2011 – June 2011) and $363,018 for twelve (12) months in FY 2011-12 (July 2011 – June 2012), to more than one agency with each agency requesting a portion of the funds to provide services in one or more schools.  Beginning in FY 2012-13 (July 2012 – June 2013) funding will decrease by 5% to $344,867 and continue to decrease by 5% each subsequent fiscal year.  In order to facilitate this collaboration the County would anticipate allocating funds and contracting with multiple agencies with one serving as the lead agency.  It is anticipated that each lead organization would be responsible for coordinating service delivery with the other contracted organizations, and handling performance/outcome reporting on behalf of the collaboration.  Funds will be prorated based on start date of contract.

Under the provision of the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), Prevention and Early Intervention component, the County’s Department of Behavioral Health received funding to expand, develop and create successful programs for children, transitional aged youth, adults, and older adults in a culturally, ethically, and linguistically competent approach for underserved and un-served population to reduce the long-term adverse impact on individuals and their families resulting from untreated serious mental illness.  Programs proposed by school organizations will identify its approach and expected outcomes of the services they will provide to the underserved and un-served target populations, children and youth in stressed families, at risk for school failure and juvenile justice involvement through it’s school based prevention and early intervention strategies. Bidders are to convey in their proposals an understanding of the purposes and limitations of MHSA PEI funding as described in the State’s PEI Guidelines (see references for more information).  Bidders should also acquaint themselves with the entire Fresno County Three-Year Prevention and Early Intervention Plan.  Bidders must demonstrate an understanding of the need to leverage additional community resources and/or collaborate with other County MHSA PEI projects in order to maximize the utility of the contract award.  For example, it is expected that Bidder will include a commitment to learn about and, where possible, collaborate with the providers of the following PEI projects:

· Peer Support Services;

· Blue Sky Wellness Center;  

· Perinatal Mental Health Prevention and Early Intervention;

· Access and Navigation Specialists

· Horticultural-Therapeutic Neighborhood Resource Centers;

· Crisis Intervention;

· Linkages to services for individuals presenting with First Onset of Serious Mental Illness(SMI)

· Mental health services at Community Primary Care Clinics

Outcomes measurements shall demonstrate an effective increase in the penetration rates for traditionally un-served and underserved populations including communities marginalized because of rural living conditions and cultural, ethnic, racial, and linguistic characteristics.

Individuals who present serious emotional disturbance (SED) will need more extensive mental health treatment services outside of the school setting and shall be linked through a referral process to the County’s Children’s Mental Health Division or community based organizations (CBO) for rapid individual or group treatment.
