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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno on behalf of the Department of Social Services is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to provide Basic Living Skills Education and Training Services (BLS) to a minimum of 400 foster youth annually between the ages 14 to 20, involved in the Fresno County Independent Living Program (ILP).  The purpose of BLS is to assist youth in foster care and alumni in making the transition from foster care to self-sufficiency by providing services such as assistance in obtaining a high school diploma, career exploration, vocational training, job placement and retention, training in daily living skills, training in budgeting and financial management skills, and preventive health activities.  Education and training for former foster youth 18 to 20 involved with ILP should include housing information, counseling, employment, education, finances and other appropriate support and services in order to complete the youth’s own efforts to achieve self-sufficiency.  The County has a maximum of $83,000 per 12 month period available for this service.
