Key areas that required clarification:

· Bidders must include all three types of specialized assessments in their proposal.  Bidders who fail to include all three assessment types will be excluded from consideration.  There is not a request that the bidder include costs for development of the Welfare to Work Plans by themselves
· Bidders are encouraged to include additional or alternative assessment tools other than those listed in the RFP, but must provide justification as to why the test is necessary in the development of the Welfare to Work Plan and include verification that the assessment tools are validated testing instruments.

· Once CalWORKs participants have their Welfare to Work Plan developed by DSS or the contracted vendor, they are considered assessed and will not be referred again for additional testing unless it is for a Learning Disability Evaluation.
· Under Case Management Services, the bidder is only responsible for tracking attendance for the assessment activity.  Attendance verification will include sign-in sheets.

· The administration of the assessments may be provided by vendor staff that has received training for the respective assessment tools being used.  The trained staff must be able to administer and interpret the testing instruments.  However, as indicated in the RFP, only a licensed psychologist or psychiatrist may diagnose a participant with a learning disability after completion of the evaluation.

· Bidders may choose to list customers and/or previous contracts as references.  If listing customers as references, the date requested would be the date of service.  However, if providing current or previous contracts as references, the date range of the contract term should be included.
