Approximately 90% of consumers enrolled in the Assertive Community Treatment (ACT) program are Medi-Cal Eligible.  Estimated medication expenses are to be identified and included within the Proposal budget

5. Housing Support – is to be identified by the bidder.  Bid proposals are to include the organizations housing supportive services and the type of service it will provide to consumers and their family if needed. The current anticipated cost for said program is $1,527,000.00 for each twelve month period.  MHSA will fund $583,000.00; estimated medi-cal revenue is $944,000.00.
