Note:  the reference to “bids” in the following paragraphs applies to RFP's and RFQ's

GENERAL CONDITIONS

By submitting a bid the bidder agrees to the following conditions.  These conditions will apply to all subsequent purchases based on this bid.

1. BID PREPARATION:  
A) All prices and notations must be typed or written in ink.  No erasures permitted.  Errors may be crossed out, initialed and corrections printed in ink by person signing bid.

B) Brand Names:  Brand names and numbers when given are for reference. Equal items will be considered, provided the offer clearly describes the article and how it differs from that specified.  In the absence of such information it shall be understood the offering is exactly as specified.

C) State brand or make of each item.  If bidding on other than specified, state make, model and brand being bid and attach supporting literature/specifications to the bid.

D) Bid on each item separately.  Prices should be stated in units specified herein.  All applicable charges must be quoted; charges on invoice not quoted herein will be disallowed.

E) Time of delivery is a part of the consideration and must be stated in definite terms and must be adhered to.  F.O.B. Point shall be destination or freight charges must be stated.

C) ISSUING AGENT/AUTHORIZED CONTACT:  This RFP/RFQ has been issued by County of Fresno, Purchasing. Purchasing shall be the vendor’s sole point of contact with regard to the RFP/RFQ, its content, and all issues concerning it.

All communication regarding this RFP/RFQ shall be directed to an authorized representative of County Purchasing. A) Award(s) will be made to the most responsive responsible bidder; however, the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference and/or the Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Preference shall take precedence when applicable.  Said Preferences apply only to Request for Quotations for materials, equipment and/or supplies only (no services); the preference do not apply to Request for Proposals. RFQ evaluations will include such things as life-cycle cost, availability, delivery costs and whose product and/or service is deemed to be in the best interest of the County.  The County shall be the sole judge in making such determination. 

B) Unless bidder gives notice of all-or-none award in bid, County may accept any item, group of items or on the basis of total bid.

13. SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:

Vendor shall submit to County’s monitoring of said compliance.

Appeals should address only areas regarding RFP contradictions, procurement errors, quotation rating discrepancies, legality of procurement context, conflict of interest, and inappropriate or unfair competitive procurement grievance regarding the RFP/RFQ process.

Purchasing will provide a written response to the complainant within seven (7) working days unless the complainant is notified more time is required.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with the decision of Purchasing, he/she shall have the right to appeal to the Purchasing Agent/CAO within seven (7) working days after Purchasing’s notification; except if, notified to appeal directly to the Board of Supervisors at the scheduled date and time.

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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno Purchasing on behalf of the Department of Behavioral Health is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to deliver mental health prevention and early intervention (PEI) services to youth ages 11 – 18 years using the Functional Family Therapy (FFT) evidence-based model.

The target population shall include youth who are at-risk of involvement, or are currently involved in the juvenile justice system, and have a significant family conflict.  Additionally, services shall be provided to clients/families in rural/metro areas; to clients/families that have no or limited means of payment for services; to clients/families who have traditionally been reluctant to seek services from traditional mental health setting; and to clients/families who are in danger of homelessness, hospitalizations, out of home placements, or emergency room visits.

FFT is a short-term evidence-based program with an average of 15 sessions, once a week for 15 weeks.  The intervention program itself consists of five major components in addition to pretreatment activities:  Engagement in change; Motivation to change; Relational/Interpersonal Assessment and planning for Behavior change; Behavior Change; and Generalization across behavioral domains and multiple systems.
Services are conducted in both clinic and home settings, and can also be provided in a variety of settings including schools, child welfare facilities, probation and parole offices/aftercare systems, and mental health facilities.

FFT is a strength-based evidence-based mental health PEI model.  At its core is a focus and assessment of those risk and protective factors that impact the adolescent and his or her environment, with specific attention paid to both intrafamilial and extramarital factors, and how they present within and influence the therapeutic process.
The program that will be established by the successful bidder(s) to deliver the above services shall meet the requirements of a PEI program under the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) as defined in the MHSA PEI Guidelines, which can be accessed at MHSA Funding:  Prevention & Early Intervention.
It is the County's intent to contract with the successful bidder(s) for Fiscal Year 2013-2014.  For consistency and stability of the FFT program, the County will explore designing the contract with the successful bidder(s) to include language that would allow the term of the contract to run for 5 years contingent upon continued funding from the State.
The maximum annual award amount is $494,588. The annual award amount represents MHSA funds and does not include the estimated revenue amounts to be generated in this program as estimated in the Cost Proposal section below, i.e., Medi-Cal, private insurance, and client self-pay payments.

TRADE SECRET ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

All proposals received by the County shall be considered "Public Record" as defined by Section 6252 of the California Government Code.  This definition reads as follows:

PROPOSAL PREPARATION:  Proposals should be submitted in the formats shown under "PROPOSAL CONTENT REQUIREMENTS" section of this RFP.

County of Fresno will not be held liable or any cost incurred by bidders responding to RFP.

Bidders are to bid what is specified or requested first.  If unable to or unwilling to, bidder may bid alternative or option, indicating all advantages, disadvantages and their associated cost.
SUPPORTIVE MATERIAL:  Additional material may be submitted with the proposal as appendices.  Any additional descriptive material that is used in support of any information in your proposal must be referenced by the appropriate paragraph(s) and page number(s).

5. EVALUATION CRITERIA:  Respondents will be evaluated on the basis of their responses to all questions and requirements in this RFP and product cost.  The County shall be the sole judge in the ranking process and reserves the right to reject any or all bids.  False, incomplete or unresponsive statements in connection with this proposal may be sufficient cause for its rejection.
SELECTION PROCESS:  All proposals will be evaluated by a team consisting of representatives from appropriate County Department(s), and Purchasing.  It will be their responsibility to make the final recommendations.  Purchasing will chair or co‑chair the evaluation or evaluation process.

Organizations that submit a proposal may be required to make an oral presentation to the Selection Committee.  These presentations provide an opportunity for the individual, agency, or organization to clarify its proposal to ensure thorough, mutual understanding.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR:  In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by Contractor under any ensuing Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that Contractor, including any and all of Contractor's officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an independent contractor, and shall act in an independent capacity and not as an officer, agent, servant, employee, joint venturer, partner, or associate of the County.  Furthermore, County shall have no right to control, supervise, or direct the manner or method by which Contractor shall perform its work and function.  However, County shall retain the right to administer this Agreement so as to verify that Contractor is performing its obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof.  Contractor and County shall comply with all applicable provisions of law and the rules and regulations, if any, of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over matters the subject thereof.

Because of its status as an independent contractor, Contractor shall have absolutely no right to employment rights and benefits available to County employees.  Contractor shall be solely liable and responsible for providing to, or on behalf of, its employees all legally required employee benefits.  In addition, Contractor shall be solely responsible and save County harmless from all matters relating to payment of Contractor's employees, including compliance with Social Security, withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.  It is acknowledged that during the term of the Agreement, Contractor may be providing services to others unrelated to the COUNTY or to the Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:  Contractor agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless and at County's request, defend the County, its officers, agents and employees, from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to County in connection with the performance, or failure to perform, by Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement and from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by the performance, or failure to perform, of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement.

PRICE RESPONSIBILITY:  The selected vendor will be required to assume full responsibility for all services and activities offered in the proposal, whether or not they are provided directly. Further, the County of Fresno will consider the selected vendor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the contract.  The contractor may not subcontract or transfer the contract, or any right or obligation arising out of the contract, without first having obtained the express written consent of the County.

ADDRESSES AND TELEPHONE NUMBERS:  The vendor will provide the business address, mailing address and e-mail address if different, as well as the telephone number of the individual signing the contract.

ASSURANCES:  Any contract awarded under this RFP must be carried out in full compliance with The Civil Rights Act of 1964, The Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, their subsequent amendments, and any and all other laws protecting the rights of individuals and agencies.  The County of Fresno has a zero tolerance for discrimination, implied or expressed, and wants to ensure that policy continues under this RFP.  The contractor must also guarantee that services, or workmanship, provided will be performed in compliance with all applicable local, state, or federal laws and regulations pertinent to the types of services, or project, of the nature required under this RFP.  In addition, the contractor may be required to provide evidence substantiating that their employees have the necessary skills and training to perform the required services or work.

INSURANCE:
Without limiting the COUNTY's right to obtain indemnification from CONTRACTOR or any third parties, CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect, the following insurance policies or a program of self-insurance, including but not limited to, an insurance pooling arrangement or Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) throughout the term of the Agreement:

A. Commercial General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and an annual aggregate of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000). This policy shall be issued on a per occurrence basis.  COUNTY may require specific coverages including completed operations, products liability, contractual liability, Explosion-Collapse-Underground, fire legal liability or any other liability insurance deemed necessary because of the nature of this contract.

B. Automobile Liability
Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with limits for bodily injury of not less than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000.00) per person, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) per accident and for property damages of not less than Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00), or such coverage with a combined single limit of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00).  Coverage should include owned and non-owned vehicles used in connection with this Agreement.

C. Professional Liability
If CONTRACTOR employs licensed professional staff, (e.g., Ph.D., R.N., L.C.S.W., M.F.C.C.) in providing services, Professional Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000.00) annual aggregate.

The CONTRACTOR(S) shall have either separate policies or umbrella policy with endorsements covering Child Abuse/Molestation and Social Services Liability coverage or have a specific endorsement on their General Commercial liability policy covering Child Abuse/Molestation and Social Services Liability.  The policy limits for these policies shall be $1,000,000 per occurrence with a $2,000,000 annual aggregate.  The policies are to be on a per occurrence basis.
Contractor shall obtain endorsements to the Commercial General Liability insurance naming the County of Fresno, its officers, agents, and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned. Such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under Contractor's policies herein.  This insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance written notice given to County.
Within thirty (30) days from the date Contractor executes this Agreement, Contractor shall provide certificates of insurance and endorsement as stated above for all of the foregoing policies, as required herein, to the County of Fresno, Department of Behavioral Health, 3133 Millbrook Avenue, Fresno, California, 93703, Attention:  MHSA Staff Analyst, stating that such insurance coverage have been obtained and are in full force; that the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees will not be responsible for any premiums on the policies; that such Commercial General Liability insurance names the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned; that such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees, shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under Contractor's policies herein; and that this insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance, written notice given to County.
In the event Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, the County may, in addition to other remedies it may have, suspend or terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of such event.

All policies shall be with admitted insurers licensed to do business in the State of California.  Insurance purchased shall be purchased from companies possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of A FSC VII or better.

AUDIT AND RETENTION:  The Contractor shall maintain in good and legible condition all books, documents, papers, data files and other records related to its performance under this contract.  Such records shall be complete and available to Fresno County, the State of California, the federal government or their duly authorized representatives for the purpose of audit, examination, or copying during the term of the contract and for a period of at least three years following the County's final payment under the contract or until conclusion of any pending matter (e.g., litigation or audit), whichever is later.  Such records must be retained in the manner described above until all pending matters are closed.

DEFAULT:  In case of default by the selected bidder, the County may procure materials and services from another source and may recover the loss occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the selected bidder, or by any other legal means available to the County.

BREACH OF CONTRACT:  In the event of breach of contract by either party, the other party shall be relieved of its obligations under this agreement and may pursue any legal remedies.

CONFIDENTIALITY
All services performed by vendor shall be in strict conformance with all applicable Federal, State of California and/or local laws and regulations relating to confidentiality, including but not limited to, California Civil Code, California Welfare and Institutions Code, Health and Safety Code, California Code of Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations.

Vendor shall submit to County’s monitoring of said compliance.

Vendor may be a Business associate of County, as that term is defined in the “Privacy Rule” enacted by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA).  As a HIPAA Business Associate, vendor may use or disclose protected health information (“PHI”) to perform functions, activities or services for or on behalf of County, as specified by the County, provided that such use or disclosure shall not violate HIPAA and its implementing regulations. The uses and disclosures of PHI may not be more expansive than those applicable to County, as the “Covered Entity” under HIPAA’s Privacy Rule, except as authorized for management, administrative or legal responsibilities of the Business Associate.

Vendor shall not use or further disclose PHI other than as permitted or required by the County, or as required by law without written notice to the County.

Vendor shall ensure that any agent, including any subcontractor, to which vendor provides PHI received from, or created or received by the vendor on behalf of County, shall comply with the same restrictions and conditions with respect to such information.

APPEALS

Appeals must be submitted in writing within *seven (7) working days after notification of proposed recommendations for award.  A “Notice of Award” is not an indication of County’s acceptance of an offer made in response to this RFP.  Appeals shall be submitted to County of Fresno Purchasing, 4525 E. Hamilton Avenue, Fresno, California 93702-4599.  Appeals should address only areas regarding RFP contradictions, procurement errors, quotation rating discrepancies, legality of procurement context, conflict of interest, and inappropriate or unfair competitive procurement grievance regarding the RFP process.

Purchasing will provide a written response to the complainant within *seven (7) working days unless the complainant is notified more time is required.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with the decision of Purchasing, he/she shall have the right to appeal to the Purchasing Agent/CAO within seven (7) working days after Purchasing’s notification; except, if notified to appeal directly to the Board of Supervisors at the scheduled date and time.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with Purchasing Agent/CAO’s decision, the final appeal is with the Board of Supervisors.

*The seven (7) working day period shall commence and be computed by excluding the first day and including the last day upon the date that the notification is issued by the County.
RIGHTS OF OWNERSHIP
The County shall maintain all rights of ownership and use to all materials designed, created or constructed associated with this service/project/program.
SPECIFIC bidding instructions AND requirements
ISSUING AGENT:  This RFP has been issued by County of Fresno, Purchasing.  Purchasing shall be the vendor’s sole point of contact with regard to the RFP, its content, and all issues concerning it.

AUTHORIZED CONTACT:  All communication regarding this RFP shall be directed to an authorized representative of County Purchasing.  The specific buyer managing this RFP is identified on the cover page, along with his or her telephone number, and he or she should be the primary point of contact for discussions or information pertaining to the RFP.  Contact with any other County representative, including elected officials, for the purpose of discussing this RFP, it content, or any other issue concerning it, is prohibited unless authorized by Purchasing.  Violation of this clause, by the vendor having unauthorized contact (verbally or in writing) with such other County representatives, may constitute grounds for rejection by Purchasing of the vendor’s quotation.

The above stated restriction on vendor contact with County representatives shall apply until the County has awarded a purchase order or contract to a vendor or vendors, except as follows.  First, in the event that a vendor initiates a formal protest against the RFP, such vendor may contact the appropriate individual, or individuals who are managing that protest as outlined in the County’s established protest procedures.  All such contact must be in accordance with the sequence set forth under the protest procedures.  Second, in the event a public hearing is scheduled before the Board of Supervisors to hear testimony prior to its approval of a purchase order or contract, any vendor may address the Board.

Addendum will be prepared and distributed to all bidders only if necessary to clarify substantive items raised during the bidders' conference.

NUMBER OF COPIES:  Submit one (1) original, with two (2) *reproducible compact discs enclosed and five (5) copies of your proposal no later than the proposal acceptance date and time as stated on the front of this document to County of Fresno Purchasing.  The cover page of each document is to be appropriately marked “Original” or “Copy”.
*Bidder shall submit two (2) reproducible compact discs (i.e.:  PDF file) containing the complete proposal excluding trade secrets.  Compact disc should accompany the original binder and should be either attached to the inside cover of the binder or inserted in an attached sleeve or envelope in the front of the binder to insure the disc is not misplaced.
INTERPRETATION OF RFP:  Vendors must make careful examination of the requirements, specifications and conditions expressed in the RFP and fully inform themselves as to the quality and character of services required.  If any person planning to submit a proposal finds discrepancies in or omissions from the RFP or has any doubt as to the true meaning or interpretation, correction thereof may be requested at the scheduled Vendor Conference (see above). SELECTION COMMITTEE:  All proposals will be evaluated by a team co‑chaired by Purchasing.  All proposals will be evaluated by a review committee that may consist of County of Fresno Purchasing, department staff, community representatives from advisory boards and other members as appropriate.

The proposals will be evaluated in a multi-stage selection process.  Some bids may be eliminated or set aside after an initial review.  If a proposal does not respond adequately to the RFP or the bidder is deemed unsuitable or incapable of delivering services, the proposal may be eliminated from consideration. CONTRACT TERM:  It is County's intent to contract with the successful bidder for a term of one year with the option to renew for up to two (2) additional one (1) year periods.  Additionally and with Board approval, the ensuing agreement may be renewed for an additional two (2) year period for an overall total of five (5) years.  Contract term and additional years over the initial three (3) years are contingent upon continue funding from the State.  County will retain the right to terminate the Agreement upon giving thirty (30) days advance written notification to the Contractor.

PAYMENT:  The County of Fresno, if appropriate, may use Procurement Card to place and make payment for orders under the ensuing contract.

LOCAL VENDOR PREFERENCE:  The Local Vendor Preference does not apply to this Request for Proposal.
SCOPE OF WORK

I. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The County of Fresno Purchasing on behalf of the Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to deliver mental health prevention and early intervention (PEI) services to youth ages 11 – 18 years using the Functional Family Therapy (FFT) evidence-based model.

II. TARGET POPULATION

The target population shall include youth 11 – 18 years old who are at-risk of involvement, or are currently involved in the juvenile justice system, and have a significant family conflict.  Additionally, services shall be provided to clients/families in rural/metro areas; to clients/families that have no or limited means of payment for services; to clients/families who have traditionally been reluctant to seek services from traditional mental health settings; and to clients/families who are in danger of homelessness, hospitalizations, out of home placements, or emergency room visits.  (See Exhibit “D” for Zip Codes.)
Referrals for the FFT program services in this RFP are expected to come from the County’s Family Behavioral Health Court, Probation, schools, other community-based organizations, DBH, or as requested by parents and other caregivers.  Referrals may be received from Fresno, Sanger, Selma, Reedley, Coalinga, Firebaugh, Mendota, Del Rey and other rural communities.

The youth must be living in a permanent placement with a primary caregiver to receive this service.  Dependency Court youth involved in reunification process do not qualify for the service.

A minimum caseload consisting of 350 consumers at any given time shall be enrolled in the FFT program throughout each twelve (12) month period.

III. FUNCTIONAL FAMILY THERAPY (FFT) MODEL

The selected bidder(s) shall be expected to maintain fidelity with the FFT evidence-based model standards.  FFT is a short-term, high quality prevention and early intervention program with an average of 15 sessions, once a week for 15 weeks. Services are conducted in both clinic and home settings, and can also be provided in a variety of settings including schools, child welfare facilities, probation and parole offices/aftercare systems, and mental health facilities.

FFT is a strength-based model. At its core is a focus and assessment of those risk and protective factors that impact the adolescent and his or her environment, with specific attention paid both intrafamilial and extrafamilial factors, and how they present within and influence the therapeutic process.

The intervention program itself consists of five major components in addition to pretreatment activities:  Engagement in change; Motivation to change; Relational/Interpersonal Assessment and planning for Behavior change; Behavior Change; and Generalization across behavioral domains and multiple systems.

IV. BACKGROUND

The FFT project was sponsored in 2003 by the California Institute of Mental Health (CIMH).  In 2003, the County’s agency responsible for services to children and families – the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS), the County’s Probation Department, and the Fresno County Juvenile Court identified a population of unserved and underserved children and youth in the juvenile justice system that were transitioning back into, or remaining in, the community to participate in the FFT program.  The CIMH FFT collaborative also targeted those children and youth within the juvenile justice system that had a history with the Fresno County Special Education, child welfare, and children’s mental health division.  Through the use of Mental Health Services Act Prevention and Early Intervention funds, the County is expanding the FFT program into the community.

V. MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES ACT

The Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), formerly known as Proposition 63, is a voter-approved initiative intended to transform the County’s public and private mental health services and focus on the consumer’s well-being and recovery.  The selected bidder(s) must be thoroughly familiar with the provisions of the MHSA, including but not limited to State MHSA regulations, policies interpretation, and definition. Prospective bidders can view the State’s MHSA policies and procedures and other informational items at the following web site http://www.dmh.ca.gov/mhsa.
VI. MHSA PREVENTION AND EARLY INTERVENTION (PEI)

The program to be established by the successful bidder(s) to deliver the evidence-based FFT intervention services in this RFP shall meet the requirements of a Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI) program under the MHSA.  The statutory authority for PEI is from Welfare and Institutions Code, Division 5, Part 3.6, Section 3850.

Prevention

Prevention in mental health involves reducing risk factors or stressors, building protective factors and skills and increasing support.  Prevention promotes positive cognitive, social and emotional development and encourages a state of well-being that allows the individual to function well in the face of changing and sometimes challenging circumstances.  MHSA calls for an approach to prevention that is integrated, accessible, culturally competent, strengths-based, effective, and that targets investments with the aim of avoiding costs (in human suffering and resources) for treatment services.

Early Intervention

Early Intervention is directed toward individuals and families for whom a short-duration (usually less than one year), relatively low-intensity intervention is appropriate to measurably improve a mental health problem or concern very early in its manifestation, thereby avoiding the need for more extensive mental health treatment or services; or to prevent a mental health problem from getting worse.

VII. GOALS AND PERFORMANCE MEASUREMENT

Selected bidder(s) will be expected to comply with all project monitoring/compliance protocols, procedures, data collection methods, and reporting requirements conducted by the County. 

Bid proposal should include a description of the measureable outcomes in the format outlined in Exhibit A, attached hereto.

The following outcomes and outcome indicators will be monitored by the County to evaluate how successful the selected bidder(s) is at reaching the stated goals and objectives:

	Goal/Objective 1:
	Increase the delivery of mental health treatment services to unserved and underserved clients and families.

	FFT PEI program services shall be provided to clients and families with limited or no means of payment.

	More than 50% of the clients/families receiving FFT PEI program services shall reside in rural Fresno County areas as indicated by the zip codes identified for clients on monthly client rosters and program reports (client rosters and program reports should include client demographic data, e.g., age, gender, residence, etc.; and client utilization data, e.g., quantity/quality of services delivered).

	Identify and build upon individual and family strengths and assets to help parents and children develop new skills to enhance family cohesion.

	Clients will gain skills to reduce family conflict and the ability to identify familial strengths.

	Clients will gain self-confidence, increased ability to handle anger and manage difficult situations, and experience improved individual functioning.

VIII. CULTURAL COMPETENCE

The County is seeking to contract with a community-based organization(s) that has experience and expertise in providing cultural, ethnic, and linguistically sensitive services.  The existing traditional mental health system has lacked the ability to understand the specific histories, traditions, beliefs, languages and values of diverse groups.  This ability is needed in order to successfully engage and provide treatment/wellness for clients and families. Therefore, contracting with a community-based organization(s) with this experience should aid in engaging clients/families that have traditionally been reluctant to seek services from traditional mental health settings.
Prospective bidder(s) shall do the following to ensure services are delivered in a culturally competent manner and meet the needs of culturally and linguistically diverse communities:

1. Staff shall be recruited and hired that have demonstrated experience working with the Latino, African American, Southeast Asian, Native American, and other minority populations and have knowledge about the culture of these targeted groups as well as other diverse communities.

2. Staff shall attend annual trainings on cultural competency, awareness, and diversity as provided by selected bidder(s), or online via the County’s eLearning system.  Staff shall be appropriately trained in providing services in a culturally sensitive manner. 

3. Staff shall attend civil rights training as provided by selected bidder(s), or online via the County’s eLearning system.

4. Selected bidder(s) shall hire bilingual staff.  At a minimum, selected bidder(s) shall hire staff competent in Spanish and Hmong as these are the identified threshold languages in Fresno County.

5. Selected bidder(s) shall secure the services of trained translators/interpreters as may be necessary.  Translators/interpreters may prove invaluable for languages such as Cambodian, Russian, Arabic, Armenian, Punjabi, and others.  Translators/interpreters shall be appropriately trained in providing services in a culturally sensitive manner.

6. Selected bidder(s) shall provide services by placing importance on traditional values, beliefs and family histories.  Cultural values and traditions offer special strengths in treating clients and this should help guide health care messages and wellness and recovery plans.

7. Selected bidder(s) shall provide services within the most relevant and meaningful cultural, gender-sensitive, and age-appropriate context for the target population. 

8. Selected bidder(s) shall develop plans to continually engage targeted populations.

9. Selected bidder(s) shall recruit and hire client/family members as a significant portion of their staffing. Regarding the recruitment of client/family members, the selected bidder(s) will be able to consult with the County DBH.
10. Selected bidder(s) shall have demonstrated knowledge and experience in working with Latino, Southeast Asian, African American, and Native American communities, as well as other diverse communities.

11. Selected bidder(s) shall develop and expand partnerships with the following unserved and underserved populations by engaging leaders and community members:  Latino (migrant workers, immigrants, etc), African-American (specific targeted zip codes), South East Asian (refugees, etc), Native American (specific targeted tribes) to identify and document their specific needs.  Engagement to include visiting rancheros, reservations, and other targeted population areas.

12. Selected bidder(s) shall ensure a streamlined approach to accessing appropriate services which are available at times convenient for the targeted populations.

13. Selected bidder(s) shall distribute literature/informational brochures in appropriate languages and request feedback as to how access to care could be improved for these culturally diverse communities. 

14. Selected bidder(s) shall conduct an annual cultural competency self-assessment and provide the results of said self-assessment to the County.  The annual cultural competency self-assessment instruments shall be reviewed by the County and revised as necessary to meet the approval of the County.  The selected bidder(s) can create their own cultural competency self-assessment tools or utilize instruments to be provided by County.
15. Selected bidder(s) shall provide services throughout Fresno County in the community as opposed to services being performed at traditional mental health department offices to increase the frequency of clients obtaining needed services as some children/families are reluctant to seek services from traditional mental health settings.
16. Selected bidder(s) shall promote system of care accountability for performance outcomes which enable children and their families to live independently, work, maintain community supports, stay in good health, and avoid substance abuse and incarceration.

17. Selected bidder(s) shall develop individual services and supports plans which are flexible and open to meet the unique needs of the targeted populations.

18. Selected bidder(s) shall collaborate with agencies that are recognized and accepted by the targeted populations.

19. Selected bidder(s) shall provide family support and the creation of family partnerships utilizing peer support for families and parenting support.

20. Selected bidder(s) shall establish culturally specific multidisciplinary treatment teams responsible for assuring and providing needed services.

21. Selected bidder(s) shall provide supportive housing vouchers and referrals for safe, adequate, and affordable housing.

22. Selected bidder(s) shall provide parenting groups that are conducted in the preferred language of the participant client/families.

23. Selected bidder(s) shall give consideration to gender sensitivity and the differing psychologies and needs of boys and girls when providing services.  Items such as who is the primary care giver, domestic violence, and women’s health issues shall also be considered in the provision of services. 

24. Selected bidder(s)’ staff will be trained to keep an open mind and maintain non-judgmental interaction with clients/families.
25. Selected bidder(s), when developing program services and service delivery approaches, shall seek to hire and train staff and community stakeholders (i.e., consumers, family members, etc.) that are providing services to consumers and families on appropriate methods and approaches to delivering gender and age specific services.  

26. Selected bidder(s)’ hiring and contracting practices shall be based on local data and reflect the needs of the population to be served.

27. Selected bidder(s) shall attend the County’s Cultural Diversity Committee monthly meetings, maintain its own cultural competence oversight committee, and develop a cultural competency plan to address and evaluate cultural competency issues.
28. County shall provide technical assistance and demographic data to selected bidder(s) in relation to cultural competency planning. 
29. Selected bidder(s) shall train staff on best practice for utilizing interpreters to ensure effective communication with monolingual consumers and families to assist in the delivery of culturally/linguistically appropriate services.
COST PROPOSAL

The cost proposal shall provide a breakdown of all anticipated expenses.  Prospective bidder(s) should use the attached sample Budget and Budget Narrative – Exhibit B.  The cost proposal shall include a budget and budget narrative for FY 2013-2014.  Selected bidder(s) are expected to submit updated 12-month budgets each subsequent twelve month period of the resulting contract to reflect then current expenditures and revenues.
Selected bidder(s) shall be reimbursed based on actual costs not to exceed the contract maximum.  Selected bidder(s) shall invoice County based on actual costs.  Items such as costs of staffing, supplies, mileage, etc. are examples of costs that selected bidder(s) would bill the County.
The County shall only reimburse selected bidder(s) on actual claim/cost amounts based on actual invoices submitted on a monthly basis. Payments by County shall be in arrears, for services provided during the preceding month, within 45 days after receipt and verification of selected bidder(s) invoices.

Prospective bidder(s) shall include in their budget forms estimated revenues. Revenues generated by selected bidder(s) in the provision of services as identified in this RFP shall be clearly identified and narratives explaining the methodology used to calculate their revenue amounts shall be included using attached Budget Narratives Exhibit B.

All revenues generated shall partially offset the costs of the program budget and expenditures. It is projected that selected bidder(s) shall at a minimum generate $879,958 in revenues for FY 2013-2014. These revenue amounts identified above shall apply to Medi-Cal clients that receive specialized mental health services as a means to estimate what the vendor can generate in revenues when billing the County. 
Clients that do not have Medi-Cal or another form of insurance/payment are encouraged to fill out and submit an UMDAP eligibility worksheet to determine an individual’s ability to pay for services provided. MHSA dollars are available for specialty mental health services.  MHSA funds shall also be used to offset costs associated with the client support services (non-specialty mental health services) delivered to all clients (Medi-Cal and non Medi-Cal clients) served by the selected bidder(s).
The maximum award amounts are shown below:

FY 2013-14 -- $494,588 - represents MHSA funds. This does not include the estimated revenue amounts shown above. The estimated revenue will be in addition to the amount shown here.
Medi-Cal Revenue

Section 1903(a) of the Social Security Act provides, in part, that the Federal Government shall pay to the State a percentage “of the total amount expended” for providing medical assistance (which includes specialty mental health services). This percentage is referred to as the Federal Medical Assistance Percentage (FMAP). 

The State Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) may use public funds expended by the County for purposes of claiming Federal Financial Participation (FFP) funds for the cost of Medicaid services and activities. For example, in a state with a 50 percent FMAP rate, if the expenditure amount certified is $100, then the claim would be for $50 in FFP (.50 x 100).

The State DHCS claims federal reimbursement (FFP) for Medi-Cal specialty mental health services based on public expenditures certified by the County. When the County submits an interim claim for FFP reimbursement to the State for a service provided by a contract provider, the County is expected to know its interim cost. After a contract provider renders a specialty mental health service to a Medi-Cal beneficiary, it will invoice the County for payment. The County must pay the provider before submitting a claim to DHCS for federal reimbursement. 

The interim cost to the County is equal to the amount it paid the provider for the service rendered. This cost to the County is the amount the County may certify as its public expenditures. State DHCS expects the claim for reimbursement to equal the amount the County paid the provider for the service rendered less any funding sources not eligible for federal reimbursement.

Interim claims for payment of federal reimbursement for specialty mental health services provided after June 30, 2012, will not be limited by the Schedule of Maximum Allowances (SMA).  The County must submit claims for reimbursement of services provided by contract providers that are equal to the lowest of 1) the amount the County paid the provider, 2) an estimate of the provider’s reasonable and allowable cost to provide the service, or 3) the provider’s usual and customary charge for the service.

If a Medi-Cal client has dual coverage, such as Other Health Coverage (OHC) or Medicare, the provider will be responsible for billing the carrier and obtaining a payment/denial or have validation of claiming with no response 90 days after the claim was mailed before the service can be entered into the County’s electronic billing module (AVATAR). A copy of explanation of benefits or CSM 1500 is required as documentation.

Interim Settlement

The amount of federal reimbursement due to a contracted provider as determined in its cost report will continue to be compared to all interim payments made to the contracted provider. If the interim payments are less than the amount of federal reimbursement determined in the cost report, the contracted provider will receive a payment for the amount due. If the interim payments made to the contracted provider are greater than the federal reimbursement determined in the cost report, the County will require the contracted provider to repay the overpayment. 

If the amount of federal reimbursement generated does not meet threshold stipulation, the provider’s maximum reimbursement will be reduced by the difference.  For example, if $100,000 of FFP reimbursement was the threshold and the provider generated $80,000 in FFP, provider’s final reimbursement would be reduced by $20,000.
Final Settlement 
Within three years after the contracted provider submits the reconciled cost report, the County will settle all payments to the contracted provider’s finalized, audited spending year cost report. If at the final settlement, the County determines that the contracted provider has been underpaid, the contracted provider will receive a payment for the amount due. If at the end of the final settlement, the County determines that it overpaid the contracted provider, it will require the contracted provider to repay the overpayment.

Monthly Billing
It is anticipated electronic billing will occur through use of a Cisco VPN connection directly into County’s billing module (AVATAR).  Selected bidder(s) must grant security access to required software, to include but not limited to Cisco VPN and AVATAR’s client.  At a minimum selected bidder(s) computers must run Windows XP or higher operating system and be connected to a high speed internet connection.  Selected bidder(s) shall be responsible for equipment to support software.  
Data entry shall be the responsibility of the selected bidder(s). The County shall monitor the number and amount of services entered into Avatar. Any and all audit exceptions resulting from the provision and billing of Medi-Cal services by the selected bidder(s) shall be the sole responsibility of the selected bidder(s).
The selected bidder(s) will be required to either have Medi-Cal certification or become Medi-Cal certified within 60 days of the start of the contract for services to generate Medi-Cal reimbursement.  The selected bidder(s) shall work with the County’s DBH, MHSA division to execute the process if not currently certified.  Service location must be approved by the County’s DBH, MHSA division. Selected bidder(s) will be required to become Medi-Cal certified prior to billing Medi-Cal for services rendered.
Medi-Cal billing shall be in accordance with the County’s Mental Health Plan.  The selected bidder(s) must comply with the County’s Contractor Code of Conduct and Ethics, and the County’s Compliance Program in accordance with Exhibit C.

Medi-Cal can be billed for direct specialty mental health services of unlicensed staff as long as the provider is approved as an organizational provider by the County’s Mental Health Plan, is supervised by licensed staff, works within his/her scope and only bills Medi-Cal for allowable specialty mental health services.  
Monthly Invoicing

Monthly invoices shall show a detailed line item breakout showing selected bidder(s)’ costs. This line item breakout will allow the County to analyze if the program is on track according to the contract requirements. 
Selected bidder(s) shall be fully reimbursed for expenditures incurred by selected bidder(s) in arrears each month following approval of each monthly invoice.  Any revenue, i.e., Medi-Cal, Medicare, etc. generated by selected bidder(s) will be used to offset the funding used to make payments to the selected bidder(s).
All fixed assets such as vehicles; equipment etc. will remain County property at the end of the agreement term.  However, County and successful bidder(s) can discuss the utility of the fixed assets as the agreement term expires.
Administrative Cost/Employee Benefits:

The selected bidder(s) must limit both local and corporate administrative costs to a maximum of 15% of the total program budget and to limit employee benefits to a maximum of 20% of total salaries for those employees working under the proposed County agreement. Failure to conform or address this provision may be grounds for contract termination at the option of the County of Fresno.  (Note any exceptions and provide detail justification and explanation)

Policy and Procedure

Subject:  Code of Conduct

Effective Date:  August 1, 2004

Revision Date:  July 9, 2010

POLICY:  
Fresno County is firmly committed to full compliance with all applicable laws, regulations, rules, and guidelines that apply to its mental health operations and services. At the core of this commitment are Fresno County’s employees, contractors (including contractor’s employees/subcontractors), volunteers and students, also referred to as “Covered Persons”, and the manner in which they conduct themselves. To assure that Fresno County’s commitment is shared by all Covered Persons, this Code of Conduct (the “Code”) has been established. All Covered Persons will be required to acknowledge and certify their compliance to this Code.

PURPOSE:  
To provide specific conduct standards prescribed by the Fresno County Mental Health Plan Compliance Program. This Code of Conduct is maintained in addition to the County’s Code of Ethics already in effect. 

DEFINITIONS:  
Covered Persons – All employees, contractors (including contractor’s employees and subcontractors), volunteers and students working in behavioral/mental health programs. 

Excluded Person – Any Covered Person who is or may become suspended, excluded, or ineligible from participation in any Federal healthcare program. 

PROCEDURE:  
1. A copy of the Code of Conduct (see Attachment A) will be provided to all Covered Persons at the time of their initial compliance training which must be provided within 30 business days of hire or contract effective date. This Code will also be provided during the annual General Compliance training or within 30 business days after any revision is finalized. 

2. Upon initial receipt and review of the Code, Covered Persons shall certify their intention to abide by it by signing the Acknowledgement and Agreement form (see Attachment B for sample form). These signed forms will be retained by the Compliance Office. Covered Persons shall certify within 30 business days after distribution of a revised Code.

3. The Compliance Office will track these certifications and regularly report to the Compliance Committee and the Directors of the Departments of Behavioral Health and Public Health regarding progress towards 100% certification by all Covered Persons. 

4. The Code will be prominently posted in all Fresno County and contractor mental health facilities and sites. 

5. This Code is not intended to be an exhaustive list of all standards by which Covered Persons are to be governed. Rather, it is intended to convey the County’s commitment to the high standards set forth by the County.

Compliance Program

CODE OF CONDUCT:

All Fresno County Behavioral/Mental Health Employees, Contractors (including Contractor’s Employees/Subcontractors), Volunteers and Students will:  
1. Read, acknowledge, and abide by this Code of Conduct. 

2. Be responsible for reviewing and understanding Compliance Program policies and procedures including the possible consequences for failure to comply or failure to report such non-compliance. 

3. NOT engage in any activity in violation of the County’s Compliance Program, nor engage in any other conduct which violates any applicable law, regulation, rule, or guideline. Conduct yourself honestly, fairly, courteously, and with a high degree of integrity in your professional dealings related to their employment/contract with the County and avoid any conduct that could reasonably be expected to reflect adversely upon the integrity of the County and the services it provides. 

4. Practice good faith in transactions occurring during the course of business and never use or exploit professional relationships or confidential information for personal purposes. 

5. Promptly report any activity or suspected violation of this Code of Conduct, the policies and procedures of the County, the Compliance Program, or any other applicable law, regulation, rule or guideline. All reports may be made anonymously. Fresno County prohibits retaliation against any person making a report. Any person engaging in any form of retaliation will be subject to disciplinary or other appropriate action by the County. 

6. Comply with not only the letter of Compliance Program and mental health policies and procedures, but also with the spirit of those policies and procedures as well as other rules or guidelines adopted by the County. Consult with your supervisor or the Compliance Office regarding any Compliance Program standard or other applicable law, regulation, rule or guideline. 

7. Comply with all laws governing the confidentiality and privacy of information. Protect and retain records and documents as required by County contract/standards, professional standards, governmental regulations, or organizational policies. 

8. Comply with all applicable laws, regulations, rules, guidelines, and County policies and procedures when providing and billing mental health services. Bill only for eligible services actually rendered and fully documented. Use billing codes that accurately describe the services provided. Ensure that no false, fraudulent, inaccurate, or fictitious claims for payment or reimbursement of any kind are prepared or submitted. Ensure that claims are prepared and submitted accurately and timely and are consistent with all applicable laws, regulations, rules and guidelines. Act promptly to investigate and correct problems if errors in claims or billings are discovered. 

9. Immediately notify your supervisor, Department Head, Administrator, or the Compliance Office if you become or may become an Ineligible/Excluded Person and therefore excluded from participation in the Federal health care programs.

Medi-Cal Organizational Provider Standards

1. The organizational provider possesses the necessary license to operate, if applicable, and any required certification.

2. The space owned, leased or operated by the provider and used for services or staff meets local fire codes.

3. The physical plant of any site owned, leased, or operated by the provider and used for services or staff is clean, sanitary and in good repair.

4. The organizational provider establishes and implements maintenance policies for any site owned, leased, or operated by the provider and used for services or staff to ensure the safety and wellbeing of beneficiaries and staff.

5. The organizational provider has a current administrative manual which includes:  personnel policies and procedures, general operating procedures, service delivery policies, and procedures for reporting unusual occurrences relating to health and safety issues.

6. The organizational provider maintains client records in a manner that meets applicable state and federal standards.

7. The organization provider has staffing adequate to allow the COUNTY to claim federal financial participation for the services the Provider delivers to beneficiaries, as described in Division 1, Chapter 11, Subchapter 4 of Title 9, CCR, when applicable.

8. The organizational provider has written procedures for referring individuals to a psychiatrist when necessary, or to a physician, if a psychiatrist is not available.

9. The organizational provider has as head of service a licensed mental health professional of other appropriate individual as described in Title 9, CCR, Sections 622 through 630.

10. For organizational providers that provide or store medications, the provider stores and dispenses medications in compliance with all pertinent state and federal standards.  In particular:

A. All drugs obtained by prescription are labeled in compliance with federal and state laws. Prescription labels are altered only by persons legally authorized to do so.

B. Drugs intended for external use only or food stuffs are stored separately from drugs for internal use.

C. All drugs are stored at proper temperatures, room temperature drugs at 59-86 degrees F and refrigerated drugs at 36-46 degrees F.

D. Drugs are stored in a locked area with access limited to those medical personnel authorized to prescribe, dispense or administer medication.

E. Drugs are not retained after the expiration date.  IM multi-dose vials are dated and initialed when opened.
F. A drug log is maintained to ensure the provider disposes of expired, contaminated, deteriorated and abandoned drugs in a manner consistent with state and federal laws.

G. Policies and procedures are in place for dispensing, administering and storing medications.

11. For organizational providers that provide day treatment intensive or day rehabilitation, the provider must have a written description of the day treatment intensive and/or day treatment rehabilitation program that complies with State Department of Mental Health’s day treatment requirements. The COUNTY shall review the provider’s written program description for compliance with the State Department of Mental Health’s day treatment requirements. 

12. The COUNTY may accept the host county’s site certification and reserves the right to conduct an on-site certification review at least every three years. The COUNTY may also conduct additional certification reviews when:  
· The provider makes major staffing changes.

· The provider makes organizational and/or corporate structure changes (example:  conversion from a non-profit status).

· The provider adds day treatment or medication support services when medications shall be administered or dispensed from the provider site.

· There are significant changes in the physical plant of the provider site (some physical plant changes could require a new fire clearance).

· There is change of ownership or location.

· There are complaints against the provider.

· There are unusual events, accidents, or injuries requiring medical treatment for clients, staff or members of the community.
