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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno on behalf of the Department of Behavioral Health is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to deliver comprehensive and intensive services and supports within a Full Service Partnership (FSP) mental health and non-mental health services program, including evidence-based treatment, with 24hrs/day 7days/week availability.

Proposed services need to be designed to serve children with serious emotional disturbance (SED) ages 0-5 years, and their families with their specialized infant mental health needs; and proposed services need to also be designed to serve children ages 6-10 years with their unique needs.

Successful bidder(s) shall use evidence-based treatment models such as Parent-Child Interaction Therapy (PCIT), Incredible Years (IY), Trauma-Focused Cognitive Behavioral Therapy, and other evidence-based treatment models recognized as effective in improving functioning for children and their families specific to each of the age groups identified above.

The County may award funding to one bidder or multiple bidders.  Proposals will be rated on the bidder(s) ability to incorporate and coordinate all services stated within this RFP.

The services and supports shall be provided to unserved and underserved clients/families in rural/metro areas; clients/families that have no or limited means of payment for services; clients/families who have traditionally been reluctant to seek services from traditional mental health settings; clients/families who are experiencing increased behavioral health issues; and clients in danger of homelessness, hospitalizations, out of home placements, emergency room and crisis visits.  

The FSP program(s) resulting from this proposal will complement the existing Screening, decision-Making, Assessment, Referral and Treatment Model of Care (SMART MOC), which is a collaborative effort comprised of many agencies and multiple disciplines serving children, ages 0-5.  This includes the “One Call for Kids” line that provides a single point of contact for service needs for this population.  In addition, the FSP program(s) will also respond to referrals from providers, agencies, parents/caregivers throughout Fresno County communities.

The successful bidder(s) shall deliver a full spectrum of services and community supports including assessments, plan development, individual and group therapy, collateral services, medication support, case management, linkage, peer support for families, coordination of services, crisis services 24 hours/day 7 days/week, collaboration with community based organizations and school districts on behalf of clients, transportation for clients as well as provision of bus tokens for clients, clothing, food, and hygiene vouchers along with utility assistance, supportive housing assistance (short-term and emergency in nature), childcare services, education classes for family members, services and supports in the community and in the home, peer support groups for families through parenting groups, respite care, purchase of needed household items, and translation services as needed for clients and families.

The program that will be established by the successful bidder(s) to deliver the above services shall meet the requirements of a Full Service Partnership (FSP) program under the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) as defined in the California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Section 3200.130., “Full Service Partnership” means the collaborative relationship between the County and the client, and when appropriate the client's family, through which the County plans for and provides the full spectrum of community services so that the client can achieve the identified goals.

It is the County's intent to contract with the successful bidder(s) for Fiscal Year 2013-2014.  For consistency and stability, the County will explore designing the contract with the successful bidder(s) to include language that would allow the term of the contract to run for 5 years (option to automatically renew each 12 month period) contingent upon continued funding from the State.

The maximum annual award amount is $1,464,837. The annual award amount represents MHSA funds and does not include the estimated revenue amounts to be generated in this program as estimated in the Cost Proposal section below, i.e., Medi-Cal, private insurance, and client self-pay payments. For consistency and stability, the County will explore designing the contract with the successful bidder(s) to include language that would allow the term of the contract to run for 5 years contingent upon continued funding from the State.

If multiple agencies choose to collaborate and submit a proposal together each agency should include budgets that include a portion of the MHSA funding identified above as well as Medi-Cal revenue that can be generated by each agency (most of the services will be Medi-Cal reimbursable). It is anticipated that each agency submitting a proposal would only request a portion of the available MHSA funds needed to deliver the services they plan on delivering in the collaborative project.
