· The Closing Date for this proposal has been extended to May 7, 2013 at 2:00 pm.

· Exhibits A “Cost Proposal Worksheets” and B “Template for Scope of Work” are available on the Fresno County Purchasing website.

· Bidders are required to submit one (1) original and nine (9) copies of their proposal along with a reproducible compact disc.

· The target population includes youth between the ages of 12-20, who are at risk for substance use and abuse and at high risk for attending non-traditional schools.
· Services must be provided within Fresno County, however specific geographic areas, schools or school districts are not specified.  Bidders should choose their target area based on demonstrated need.  Bidders should consider existing current Fresno County substance abuse prevention service sites when proposing service locations.

· There is no limit on the number of proposals that may be funded. The maximum total amount of funding available to be awarded remains $375,000 regardless of number of proposals awarded contracts.

· Bidders are not required to address Long-Term Goals and Objectives in their response to the RFP. Exhibit B, “Template for Scope Work” asks bidders to “Describe in detail how long-term goals will be met”.  Due to the reduced time period (2 years) for implementing this program, long-term goals and outcomes are provided for informational purposes only.  This section may be left blank.

· The County has engaged the services of an independent evaluator for substance abuse prevention programs and the successful bidder will be required to work collaboratively and cooperatively with the third party evaluator throughout the term of the Agreement and throughout all phases of the evaluation process.  The County’s contracted evaluator will assist the successful bidder in the development and implementation of evaluation tools and reporting systems.  Bidders have the option of conducting their own additional, internal evaluation, however, additional internal evaluations may not be included in the proposed budget.

· The requirement to propose outcomes and measurement tools for the proposed program has been removed.  However, bidders may include such information at their option.

· Proposed programs must be evidence-based or provide strong support and justification for programs that are not evidence-based.  Programs that are not evidence-based must convincingly demonstrate how their program will best meet the needs of the target population and must address the Goals/Objective/Outcomes described in the RFP.

· CalOMS training is provided through the State of California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs.

· Current substance abuse prevention programs funded through the County are listed on the Fresno County Department of Behavioral Health-Substance Abuse Services website.  All current programs are evidence-based with the exception of the prescription drug abuse prevention program.

· There is no limitation on the length of proposals.

· The successful bidder will be required to adhere to the County’s Logic Model.  Bidders are not required to submit an additional Logic Model with their proposal.

· Bidders may include the cost of a Federal audit as an indirect cost or on a separate line item.  

· Bidders must limit administrative costs, defined as “those costs direct or indirect for managing and administering the delivery of the service for which the County is contracting”, to a maximum of 15% of the total program budget and employee benefits to a maximum of 20% of salaries.  

· Bidders must utilize the provided “Cost Proposal” template.  Salaries and benefits must be separated on this form.

· Bidders may include the cost of a curriculum in their cost proposal.

· The response order and contents are specified in the “Proposal Contents Requirements” on pg. 34 of the RFP. Section XIII. “Scope of Work” subsection B(2.) should include the following in this order:
