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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno on behalf of the Department of Public Health (DPH) is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to provide for the evaluation of activities completed under the Department’s Nutrition Education Obesity Prevention (NEOP) Program. Qualified vendors with nutrition education and extensive evaluation expertise are encouraged to apply. 

The successful bidder must provide samples of past projects (reports, databases, tools, etc.), letters of recommendations from agencies/individuals, and any documentation of educational achievements which demonstrate expertise and ability to assist in the following: assessment of community needs, assets and resources; prioritization of health problems; problem analysis and development of objectives; program and evaluation planning; program implementation; and ongoing evaluation.

The bidder must demonstrate a strong background in analysis of related public health program.  The bidder must be familiar with and able to identify environmental factors such as poverty and understand the relationship between causal factors and interventions. Samples from previous projects in the field of public health and nutrition education should be included.

With support from United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Education Program (SNAP-Ed), the California Department of Public Health’s Network for a Healthy California has allocated NEOP funding to the Fresno County Department of Public Health.  The NEOP Program currently has funding through September 30, 2016.  NEOP’s goals include promoting the USDA Dietary Guidelines to increase fruit and vegetable consumption and physical activity among the SNAP-Ed eligible population (185% federal poverty level) through direct and indirect education as well as pursuing systems and environmental changes that promote healthy lifetime choices. 

In order to achieve its goal, the NEOP Program will utilize the following evidence-based activity approaches: individual and group-based nutrition education, health promotion, and intervention strategies; comprehensive, multi-level interventions at multiple complementary organizations and institutional levels; and community and public health approaches to improve nutrition.  The successful bidder will be responsible for working closely with the NEOP Program Project Coordinator and staff to assist with planning, monitoring, analysis and reporting of formative, process and outcome evaluation activities within the NEOP scope of work. In addition, annually, the selected bidder will assist with the development and implementation of an Impact Outcome Evaluation Plan. 

Successful bidders can receive up to $135,500 per year.  Contract may be renewed annually for a total of three years, period of October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2016.  There has been no previous contract for these services.  
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
