Tasks may include initial assessment, hazard categorization, sampling, packaging, labeling, notification, site entry, stabilization, etc. This individual will likely work at the direction of the Operations Supervisor.

Lead/Senior Technician: This individual may conduct a wide variety of tasks during an incident. Tasks may include initial assessment, hazard categorization, sampling, packaging, labeling, notification, site entry, stabilization, etc. The Lead/Senior Technician is responsible for the more complex assignments and provides lead support to lower level staff.  This individual may also oversee all operations of the contractor in the absence of the Operations Supervisor.  

Equipment Operator: This individual will operate heavy equipment, forklifts, vacuum truck, backhoe, or other earth moving equipment.

Operations Supervisor: The Operations Supervisor will be responsible for overseeing all operations of the contractor. They will report to the County representative on-scene.

Field Chemist: The Field Chemist will respond to the incident only when necessary. Typical job duties may include evaluation of complex chemical incidents, reviewing sampling protocols, overseeing the operation of monitoring equipment, overseeing stabilization techniques, recommending mitigation measures, etc.

Health and Safety Technician: This individual will oversee all health and safety concerns associated with the contractors response actions.  During a minor incident, the Health and Safety Technician may assume other duties as assigned by the contractor.
