 Brief Overview of the Proposed HHW Drop-off Program
The County of Fresno (County), in conjunction with the 15 incorporated cities in the County, seeks to hire a qualified Contractor to conduct a countywide program for the drop-off and disposal of household hazardous waste (HHW), including Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator (CESQG) waste and specified Universal Wastes.  These temporary collection sites are authorized through a Department of Toxic Substances Control Permit By Rule application.  

The HHW Drop-off Program (Program) described in the Request for Proposal (RFP) reflects the joint efforts of the jurisdictions in Fresno County to comply with the mandates of the Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989 (AB 939).  An AB 939 Oversight Committee, comprised of representatives from the County and the 15 incorporated cities, has been formed to enable all jurisdictions to participate in the development and implementation of the Program.  The Fresno County Department of Public Works and Planning, Resources Division, will administer the Program.  
Since the early 1990’s, the County has held events twice each year, once in the spring and once in the fall.  Reservations are required.  It is anticipated that the Program will serve approximately 1,300 residents of Fresno County at each Event.  

The County is in the process of developing a regional, permanent HHW facility (Facility).  The Facility is anticipated to be operational sometime between the end of 2008 and end of 2010.  Therefore, it is anticipated that the related contract may not be renewed beyond the opening date of the Facility.

Residential Waste:  Each semi-annual Event is held on a Saturday and includes three (3) drop-off sites (Sites) operating simultaneously, one (1) on the rural east side of Fresno County, one (1) on the rural west side of Fresno County and one in the Fresno/Clovis metropolitan area (FCMA).  Highway 99 is the dividing line between the east and west side cities of Fresno County.  Periodically, a site in the foothills to the east of the FCMA may be added, either in place of the east side city site or as a fourth site.  The public is not charged for this service. 
Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generators (CESQG):  Reservations are accepted from CESQGs to deliver hazardous waste to the FCMA Site on the Friday prior to the scheduled Saturday Event.  Participants in the CESQG program pay the Contractor directly for the waste delivered for disposal.
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
