Shaver Yard Site and Well Description

SITE DESCRIPTION

The site is located at the Fresno County Shaver Road Maintenance Yard located at 41686 Dinkey Creek Road on the eastern edge of the community of Shaver Lake, California, in eastern Fresno County.  The site is a storage, service, and maintenance facility for road work operations and snow plowing.

WATER SUPPLY WELL TO BE ABANDONED 

According to Mr. Dave Nunes, former Fresno County Road Superintendent, the County drilled a supply well on the site in the late 1970’s, but the well was deemed a dry hole and was capped (bedrock well with 8”steel casing), (see site map).  Mr. Nunes had the well cap removed sometime around 2000-2001 and reported that the well had a total depth of 300 feet and standing water at approximately 200 feet.  Currently water is supplied to the site by a well located on the Southern California Edison Yard approximately 1,000 feet to the south of the site.

MONITORING WELLS TO BE ABANDONED

BSK workplan dated September 14, 2000 stated that the monitoring wells would be constructed with Schedule 40, two-inch (inside diameter), polyvinyl chloride (PVC) casing.  Flush-joint well casing will be utilized and no chemical cements or solvents will be used in construction of the wells.  The top of each well casing will be covered with a locking watertight plug and a threaded PVC plug will be installed at the bottom of each well.     

Seven soil borings were drilled at the site on November 9 and 10, 2000 with four borings converted to groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1, MW-2, MW-3 and MW-4) as shown on the site map.  Monitoring well design and construction was limited to the shallow alluvial soils encountered at the site.  Bedrock caused auger refusal at depths between approximately 12 and 21 feet below ground surface (bgs) beneath the site.  During drilling in November 2000, groundwater was encountered in MW-3 at approximately 19 feet bgs (total well depth 20 feet).  A very slight petroleum odor was observed during drilling of MW-1 at approximately 10 feet bgs.  Following installation, MW-3 was bailed dry several times.  MW-3 was not sampled at the time since other wells (MW-1, MW-2 and MW-4) did not yield water.
